Supertaxing the Ticket Speculator
Here Teo Late.

The theatre ticket speculators of
New York may thank the Aldermen
for saving them from themselves and
the tax collector. The new amusement
tax laws, which go Into effect mext
Tuesday, provide that when a ticket
Is sold In excess of Its establiahed
price the eeller shall pay “a tax
equivalent to § per centum of the
amount of such excess; and If sold
for more than [0 centa In excess of
the sum of such established price
. « & tax equivalent to B0 per
centum of the whole amount of such

excess,"
Under this law If the lators
pursued their former method of

charging $5 for a much desired two
dollar seat they would be taxed 50
per cept. of £8, or $1.60. But as the
Aldermen recently put through an
ordinance forbldding speculators to
charge more than 50 cents above the
price printed on the ticket, evidently
the Government will never recelive
more than two and one-half cents on
the sale of any ticket sold by a New
York speculator.
