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SURFEIT OF MUSICAL RAREBITS GIVES CRITIC INDIGESTION
Confesses, He Always Is Just This Way at Seasons End

Fed Up on the Review of the Pianists' Division,
Insignia a Hammer, and on Pagliacci, He

Needs a Long Rest in Sweet Silence

dry season of the musical year Is sprln Tho last Atys of thoTHE ra as dust upon the Hps. Idszt'a flat concerto has been

tinkled to its conch "It la the bell that summons thee," and so
forth, as Macbeth remarked before murdering tho sleeping Duncan. The
fifth and ninth symphonies have been hung, drawn and quartered. Chopin
has been bled white. All tho world is crowded with tho complaining
ghosts of dead composers pitilessly dragged forth each winter to bo
slaughtered again to make a critic's work day.

Even as the last staggering victim goes gasping to his newest doom
the incvltablo American opera gets the line Italian stiletto in its back and
joins tho "innumerable caravan." Ono turns away from" it with a sigh
of something liko disgust. What has been accomplished? What new
song has been sung? What new singer has set tho viewless sound waves
trembling to tho stars? Ono thing, and one thing alone, is certain, and
that is that criticism is damned at its birth, and misconstrued ever after-
ward. Read ths words of Edwin Evans, a sano Briton, in the Suaday
Evening Telegram (London) of February 0:

"This Is an irrelevant story with a relevant moral. Somo years ago
I took to Mr. Vincent d'Indy, whom a large proportion of French
musicians acknowledge as their intellectual lender, on important work by
a young English composer in whom I had, and still have, great faith. Tho
master seemed in captious mood. Ho did not like the shape of the work,
but would let that pass. Then he went through it page by page, deprecat-
ing this and rejecting that, declaring this a license and that a barbarism,
until I wondered whero ho would stop. Perhaps he read my thoughts,
for ho suddenly declared that he found tho music of absorbing interest,
adding that, had it been otherwise, Instead of criticising it in detail he
would have dismissed it with whatever good he could honestly And to say
f It.
"That is the critic" dilemma In a

nutshell. Whether be la dealing; with
a composition or a performance be la
practically compelled, consciously or
unconsciously, to have two standards,
one tor what Is Interesting and an-

other for what Is not, and tho latter
Includes a great deal that reaches
quite, a high level of accomplishment.
The singer may have a good, well
trained voice, the violinist a round
tone and plenty of technique. From
tho teacher's point of view there Is
no fault to find with them. I recall
a recent performance of one of
Brahms's violin sonatas which was
like that The notes were all in their
places, the phrasing was right, and
even the rhythm, that stumbling block
to English performers, was quite firm.
Thero was no poaitWo fault to And.
Tho fault was a negative ono: the
Absenco of the Indctlnablo quality
without which music Is meaningless.

"Thero are critics who praise every-
thing until their pralso loses Its value.
Thero are others who damn every-
thing It la by far tho easiest course.
Leaving theso methods out of account,
what can one do but dismiss such per-
formances with whatever good can
honestly be said of them? That la
where the critic welcomes adjectives
such ns 'adequate,' 'competent' or 'con-
scientious,' which do not deceive the
musical reader. Unfortunately they
aro not numerous, and they are worn
threadbare by much usage. Too out-
come la often a notice in which fond
mothers and maiden aunts find" such
solace as they may.

"An Interesting performance, on the
other hand, captures and holds tho at-
tention, and then ono Is at onco con-
scious of every detail In which It
dlffcra from one's Ideal rendering.
If, then, the critic writes as he feels,
it la quite possible that ho may
appear to bo finding fault with a per-
formance that Is in all essentials finer
than one he pcemcd to commend the
day before. In short, ho is applying
two standards, and it depends on his
mode of expression whether ho will
mako clear to his readers which Is
which. To tho performers themselves It
Is never clear, and their agents quote
In their circulars the faintest of praise
in preference to well balanced crit-
icism. I havo oven seen 'conscientious'
flaunted on Uio back of a programme."

The pages of the newspapers In the
reason now approaching its close have
reeked, with conventional terms of
smug commendation. Almost nothing
has been quite wrong except tho doings
of the Metropolitan management, which
in the sight of some musical chroniclers
never are right. It is also true that
any one can run a hotel better than
the man who Is doing it.

