cither, There's & famine of tobacco in
France,

Then the Smokes Arrive,

“Well, wa wera blue enough, 1 can tell
You. To mtart on a voyage of elght or
vine daym without a clgaretts is no joy-
ful thought to a soldier accustomed to
rnmoke. Then the night before we salled
nlong came THE Sux Tobacoo Fund and
cevery ona of us wans glven enough smok-
Ing tobneco and clgarettes to Iast ue
untll we saw Aisa Liberty. Wa bright-
anad up wonderfully and went on board
einging.

“In the packages we found the cards
from Tnm Bvn which told us we owed
onur good fortune to Missn Breschel
Thers wasn't time to"writa to thank her,
po o the way over the boys appolnted
frie to see her whan we landed and try
to tell her what we owed to her in the
way of fort and happh And as
goon as I Aind where she livea I'm golng
to eyt

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JACK CASEY, ARTIST,
NOT DEAD, BUT HERO

Surprises New York Friends
by Arrival on Lorraine With
French Wife, a Baroness.

WAS IN FOREIGN LEGION

Newspaper Men Tell of High
Prices and Poor Transpor-
tation in France,

Jack Casey, the artist, mourned by
New York friends two years ago, when
It was reported that he had been killed
in action with the French Forelgn Le-
glon, proved very much nlive yesterday
when he walked down the gargplank of
the lorraine and found himeslf on

American soll for the firet time in nearly
o decade.

4 With Casey, who has achlaved a high
reputation as a pailnter and a mill
higher ane as & fighter in the years that
have elapaed mince he turned his back
on Broadway to study art In Parls, waa
his French wife, who was Baroncss
Mnarie Aumont. They wore married in
19186, )

Cusey, who win widely known In this
country aa a newspaper Hlustrator a
decade age, nevar rellnguished his Am-
erican citlzenship despite his long res-
bidence In Parls. Soon after the war
broke out In 19814 he exchanged hin
brush for a rifle and with many other
American residents in the Latin quar-
ter he sgmed up - with the Forelgn
Legion, Of that original company of
American volunteer defendern  of
France but & handful survive.

Near Death Many Times,

Casey's term of service with the
Forelgn Leglon cov d thres and one-
half years and he narrowly escaped
death on a mcore of occaslone. In the
“hampagne campalgn in the autumn of
19156, in which the Forelgn Leglon suf-
fered heavy losses, W was terribly
wounded and was left for dend on the
battlefald.

Threa days later he was listed an
"*missing™ by the French War OfMcs and
glven up na having “gone west” by his
comrades. But in the meantime a French
nedieal party had happened upon him In
the isolated =pot where he Ilay, given
him first ald treatment and piaced him
in a frelght car bound for a base hompl-
tal. Tt was many weeks before he agaln
wan abls to take his place In the firing
1ine.

Mr. Casey and his wife expect to re-
main In thls country for several maonths
and will visit his old home In San Fran-
clmeo before they return to France,

Frank Dallam Among Arrivale.

Frank Dallam, a former New York
newspaper man, who resigned ths editor-
rhip of a Borton newspaper & year ago
to go acrons as a Y. M. C. A. secretary,
was the first man to walk down the
gangplank of the Lorraine. Mr., Dallam
sald that only one untoward Incldent
marked his overseas career. One day
while he was riding on a wagon loaded
with plekles for distribution among the
soldlers a German shell happened along
and absolutely ruined the conveyagce
and its eargn of plekles. A slight gray-
Ing of the halr aboul the temples wan
the only Il effect Mr. Dallam suffered
in the experience.

Goorge 8. Applegarth, a Pittsburg
newspaper mman who has heen serving
a3 & correspondent in the field with the
i;\mtﬂcun Army of Occupation, was
sunother passengar on the Lorraine. e

snld that, consgrvatively estimating it,
he would put ths numbar of delegnates to
the Peace Conference, clerks, secreiaries
and under secretaries and members of
boards and commisslons from other na-
tions now sojourning in Paria &t
40,000,000,

“Almost every Ameriean over thers
ia slmply wild to get back bBome” said
Mr., Applegarth. “I had to wait In line
for five days at the American Passport
Bureau lo get my pal That
office in open for business only from 10
A. M, until 4 P, M., with two hours off
for lunch, and ths officern In charge
take thelr own sweet time about every-
thing, belleve me."

