lion. Josethus Daniels described the
Impression made upon Ids lutcllect by
the workmanship of the draft:

The draft of the league Is almost
M simple as one of the parables of
Jcacs; almost as Illuminating and
uplifting. To-da- y a fresh wind blowa
over a world Oiled with noxious
gases."

Contemporaneously, this opinion of
the texture of the draft was expressed
by President Nicholas Murray But-LE-

quite as good a friend of peace as
Josmius and perhaps n little sound-

er If not saner In his mental
processes:

Tt I the draft Is as clumsy a bit
f workmanship, aa the history of In-

ternational agreements affords."

The Secretary of.tbe Nary nnd the
President of Columbia, however, were
perhaps no farther apart than were
President Wilson and Lord Bkyce on
the question of tbe sort of force which
srlll afford tho necessary backing for

'tho undertaking nnd give "teeth" to
the league's constitution- - Mr. Wilson,
In speaking not long ago of "the re-

moval' of obstacles which seemed bl?
nnd have now grown smnll," declared
his faith In the potency of "moral
force" as the supporter of "the active
cooperation of nations In regard to the
establishment nnd maintenance of Jus-
tice." He mid:

'There has already been created a
force, which Is a very formidable
force, which can be rapidly mobilised
and which will be very effective
when mobilised namely, the moral
force of the world."

On tho other hand, Lord Barer,
whose dovotlon to the cause of world
peace may be regarded as equal to
that of Mr. Wilson, and whoso gift
or habit of specific utterance Is cer-
tainly not Inferior lo our President's,
lays down with emphnsls. In n volume
of war time essays and addresses re-

cently publtshed, this principle:
"Fores and nothing- but Force will

restrain those to whom Might is
Rleht"
It Is obviously not moral force. In

tbe sense Intended by President Wil-
son, to which Lord BnvcE refers; but
he apparently refrains from commit-
ting himself to the opinion that tbe
league ought to go nny further In the
application than "to conflne itself to
securing either arbitration, or a period
of time sufficient for Inquiry and con-

ciliation, leaving the disputant par-

ties alone so soon as one or the other
method has been applied."

Perbnps the nearest approach to
unanimity attained by nny opinion

, concerning Mr. Wilson's particular
plan Is reached by that general con-

clusion which Mr. Root put In tills
form: "It has very serious faults,
which may lead to tbe ultlmnto fail-
ure of the whole scheme unless they
nro remedied: nnd some faults which
unnecessarily nnd without nny benefit
whatever to the project tend to em-

barrass and hinder the United States
In giving Its full support to the
scheme."

As
these Judges are elected for a term of
fourteen years and recclvo each a sal-n- o

of $17,000 a year It Is the obvious
duty of Governor Smith, In the event
of this bill passing tho houses of tho
Legislature, to veto It. It would sad-
dle nn expense not only heavy but
needless upon the taxpayers.

ment of $35,000 a year to thc Judges
themselves, the far greater expense
of providing quarters for tho new
Judges nnd surrounding them with
the small nrmy of clerks and attend-
ants which tho machinery of Justice
seems to require.

necessity of-- those proposed Judge-
ships, wo quote from n report made
by the Committee on thc Amendment
of the Law of the Association of the
Bar after this committee had con-

bill was Introduced without the
knowledge or approval of the Judges
of Uio court The committee's In-

Thc Saar Valley.

The demands of France for thc
Saar Valley and Us rich coal mines
are based less upon nn ancient his-

toric title than upon claims for the
damage done by the Germans In their
military occupation of the mineral
districts of northeastern Franco and '

their destruction of the works and
mines of thc region at the time of
their retreat That Franco should
receive rcparntlon for tho loss which
she has sustained Is npparently set-

tled by the Peace Conference ; but the
point upon which that body hus not
yet agreed and which Is making tho
Saar Vnllcy ono of Its most intrlcnto
problems Is shall Franco have her
reparation In a mere temporary or
In a permanent occupation of this
German territory.

Tho Saar Valley Is one of the rich-
est conl regions of western Europe.
Tho Germans In Hie past half cen-

tury hnve developed It to tho highest
point of productiveness and liavo
taken from the region nbout 15,000,.
000 tons of coal annually. This Is the
fuel thnt has fed tho furnaces of the
Ithlnelnnd and which has been a
strong factor In the great Industrial j

development of the Rhine towns nnd
cities. The ease with which this fuel
has been obtained furnishes an expla-natio- n

of tho restorntlnn of tho man-
ufactories of the Rhine to an activity
thnt lias called forth so many Com-

parisons with the devastated regions
of the once, prosperous Industrial dis-
trict of northeastern Frnnce.

lho IrcncU coal district, willed bo-
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In the region, of which
Lens wns the centre. In tho. early
advance of the Oerman nrmy this
region wns occupied. Tho mines wero
worked by tho Invadors and tno manu-

factories which could not be turned
to their advantage wero stripped of
machinery or destroyed. In tho dev-

astation preceding the German retire-
ment tho mines were flooded, their
'Shafts and works wrecked. The dam-nge- s

wero such, French nnd American
engineers reported, that It will take
many years to repair. The loss of
these mines fell especially heavy upon
France, for they represented almost
tho only productive coal fields of
tho nation.

The region In dlsputo lies outside
of the province of Lorraine; It Is,
perhaps, peopled largely by Germans,
It Is for this reason that Li.oYn
Geoimie, according t,o n statement nt- -

The French Foreign Office declares

that Clemenceau will Insist upon the
territory In dispute, and although he
has not definitely 'itated his position
tho belief that lie will not depart
from this contention has had tho ef-

fect of strengthening his position ns
Premier. France has unquestionably
set her mind upon the acquisition of
the Sanr Valley, and she has made It
one of her strongest points of con-

tention. While she may not add this
coveted region to French territory,
It appears evident that she will at
fcngt ,lnvo Ug US(J unt fn nmen(ls
have been made for her own great
Industrial losses.
