LORRAINE BARRIER

TO GERMAN ART

Mnrcol Knccht Tolls How
Province Resisted Teu-

tonic Influence.

IS QUEST OP ARCHITECTS

Urges Exhibition of Crafts-

men's Handiwork Ho Olvon

in Now York.

The Province of Lorraine not only
formed ab arrier protecting France from
the ambition of Germany, but also from
German art Marcel Knecht chief ot the
Bureau of Public Information of the
French Government, declared last night
at a dinner given In his honor by the
Architectural League of New Tork In
Z1E West Fifty-sevent- h street

Mr. Knecht who Is from Lorraine,
said that he had noticed two years be-
fore the war the efforts of Germany by
Insidious propaganda to prepare the way
for conquest by endeavoring to win over
the artists of the school of Nancy to the
art of the school of Munich. One repre-
sentative of the German school, al-
though a Frenchman himself, later at-
tempted during the war to spread fur-
ther propaganda through a newspaper.
Mr. Knecht pointed out the close connec-
tion between the natural resources of
Lorraine and the art of the province.

"The artificiality ot large cities has
never existed In that part of France
where the true Inspiration of nature, of
picturesque scenery, was the only guide
of the famous artists who constitute the
well known school of Nancy,' he said.
"Another feature of these artistic Indus-
tries, which also Include laces and em-
broideries. Is that many cities where
these Industries originated have been
devastated during the war and even
under the shells ot tho enemy these in-

dustries continued.
"France needs to be protected not

orly against German art but even now
against German ambition. Some peo-
ple believe that the revolution has pac-
ified the German spirit ot dominion, but
there still exists danger In this quarter."

The love of decorated art Is greater
In Lorraine than In any other part of
France, M. Knecht said. The artists
of Lorraine have produced fsr rreater
results In this sphere than In that of
painting- or sculpture. Throughout the
German encroachment the art of Ger-
many was resisted by all these crafts-
men. In Lorraine art and industry have
come Into close touch. Successful efforts
have been made to give to some of the
Industries concerned with small things
an artistic finish. This Is particularly
true of furniture and printing.

M. Knecht urged an exhibition ot
Lorraine decorative art In New Tork.
The United States has almost overlooked
the art of Lorraine, Its fine glassworlt,
embroideries, laces, furniture and printi-
ng-, he said, but needed only to see It
to appreciate Its value.

Capt. Pierre Le Bourreols of the
French army also spoke of the art of
Lorraine. II. Van Buren Magonlgle,
president of the league, presided.
