Mme. Harris's delivery showed In-
telligence and artistic sensibility while
her style was better suited to modern
songs than to old alra. Her voice had
ufnclent power for the demands of song

recital but In quality It left something
to be desired. Her technic was not
always sure. Her low tones, especially,
were often veiled, though In' tho upper
middle register when (die sang forto
they were much more freq and agree-
able to hear.

She was particularly happy in such
songs as Tschalko'wsky's "Since I am
Once More Alone," and Dvorak's "A
Broken Heart," which she sang with
admirable ta?te and fine feeling.

In a French group. Isidore L.uckstone'3
song, "Que Je T'Oublle," was well sung
and had to be repeated. Mr. Luckstone
assisted the singer by playing tho piano
accompaniments.

In the evening Augusta Tollefson.
pianist, and Michel Penha, cellist, gave
a sonata recital. The programme com-
prised three sonatas, Beethoven's, opus
102, No. 1, Brahros's, opus 93 and Orn-steln-

opus 63.
The performance of the two players

was smooth, conventional and unin
spiring,
