SIR WM. CROOKES

IS DEAD IN LONDON

Noted Scientist "Who Paved

Way for Boontgon'fl X-E- ay

Discdvorios "Was 86.

London. April 5. Sir Wtmam Crooks,
famous scientist, died here yesterday.

He wm lri. his eighty-sevent- h year.

By perfecting the mercury air- - pump
Sir William then plain Prot William

To Crooke'a reasearohss the gdentino
world owes the elecUonlo theory Involv-

ing radiant matter. The scope of his
activities Is also Indicated by hla author-
ship of a book on the physical phenom-
ena of spiritualism and hts having been
an authority on such diverse subject as
precious stones, especially diamonds, ana
city 'sewage disposal.

He was born In London June 17, lssi.
and studied at the Royal College of
Chemistry, where he became on assist-
ant in 1S51 to Prof. A W. von Hof-man- n.

Three years later he became
superintendent of the. meteorological de-

partment of the Radcllffe ObMrvatory,
Oxford i he founded the Cftemieal News
in X8S and in 184 also became editor
of the Quarterly Journal of flelsnos.

In 1881, while spectoscoplcally exam-
ining tho Tesidue left In the manufacture
of sulphurlo acid, he discovered a bright
green line, and by following this indica-
tion Isolated a new metal thallium.
While Investigating the metal and its
properties he found that u appearru
heavier when hot than when cold. He
called this phenomenon "repulsion from
radiation," and expressed his discovery
In the statement that In a. vacuum a
body tends to move away from another
body hotter than Itself. In 1885 he
dlscoverd the sodium amalgamation
process for' separating silver and gold
from their ores. Later he developed the
otheoscope, a greatly Improved form of
radiometer.

In 1866, when England was excited by
the spread of a cattle plague, Crookes
was appointed by the Government to re-

port on the application of disinfectants
In arresting the spread of tho disease. In
1871-'h- went to Oran as a member of a
British expedition to istudy a total eclipse
of the sun. He read his first psper on
"Repulsion Resulting from Radiation"
before the Royal Society December 11,
1873.

For several years thereafter he was a
student of Spiritualism. He put his ob-

servations Into a book, and for the first
time the sclentlflo world paid no atten-
tion to his writings. Meanwhile he con-

tinued his other experiments, and In 1877
reported that he had obtained a vacuum
so nearly perfect that the pressure In It
was only four-tent- of a millionth part
of one atmosphere. Ho round that in
such an airless space gases pass Into an
ultra-gaseo- state and form radiant
matter.

The .Royal Society gave him & medal
in 1875 for services to science In the
fields of chemistry and physios, and two
years later made him a member of the
Council and appointed him Bakertan lec-
turer. In,.188Q the French Academy of
Sciences gave him the extraordinary
prise of 3.000 francs and a gold medal.
After 1S83 ho derated much time to the
nature and constitution of rare earths,
and among hie manv discoveries was
that of a new merrroer, montum or

He was knighted in 1S97.
In 1858 he opened o new field for

chemical eirplpratlon by showing that

some way must be found of artificially
fixing the nitrogen In tho otr In order to
obtain sufficient fertilizer for' the world's
frheat crop. In his work with precious
stones he suocecded lrr making artifi-
cially some tiny diamonds. When ra-
dium was discovered he Invented the
spinthariscope, i whereby. the eiTocts of a
trace of radium salts are manifested.. He
wrote or edited books on chemistry, in-
cluding "Standard 'Methods of Chemical
Analysis." He was nresldent of the
Chemical Society and of the Institution
or uiectncai engineers and was nonorea
by many other societies and 'by. univer
sities.

He married in lftKff Ellen Humphrey.
daughter of W. Humphrey. Sho died In
1316. lie is survived by tour sons and o
daughter.

At the time of his golden wedding
celebration In l08r6lr William was ac-
claimed as the greatest living chemist
There was devised for him a coat of
arms including representations of the
radiometer and spectrum prisms. In
1904 he went all the way to South Africa
to deliver a lecture on diamonds, and so
great was the demand for seats that 425
was eagerly paid, and the lecture had to
be repeated. For the first time the lis-
teners saw a diamond changed to graph-
ite at a great beat Last' year a caller
at the home of the scientist In Kensing-
ton Park Gardens reported:

"I found him sitting In an easy chair
before the fire smoking a cigarette,
which some authorities' assert Is the
most deleterious form of tobacco and
most surely shortens life.
