Figures rarely fall to persuade, al
though the old adage about their In
variable truthfulness has been doubted
by the. paradoxtats. In this case they
must be accepted as proving the remark-
able vlta)tty of the fund organised and
carried on for the' benefit of the Ameri
can soldier. abroad. And If at first
though a narrow one. It seemed to the
contributors to this fund that Its pur-po-se

was accomplished with the sign
ing or tne armistice between tne central
Powers and the Allies, the second
thought was that the soldiers In the
American Army ot Occupation as well
as the "American soldiers In French hos-
pitals and billeted In French towns and
villages near the frontier needed to
bacco even more during the time of
reconstruction and cessation of hostili-
ties than they had done when they were
actively engaged In' battle.

The Sun Tobacco Fund Is not yet

listed men from the various camps
come to the fund office In 1917 and
turn In their donations to the smokes
for soldiers while they remarked:

. "In a month or so we shall be over
there ourselves and In need of smokes;
then If Tits Sun gives us tobacco ws
shall feel as If we deserved It In a
maesurc."

While the callers of The Sun To-
bacco Fund In those early days were
mainly from near by camps either on
Long Island or In New Jersey they
were not limited to these camps but sol-
diers from distant parts of the country
who were waiting at a near by

port and at Ellis Island, any-
where In fact, within visiting distance,
came to give their "bit" to swell the
fund.

Thus a good many personal acquaint-
ances were made and It Is pleasant to
find these have endured through all that
has happened since they left here un-

tried warriors, not yet having received
their baptism of battle As they come
In now to say what they feel towards
The Sun Tobacco Fund, that organisa-
tion is amply repaid for all Its labors
by their sincere gratitude.

A number of the fund's contributors
will have this pleasure for the thankful
soldiers In many Instances have saved
in memory the names and addresses of
donors and announced their purpose of
making a personal, call upon them.

106th Infantry were, as the dally read-
ers ofthe chronicle of the fund will re-
member, pretty close to this fund. Its
inurlclans, band, double quartet, &c, ap-

peared at many of the fund benefits
while they were at Upton and there was

n exchange of courtesies all the time
polng on between this company and the
fund.

A very successful benefit was given
by the friends of this regiment for the
benefit of the fund, which ranks among
the best of the large public affairs car-
ried on for It. This was the theatrical
entertainment given In The Hronx by
the members of the Eighth Coast Artillery
when the Seventy-sevent- h had been
abroad more than a year. And this Is
but one proof of the continued Interest
taken in the emoke cause by that divis-
ion and Its backers.
Seventy-sevent- h Hoys Send Cards.

Utcently many cards have been re-

ceived from the boys of the Seventy-sevent- h,

and that particular company,
the Headquarters Company of the 306th,
have been almost dalfy correspondents.
These boys write that In their eleven
months of soldiering they think they
have learned more of life In foreign
countrUs than the ordlwy tourUt could

accomplish .In years of sojourn. For they
have IHed with the people and absorbed
their point of view of llfo which Uiey can
now compare with our own.

This experience has been broadening
and its effects will be felt here after
their return. Men can live in New
lork, big and various as It Is. and still
Je narrow In thought as If they lived
in a email provincial town; they can't
travel ooout as tne soldiers have done,
ouietcd with the natives of a country
and not acquire a broader view and a
deeper charity. The soldiers of this di-
vision, when they send A letter back to
Tub Bun Tobacco Fund to thank It for
tobacco gifts, rarely fall to say that they

B. W. Bloomlngdale of the tunnel com.
mission promised that ths plans sub
mitted to It with the detailed estimates
of cost would be sent to him at one.

Representatives of large commercial
and real estate Interests spoke earnestly
In favor of the bllL All opponents, with
the exception of the representatives of
one small taxpayers' association camewuna, mey were led by Borough
ioaioeni vonnoiiy, who denied theoharge that they were Influenced br pro-
vincialism and a fear that the tunnelwould develop New Jersey at the ex--
v.um oi viueens.

HYLAN'S SINCERITY

Alderman in Statement Slaps
at "Certain Newspapers."
"Mayor Hylan's letter to the Board of

Aldermen, suggesting that an ordinance
be passed preventing meetings of aliens
and meetings where a foreign language
tongue Is spoken seems rather grotesque
coming from him," declared Alderman
William F, Qulnn Jn a statement yester-
day. "Personally I would bo glad to
vote for an ordinance of this kind, If I
thought it necessary, but to test the sin-
cerity of Mr. Hylan I would have a
provision Incorporated in it that would
take caro of certain newspapers that
have preached more sedition than all the
Individuals Mayor dlylan refers to."

The Alderman suggested the possi-
bility that the Mayor had been deserted
by some of his former supporters and
was groping around for new support.

