ZONE SYSTEM PLANNED

Bic: Cities Are to Bo Watched
With Most Caro After Pro-

hibition Gomes.

Washington, April 9. Thre thou- -

sand Internal rerenuo agents working In
specially arrinsM, xonei throughout the
United States will enforc prohibition
after July 1. according to plans an.
nounced to-d- by the Revenub Bureau.

Nearly '800 Inspectors will bo added
(o the forco of J.2SJ revenue agents al
ready available for police regulations.
and the enforcement machinery will be
In working order before the date when
absolute prohibition becomes effective.
' This forco of special agents will be
distributed In districts where revenue
officials look for most persistent efforts
to mako whiskey Illegally. In addition
the revenue authorities plan to cooper-
ate with local Dollce and to leave the
greater part of tho enforcement work
to these authorities in localities wnere
the police appear efficient.

Although the manufacture of liquor
lor personal use will be equally Illegal
with the production for sale, revenue
agents are expected to devote most of
their time to the commercial traffic.
"One chief Inspector will

to each sone, with as many assistants
as the character of the territory Jnai
cates necessary. The men will be espe-
cially trained In detection work, most
having served In that capacity for
many years. Although liquor violations
have . been found by revenue agenU
mainly among moonshiners of Southern
mountain prohibition Is expected to
stimulate Illicit distillation enormously
In cities where tho demand will be most
constant and consequently where greater
profits from the occupation can
reaDed.

One aspect of liquor law violations has
grown out of the hundreds of recipes for
home manufacture of beer, ale, wlnea
and distilled liquors now being circu
lated In all Darts of the country. It was
explained to-d- ay that to make liquor
according to these recipes will constitute
clear violations of the law, although It
was admitted It 'would be difficult to
prevent the manufacture In most oases.

Private stills can be acquired legally
only by registration with the revenue
collector of the district. Manufacturers
of stills are under strict regulation of
the revenue bureau, being required to
pay B0 a year license fee for doing
business, and to pay a specific tax of 20
on each still or worm sold.

Many reports of the manufacture of
"family stills" on a large scale and their
sale at low prices have reached the rev-

enue bureau, but havo proved false In
most cases.

By a careful system of admlntntra-tlv- e

regulations tho bureau plans to
make It'dimcult for the use of flavor-
ing extracts, perfumes, toilet prepara-
tions and other articles containing

for beveragn purposes. Medi-

cines containing alcohol already must
hare a composition to make It physi-
cally lmpotslble to take quantities as a
beverage without causing' Illness.

,IiACKAWANNA STEEL REPORT.

Net Drops More Than 91,000,000
In First Qnnrter of 1010.

A decline of more than 11,000.000 In
net earnings for the flret quarter of
1919, compared with tho same period of
last year, Is disclosed by the report of
the Lackawanna Steel Company and e

covering the first three months
of the year published yesterday. The re-

port shows net earnings, after all tax
provision and other expenses and
charges, to have been 1.9 9 7.9 91, against
net earnings of JS. 040, 521 for the first
quarter of 19t8. The 1919 figures show
earnings of 13.76 per cent, on the out-
standing capital stock of the company.
The earnings for the corresponding
period of 191S represented 25.96 per
cent on the stock.

A big cut In unfilled orders on hand Is
shown In comparison with, a year ago,
tho total this year being 124,670 gross
tons, ngalnst 708,199 gross tons at the
end of March, 1918. Further charges for
Interest on bonds and other obligations
aggregating 1272,325 and another deduc-
tion of $318,667 for depredation, &c.
brought the surplus for the last quarter
down to 81,207,109, against 82,277,280
twelve months ago.

HAMILTON ASSAILS
STATE'S DRUG LAWS

Raids Hit Traffic, but New
Statutes Are Needed.

Dr. James A. Hamilton, Commissioner
of Correction, Issued a statement yes-

terday commending the work of Inter-
nal revenue agents and detectives In
rounding up tlx physicians, four drug,
gluts and 100 addicts in a raid under
the Harrison act.

"It will help break up the Illegal
trlfflc In opium, morphine and cocaine,"
he said. "The commercial doctor has
been reaping a rich harvest at the ex-

pense of the bodies and souls of his
victims."

