BARON ROSEN SEES

A HOPE FOR RUSSIA

Relieves Admiral Koltchak or
Some Other Dictator "Will

Defeat Rolshcvism.

A spokesman for the old regime of
Russia, Bnrou Roman Rosen, formerly
Ambassador to the United States and
one of the Ministers to the Russo-Japane- se

peace conference at Portsmouth,
said in an address to tho Brooklyn
Chamber of Commerce yesterday after-
noon that there is no hope in Bolshe-
vism. He cnn see no possibility .of Rus-
sia regaining her poise as a world power
until n new dictator appears who can
command the respect of other nations.
He Is hopeful that Admiral Koltchak,
commander In Siberia, la tho man.

"Russia as a political entity tempo-
rarily has ceased to exist," he said.
"There Is at present no political party
or body of men which could bo held to
be entitled to enter upon international
engagements In the name of Russia.
least of all Uiat small group of de-

mented fanatics with their following of
tnurdTous bandits who have usurped
power by violence and who have turned
what was once tho empire of Russia
Into wilderness of primitive barbarism."

Thn revolution of March, 1917, wat.
otised. he said, by the weariness of
the pcoplo of the war and not by the
leaders of the Duma. Bolshevism had
promised peace and that was tho goal
sought. Baron Rosen warned the ruling
clast.es of nil belligerent countries to
beware of the "deadly poison of Bolshe-
vism," which ruined Russia, first and
now hnd defeated Germany.

"If Bolshevism be not now extirpated
root and branch, and If It be suffered
to spread any further It ultimately
might come to monn the doom of our
raco and cvllllzatlon," ald Baron Rosen.
"No ono can tell when arid how the timo
will. come when the world will again be.
hold dtussla reconstituted and able to
resume her place In the family of
nations. For the present tho only glim-
mer of hojie seems to lie In the evolution
of a military dictatorship, such as must
always bo the outcome of a prolonged
state of nnarchy. Some Indications of
a similar development already are dis
cernible."

Carl W. Ackerman made a brief
speech stating that the allied and Ameri
can troops In Russia had made no effort
to check Bolshevism.