But when one turns to tho produc
tions of music In tho concert halls ono
Is confronted with all the anclenta and
honorables among tho phrases,
"brilliant technic," "ravishing tone,'
"intelligent conception," "Incisive
rhythm," &o. But what new com
position has startled tho scribes into
the uso of the word "beautiful
Father Krohblcl awoko from his dream
of peaco on Monday night and lo!
Henry Elchhctm's namo led all tho
rest But not every one elso enjoyed
mien exquisite rapturo as tho Tribune
of tho people Somo of tho rcot of us
went away and prattled once more
about ingenious nrt.wrltlmr and grace

ful melody. bh,"yo of nttio mltlil
Ono recorder who has had more than

n few years of experience on tho musi-
cal treadmill confesses that to him this
has been one of tho dullest seasons
within his recollection. Tho Philhar-
monic Society lias produced several
new American compositions of which

II wero interesting and nono com
pelting.

Now Is tho time to nek a very per-
tinent question, Will any ono of them
bo played again, and If not, why not?
How can nny critic or conductor be
perfectly certain that a composition
which has unquestionable, though
V
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perhaps email und Indeterminate, merit
will not improve on acquaintance?

All the promising works should be
repeated. If they sound worse the
second time Instead of better, then
let them enjoy an honorable retire
ment The writer of this part of Tiifl
Son docs not caro to go into detail re'
gardlng the musical novelties of the
season. First Impressions havo faded.
Memory Is prone to play tricks. Tho
works ought to bo heard again. But
the writer must confess that the things
which linger In his mind In these
spring days are personal. Perhaps
this botrays a reprehensible carthlness
of souL Why should a defender of the
faith grovel before personalities? Wh7
should ho forget his Debussy to bow
at the feet of Mary Garden or his
Beethoven to sing tho praises of Josef
Ilofmann?

And yet what clings to the mind
save men, women and pianos? Out of
the multitudinous army of shadows
rises tho picture of the great Caruso
celebration. One hears again the
pompous prattlo of the official fathead
who represented tho municipality and
sympathetically observes the Pallao
clan hysteria of the famous tenor as
he spasmodically clasped the silken
standard to his lips and sobbed his
soul Into It. The wholo world was
deeply affected.

Or again one remembers the blazing
Caruso dinner at which even Helen
Moller appeared In full dress and
gazed placidly down from tho balcony
on the strange assemblage of humans
comprising all sorts and conditions of
men who listened In stupefied amaze
ment to tho long drono of compll.
mentnry oratory of tho most thor
ouglily poat-prandl- al type.

Tet other und better memories are
those of tho graphic art of tho only
Iloslna worth talking about, Rojina
Galll of the ballet Thero is another
Galll, not Koslna, but Curcl, and of
her, oh, Muse, sing no more. Let her
do her own singing. Oh, yes, there la
another memory recalled by this one.
It is tho memory of tho shrieks of
laughter with which Tub Bun chroni-
cler read In the Times that tho Metro
politan Opera House was tho place In
which good singing was most quickly
recognized and rewarded. That Times
fellow Is surely a sad wag, and he
wears nn enormous sleevo.

Behold the passing of tho pianist
division Insignia, a sledge hammer on
the left shoulder. Led by their king
they have marched across tho Western
world, Bauer and Gabrllowltsch, Novaes
and Levltzkl, Bachmanlnov and the
thundering Thor of Russia, Prokofleff.
Men may como and men may go, hut
pianists strike on forever. The num
ber of respectable performers Is amaz
lng, and the slavo of the typewriter
has to sit and listen to them and go
away and cudgol his poor brain for
somolhlng to say that shall not road
Uko the hopeless damnation of faint
Ing praise.

Tho wholo thing becomes impossible.
In tho beginning of the season the
scribbler creates a whirling rhapsody
of phrases after a hearing of Ilofmann
and at tho end of the same season he
goes homo from a master recital-b- y

the samo artist and writes a crab
canon in C flat minor. Reader, know-cs- t

what is a crab canon? It is a
perfectly useless kind of music which
reads the same either bacKwaru or
forward. It Is n shameful libel on tho
crab, whoso meat Is of good repute,
especially when dlgnltled toy tho
appellation of cocktail.

"Farewell, a long farewell to nil
our cocktails." A hundred years
hence, when Hamlet clnga his drinking
song In AmbroUo Thomas s lemon
soda version of tho tragedy, little chil-
dren will ask their mothers whether
in the old times people really felt It
necessary to troll silly ditties and wave
their glasses over their heads when
about to lmblbo their peaceful grapo
Juice.