Mr. Applegarth said that the cost of
Hving In Parls, edpecially for Americans,
bad risen above the hounds of reason.

‘““Thin Is dus in part, of course, (& con-
gostlon In the city,” he sald, “but the
Amoricans who ars suffering it are them-
#elves largey to bamel for the present
state of affalrs. Every American who
camn over started in to paint the town
In every known hue, spending his monay
with the wild abandon that only an
American ean achleve.

“Bafors they got wise to themnalven
the canny French tradespeople had got
wise to the, with the result that to-day
you pay a stiff monetary penalty for be-
Ing an American in Parls, They see you
coming seven leagues away.”

The Lorraine's salling from Havre was
dalayed ten hours In order that a party
of 340 casual oMcers might return home
aboard her. One of theso officers sald
yenterday that the party had set out
from Bt Algnia to go to Havre, erdina-
rlly an sight hour trip, three days befors
they finally arrivad at their destination.

“We wera routed by way of Tours
Orleans and other points absolutely out

f the line to Havre," sald this oMcer.
"The proceading was uite comparable
to & journey from Phlludelphia to New
York by way of New Orleans. The
French rallway system. ls in so chaotie
a condition that T have no doubt but
that we woull still be trylug to reach
Havre had we not dug down and ralsed
o fund of some 0,000 francs to hbribe
French traln despatchers. Time and
agnin we would be stalled at some way-
side crossing, facing the prospect of
indefinitely waiting for frelght tralnw
to pasa.

“Evary man of us was dead anxioums
to make that boat and we bribed rall-
roed men ashamelesaly. They never
seamed to comprehend our wishes until
wa waved a roll of bank notes under
thelr noses. Then, mirablle dictu, the
freight tralna would be sidetracked and
away we'd go until we got Into some
other train despatcher’s territory, whers
the process would be repeated."”

DISHONEST BANKER
GETS PRISON TERM

Bozzuffi, Who 8windled Little
Italy for Years, Rounded
Up Twice.

OVER 8180,000 VANISHES

Exposure Due to Clever Work
of Miss Rosalie Manning,
Settlement Worker.

Two ur three years ago John BozzuMm
of 334 Eamt Sixty-third strest operated
A private bank In 1149 First avenue.
In the eyes of Littla Italy, he wans
& great and honest banker and to him
went hundreds of Itallan I(mmigrants
with their savings for depoait in the
great man's bank, ana wirth money for
BozzufM to mend overmeas to relatives
in Italy. Severa! hundred thousand
dollarn wers takan Into the bank and
many other thousands were entrusted
to BozzuM to mend abroad

The great banker waxed promperous,
He purchased autotobiles aud becane
the awner of twenty-two lensment
houses, alk Alled with well paying ten
ants.  The profita of his bBank seemed

to ba enormous And than ona day
Mins Rosalle Manning of the Lenox Hil
Settlement. inlking to an Itallan im-
migrant, Iearned that although the grent
banker was kind enough and good
enough to aceap! the money for deposit
there his charity anded,

The bank of BozzufMl pal!d no interast

An she purstied the Investigation that
this rovelation started, Misns Manning
learned kiso that thousands of dollars
that had been glven to BozezuM to send
overseas hnd never reached Italy.

Principal Found to Be Missing.

In 1914 Miss Manning Interested A,
Bertram Samuels, an attorney, In Boz-
xuili's activitles, and Mr. Samuels ime
mediately  started bankruptey proceed-
ing« agalnst the banker., Then It was
found that he had accepted deposits of
$150.000 upon which he pald no inter-
ext, and not only that, but the princlipal
had disuppeared, And later Dominleco
Bruzinl of 213 East Fortyv-elghth street
eomplained that ha had given all hia
savings, $1,800, to Hozzuffi to mend to
ltaly. but that the money had never
reached there.