"How funny It must appear," he said,
"to those who remember how (Hlzzoner
covertly flirted with every foreign ele-

ment when he was seeking to be elected.
But now when he begins to realize that
he Is to be only a 'one term' Mayor
and fortunate If he hangs on that long,
as his own' party may llnd it expedient
to Sulzerlze him before he entirely oblit-
erates them from the political map he
suddenly becomes very patriotic and
wants to muzzle his former ardent sup-
porters with an ordinance, preventing
their gathering or the speaking of their
native tongue."

'PORT AUTHORITY'

IS DELAYED YEAR

Board of Estimate's Opposition
Causes Postponement

Unto 1920.

Definite action on the proposed treaty
between the States of Nenr Tork and
New; Jersey creating a "port authority"
for ths development of the harbor and
terminal facilities of the port of New
York; has been postponed until 1920. This
action was taken yesterday" at a confer-
ence ot the legislative commissions- - of
the two States held In the Chamber of
Commerce.

This was In view of the attitude of
the Board of Estimate of thl City of
New York, whloh declined to approve
the treaty until It had seen a comprehen-
sive plan.' It la said it will take a year
and a half to complete such a plan, but
It Is hoped that It may be In such shape
before the end of the next legislative
session that the city authorities can see
their' way clear to approving the treaty.

This resolution. Introduced by Julius
Henry Cohen, counsel for the New York,
New Jersey Port and Harbor Develop-
ment Commission, was adopted without
dissent after thorough discussion:

"That to the end that a compact be-

tween the two States may be submitted
to the next Legislature of each State.
amended in the ' light of tug&stlops
mad and to bjjasHe preimt' con-
ference be continued and the legislative
subcommlttee of each State be In.
strutted, and directed to confer with the
NeW'Tork. New Jersey Port and Harbor
Development Commission mil its counsel
and present at an adjourned mejtlng of
this conference a revision of tho present
revised draft of the proposiul compact,
which shall take nccount ot all the sug-
gestions that have thus far been made
or may hereafter be made."

In the absence of Governor Smith, who
was holding a hearing on the proposed
vehicular tunnel In City Hall, Lieut. --

Gov. Walker headed the New York Leg-
islative Commission. Others present
were Senator J. Henry Walters, presi-
dent pre tern, of the Senate; Senator
Foley, Assemblyman Donohue and As-
semblyman Adler.

New Jersey was represented by Gov-
ernor JEdge. William N. Runyon and Ar-
thur H. Whitney, Senators, and Arthur
N. Plerson and Hugh C. Barrett Assem-
blymen. Representing the commission
of the two States were William R. Wlll-co- x,

chairman ; J. Spencer Smith, Dewltt
Van Buaklrk, Arthur C. James, Frank It
Ford and B. F. Cresson, consulting en-

gineer.
Among the others present were Dock

Commissioner Hulbert. Colonel Henry
Hodge, formerly Publlo Servico Commis-
sioner; George W. Wlckersham of the
Chamber of Commerce; Frederick

of the Merchants'' Association ;

Richard Harrison, secretary of the City
Club, and Leonard M. Wallsteln, of the
Citizens' Union.

Governor Edge for New Jersey and
Senator Walters for New Tork assured
the conference that .the State commis
sions would be continued with proper
funds to carry on their work until next
yesr. The Governor of New Jersey re-

gretted that It had been found neces-
sary to delay the project He said that
New Jersey would continue Improve,
ments to Its water front without how-eve- r.

Interfering In any way with the
plans of the commission.

MUST FILE BATE SCHEDULES.

P. 8 C. Makes Itnle for Gas and
Electric Companies.

Because of trouble that has been ex- -
j pertenced lit many cases In getting gas
and electrlo companies to extend their
mains or conduits to meet a definite
demand and the Inck of uniformity In
the terms Imposed for such service, when
given, the Public, Service Commission
has Issued an order directing such com-
panies to file with It a schedule of the
terms and conditions under which they
will make extensions to streets and com-
munities where such facilities do not
exist

It Is hoped that a uniform standard
of practice and rates can be worked out.
Under the law the Puhllc Service Com-
mission may order extensions within 100
feet of existing llnee.

COLUMBIA GETS ARTILLERY.

Will t'e Ilovrltsprs In Permanent
military Course.

Columbia University In peace will
train men for war. The university has
Inaugurated a permanent system of mili-
tary Instruction and will use a large
quantity of military equipment Including
a battery of 6 Inch guns and 8 Inch
howitzers of the type used by the Ameri-
can Expeditionary Force. The announce-
ment was made yesterday following a
conference between university officials
and officers of the General Staff of the
army.