Dr. Hamilton recited some Instances
of drug addiction that have come to his
attention In city prisons and institutions.
and said:

"Every mother muet appreciate the
feelings of a parent whoso Bon Is

Every parent should take an
Interest In tho suppression of drug ad-

diction. There should bo Institutional
treatment plus Institutional after care
and added to this a system of probatjon
for drug addict.

"This can never be accomplished under
the present law by the State Narcotic
Commission. The problem must bo
solved by the Board of Health. Stations
should be established wnere the drug
addict may come for treatment and thus
do away with Uio commercial doctor."

Hitter Against Moskr.
The Independents, who say that Min-

ister Noske is worso than the Kaiser
over was, reiterate their charges that
ho is seeking to provoke street fight-
ing to excuso a ruthless offensive. It
is estimated that there are 30,000
troops in Berlin and many more at
strategical points outside, with trains
held In readiness to rush them Into
tho city If necessary.

There is much difference of opinion
as to what aro necessary measures
and as to what extent of force should
be employed. As one official of the
Government said: "If we put down
the disorder with the fofco and firm-
ness that aro .necessary the newspa-
pers of the Allies charge us with ruth-lessne- ss

and a renewal of militarism.
If wo do not put It down promptly we
are accused of croqueting with Bolshe
vism and using it against tho Allies.

"If we bould succeed In suppressing
the trouble, restoring order and main-
taining a bulwark against the Red
delugo tho German people would feel
that it was not worth the necessary
sacrifice, as tho Allies would not rec-
ognise or appreciate tho spirit in
which it was done, but would regard
the restoration of public order only as
an opportunity to get more out of us."

As Indicated in previous despatches
to Tub Sun perhaps tho most danger-
ous factor in the situation is the feel-

ing, which Is growing In circles where
It was least suspected, that Bolshe
vism Is Inevitable, therefore "Why try
to stem it? Since It will come any-
how, better go with It."

Only a quick peace, by which the
Germans will know what is expected,
removing tho suspense, anxiety and
uncertainty which Is destroying what
little Is felt of German nerves, can
counteract this feeling. Tho situation
Is such that anything may happen,
but no Important clash Is probable
unUl an attempt Is rriado to oust the
Soviet Government In Bavaria.

Hpenal Dnpatch to Tni Bzs.
Washington, April 9. Another show-

down on trie question of steel' prices
agreed on by the Industrial Board of the
Department at Commerce la coming to-

morrow. It was learned on good au-

thority to-d- that the steel schedule
will have to be revised or abandoned so
far as Government purchases are con-

cerned before Director-Gener- Hlnes of
the Railroad Administration and the In-

dustrial board can get together.
The Director-Gener- al and Chairman

Peek of the board will confer again to
morrow, and It Is said an agreement Is
expected. There were indications that a
publlo announcement would bo made fol-

lowing the meeting.
There is evidence that Director-Gener- al

Hlnes has not changed his view that
the prices agreed upon by the board are
too high and that tho so on rails are
"out ot line" with other prices.

It was learned authoritatively that the
Railroad Administration had not com-
mitted Itself to an acceptance of lower
prices reached In the same manner as
were the present prices, or to the ac-
ceptance of prices reached on a different
basis.

The Railroad Administration will not
agree In advance to accept prices
reached by any process of negotiation.
It will be bound by the schedule only If
the prices given are acceptable In them-
selves.

It was stated to-d- that the Rail-
road Administration was not objoctlng
and would not object to any action taken
by the Industrial Board. It refused to
accept the prices previously reached by
the board becauso the prices were not
satisfactory. It Is known that Director-Gener- al

Hlnes objects to all of the
prices named that affect railroad pur-
chasing and that his contention with the
Industrial Board Is not over prices for
rails alone.

Federal Trade Commission cost of pro-
duction figures aro In the possession of
the Industrial Board and It Is said they
support the prices previously agreed on.
The Railroad Administration takes the
view, however, that production costs
are lower

There aro Indications that the Indus-
trial Board in tho near future will leave
competltlvo business conditions to settle
the question of prices on practically all
basic materials. Many officials see at
the present time a distinct downward
trend of prices under competition for
business, and they anticipate an early
natural price readjustment that will
carry forward the' Ideas that prompted
organisation ot the Industrial Board.
With conditions taking caro of them-
selves there will be no necessity for
mediation by the board to hasten read- -