Then Bozsuff! wans Indicted, the
sprclfie charge baing that he had appro-
priated to his own use ths money turned
over io him by Bruzink On March,
31916, the banker pleaded guilty to at-
tempted grand larceny. But Instend of
pending the man to the penitentiary, the
ecourt put him under a suspended xen-
tence and gave him thres yenrs in which
to make restitution to the men
and women who had charged him with

swindling them. He organized the Bos-
zuffl Realty Comipany, with the spproval
of the United Btates Distriet Court,
which saw in the move an apparent in-
dleation of the banker's willingness to
make good his clients losses,

The company mads money, and for a
little while BorguM ran it as it should
have been run. Then he acquirtd con-
trol of the corporation by exchanging
promissory notes for Inrge blocks of
stock. After that his methods of bumi-
nesa wers such that Attorney Eamueln
and Miss Manning made another Investi.
gatlon.  They found that all
money of the corporation had vanishad,
although Bozsuffl appeared to be prow-
peroun, and he rofused to permit Mr,
Samuels to see the company’s books

Ousted andl Haled te Coart.

Then & new mesting of the board of
directors was held last January and Begp-
ruM was oustad. Hartholomew Brisle of
B15 East Sixty-first sirest was made
preafdent and Misa Manning became soc-
retary and treasurer,

Buch of BousufMl's books and papers
an were avallable were Inspsoted by ex-
parta from the Mayor's Committes on
Tazatlon and It was declded to ngaln
take Hozzuffi before the courts. Yester-
dny before Judge Otto A. Romalsky In
fienernl Benslons the taxation experts
testifiad that Bozzufi, whila under sus-
pended mentence, had violated the Biate
banking Inws by sollotting deposits and
evidence was presented showing that he
had policited business as & notary pub-
e, a steamship sgent and a loan broker,

From the Milltary Intelligence afMida-
vita were obialned showing that Bossuf
had opposed the draft and that he had
trafficked In Liberty bonds. Miss Man-
ning also told the court that the man
had been doing businessa as & notary
publle whila on suspended ssntence.

JTudge Rosalsky learned that In three
years HozsufM had made no restitution
whatever, but apparently had done again
many of the thinga for which he had
boen tried, 8o the court sentenced him
to Hinte prison for not leas than ona
voar and three months and not more
than three years and six months.

PASSAIC TEXTILE
STRIKE NEARS END

Milla Reopen To-day on Basis
of 55 Hours Pay for
48 Hours.

The textlle strike at Passalo which
has been In progress for elght woeks,
18 expected virtually to end to-day when
the milla will apen thelr gates on &
schadule of fifty-five hours pay for a
forty-elght hour weelk,

The strike aiready has been broken
at the plants of the Passaic Cotton
Milla, the Now York Belting and Pack-
ing Company, tha Okonlt Company and
the Dundes Textile Company. These

mills employ about 2,600 man and women |’

and were running at capacity yeosterday.

At the Passale Cotton Mills 150 strik-
ers marched to the gaten yesterday
morning and announead that they weras
willing to accept the forty-elght hour
weak at Afty-four hours pay. which had
bean offerwd by tha management. Only
twelve of the strikers were put to work,
The remainder were pald off and told
that thers were no vacnnoies.

Strike Leaders Discharged.

Beventy-five of the 175 strikern who
returned to the Okonit mill under similar
clrevmstances were taken on Two of
the wirike leaders who applied for re.
enstatement at the New York BHelting
and Packing Company plant yesterday
wera pald off and discharged

With the strike broken In theera four
large estallishments and the return yes-
terday of approximately one-fourth of
the recalcitrant workers to the hand-
kerchief milln, the manufacturers as-
rerted last night that the worst waas over
and that they expected comparatively
iittle difficulty hereafter,

At a meating of the striking woollen
workers yesterday there was a division
of opinlon concerning the wisiom of
returning to wark on the terms offared
by the manufacturers which include
practically everyvthing asked for save
recognition of the unton on a clossd shop
basle.  Two priests, the Rev  Joseph
Marczinko and the Rev. Hmery A
Haltinger, spoke at two meetings of the
strikers, ndvising the workers to return
to-day and leave the question of unlon
recognltion to tha future,

Strike Leader Quits Union,

Frank Terr, chalrman of the strikers
at the Botany Worsted Milir, resigned
from the unlon yestendiy, announcing
that he would have nothing more Lo ao
with the strike. Bimilur aotion was
taken by several of the lesser leaders
and it was notlcenble that most of the
speakers who addressed strike mestinge
had lost much of the fire that previously
had characterized thelr speeches.

Un'on leaders last night-warned thelp
maombers againgl any attempt at vio-
lsnce when the apened to-day.
Tha authorities have promised protection
to all who seek to return to work and
a force of 300 specinl deputies has been
aworn in.@Most of them are discharged
soldiers and rmallors,
