
ROOSEVELT FLIES

IN Ota PLANE

Acting Secretary Takes Trip
. In Machine That Will At-

tempt to Cross.

TIME FOR ST A TIT NBAll

Naval Men Doubt if. English
Aviators Will Succeed In

Small Craft.

Franklin X). Itoosevelt, Assistant Sec-

retary and acting boss of the Navy De-

partment while his chief Is In Europe,
tore a large rip In the veil of secrecy
which hitherto has surrounded the plans
of the navy to fly across the Atlantic
when ho sold yesterday Just before hop-- .
Ipng into the NC-- 3 for a trial flight at

ITtockaway that the navy has not yet de-

cided which route It will take In making
the Jump. The starting time can still
be dscrlbed only as "soon" around the
first of the month, probably, s.

Newfoundland undoubtedly will be the
"Jumping off place from the American
'continent, but whether the flying toat or
boats head for Ireland, or for the Azores,
nearer by Beveral hundred miles than the
British Isles, Is a matter which has not
been decided, and which will not be de-

cided, according; to tUe Secretary, until
the planes arrive at Vowfoundland and
weather conditions aro considered care-
fully.

The preparations at Rockaway are"
proceeding at a steady arid rapid but by
no means breakneck pace. The men who
are planning and the men who will carry
ou the flight were not In the least dis-
turbed yesterday by the news from
.Newfoundland that two British co-

ntestants are on the verge of taking on.
They are greatly Interested In the pro-
pped exploits of Harry Hawker and of
Capt. K. P. Ilaynham In attempting the
long "hop" In blplaces with only one
engine, but frankly do not believe the
British flyers can make it. Whether they
do or not will not interfere with the

, naval plans, for a. United States flying
boat Is going to come planing down Into
European waters shortly no matter what
happens.

HAWKER'S FLIGHT

IS HALTED AGAIN

on the aviation field last Saturday there
hu been no letup In the work of getting
It ready. Major Morgan was on the
ground all day to-d- desplto tho rain
and the fog and discontinued work only
when darkness prevented further pro-
gress. A few men continued work
through the night moving supplies Into
the field In order to facilitate

tasks. A huge tent was erected
over the machine to shelter It while It
was being assembled, Instead of delay-
ing to erect a hangar. This put them at
least twenty-fou- r hours ahead in their
work.

There U no indication of a
change In the weather. There Is an
easterly wind and a dence fog. with
occasional rain. The outlook for the
Sopwlth to start Is not at
all encouraging, and every Indication
now Is that Hawker and Morgan will
get away Both machines are
about equal In speed, but the Martyn-sid- e

will have the advantage In weight.
When leaving the field this machine will
weigh about 5,000 pounds, while the
Sopwlth will weigh around 6,000
pounds. Many aviators express the
opinion that the lighter machines will
have a much better chance of making
the trip successfully than the heavier
ones, as they are ns a rule speedier
and thus have a much better chance
of avoiding weather complications which
may wreck a plane within sight of land.

RIVALRY IS KEEN TO
GET FIRST START

Hawker Ready to Take
Chances to Beat Ilaynham.
St. John's, N. P.. April 13. As the

rivalry between the two competing
camps of aviators who are to try the
fllgrht across the Atlantic increases,
there are Indications that Harry G.
Hawker and his navigator. Commander
ilacltencle, It. A., aro ready to sacrifice
every possible safeguard to the soortinir
desire of "getting the Jump on the other
fellow."

Despite rains overnight, continuing
Into morning. Hawker prepared to begin
the flight as soon as the fog lifted meas-
urably. Scowling at the murky clouds
being blown over the harbor on liirht
winus, ne ordered Ills plane made ready
tor nignt, wnue i ommander Grieve sat
Judge on weather reports which came by
telegraph and radio from along the coast
and far out at sea.

After several postponements
plans were finally abandoned when
Grieve decided that the weather, with.
tne Hazards winch ordinarily must be
encountered, was too Inauspicious for the
attempt.

One reason for the spring fogs Is
the effect of tho Gulf Stream on the
Icebergs lurching down the coast from
Labrador. An Iceberg rising twenty-fiv- e

feet above the surface floated t the
entrance to the harbor, but further out-
side the usual Iceberg trail was reported
relatively clear. At dusk fog hid from
view the harbor mouth.

The rival airmen had an opportunity
to Judge preparallonn made for the flight
by each other. Hawker y returned
a call niado yesterday nt his airdrome
on Mount Pearl plateau by Raynham.
who has erected a canvas hangar In "a
field at Quldlvldl. It was surmised that
this call wa responsible for the an
nouncement from Hawker's camp that he
would essay the 1.900 mile flight to
Great Britain with tho first clearing of
the weather and even a negative wind.
Rain. It waa said, would not be so much
a deterrent, as the motors were adequate
ly housed.

Radio Plnns Abandoned.
To save time and weight Hawker has

abandoned plans for perfecting his wire-
less equipment nnd his navigator will
not have available wireless directional
devices which It was expected would be
Installed. Instead, Commander Grieve
will have to determine his position by
occasional wireless messages sent out
by vessels met In crossing.

Hawker's delay nas given added Im-
petus to Raynham'a mechanics, who are
working night and day on tho task of
assembling their Martlnsyde. Because
of hills and valleys the contour of New-
foundland offers no large level neldn for
a take off, and for this reason Raynham
selected the site for his "airdrome" In n
field by the roadside. When he "hops
off" It will be from this road.

When Hawker arrived at Quldlvldl he
found there, besides Capt Hnynham.
the latter's assistant pilot ami naviga-
tor, Major C. W. Morgan, a Ilritlsh vet-
eran of the war who lost a log In notion.

Hawker found his rival's fusllage as-
sembled. One set of wings was ready
for adjustment, the other still was In
Its crate. At no time did Hawker or
Raynham discuss the other's chances of
being first o cross the Atlantic by nlr.
but each confined his conversation to a
technical discussion of the machines.

Thli discussion brought out a com-
parison of the machines and tho devices
on which the rival aviators are relying
In case they are forced to plunge into
the sea.

Hawker's Sopwlth carries In its fusil,
age a miniature boat which tests are
said to liave shown cannot be capsized
by the united efforts of two men. In
this boat have been stored emenrencv
rations and Hawker and Grieve have
expressed confidence that In caso of be-
ing forced to abandon their plane they
will be able to float around for several
hours In relative safety waiting for as-
sistance,

J.neka Itoat Equipment.
Raynham nnd his war scsrred com-

panion, on the other hand, have no such
devices and In caso of mishap will be
forced to rely solely on clothing drslgned
to make It Impossible for them to sink,

Nor has the Martlnsyde a device for
cutting looso tho heavy undercarriage
and landing gear. If It is found that this
hampers flight by weight and wind re-
sistance. On the other hand, It Is said,
If Raynham succeeds In crossing the
ocer.n hi will have n better chance of
landing his machine whole than Hawker
who, If he drops his landing (ear out at

Specifications of the two machines nlso

were brought out In the aviator's chat.
Hawker's Sopwlth has n wing spread

of 46 feet, 6 Inches and Is !l feet In
length from radiator to rudder. It has
n Rolls-Royc- e fnglne of .175 horse power,
which turns tho crankshaft t.SOO revolu-
tions n minute, although this has been
geared down to 1,281 revolutions of the
four bladed propeller.

The Martlnsyde which Raynham will
fly also Is of British manufacture, meas-
uring less than 40 feet. across nnd about
27 feet In length. It also Is equipped
with n Rolls-Royc- e engine, which, how-
ever. Is of 350 horse power and rated at
10 to 12 miles nn hour slower than Haw-
ker's.

It Is probable, In view of the fact
Hawker haa not perfected his wireless
apparatus that he soon will raoe out of
communication distance with this con-
tinent and will not be able to pick up
land stations on the other side until lis
nears the end of his flight. Meanwhile
he will have to depend chiefly on passing
craft, which have been asked to send out
messages giving their posltloa

In view of this fact, the threatened
strike next Wednesday of wireless opera
tors on mercantile vessels.- - reported to
night In a despatch from London, may
render ma trip tne more hazardous, un
less ha is able to ''hop off" before the
strike, If It Is called, becomes effective

'AGREE ON AERIAL RULES.

International Convention Is For
mulated In Paris.

Paris, April 13. The proposed con
ventlon regarding international aerial
navigation has been completed by the
Judicial and military of
the Aeronautic Commission of the Peace
Conference, on which Brlg.-Ge- Ben-
jamin D. Foulole, Major Pollock and
Capt Bacon represent the United States,

The convention Is composed of forty- -

one articles, which establish an Inter-
national agreement on sovereignty of the
air, provrde for the concession of Inof-
fensive voyages between the contracting
states and deal with forbidden zones and
also International aerial routes.

An International commission on aerial
navigation lis be formed. Its dutv
will be the gathering and disseminating
or meteorological and
medical Information affecting aerial
travel.

Gen. Pershing awarded the Distin-
guished Service Cross to him recently,
the official notice reading;

"For extraordinary heroism In action
near Blanc Mont, October 4, 1918.

regarding his personal safety, Private
Luloff showed marked bravery by carry-
ing messages through heavy machine
gun lire, and after his Captain was
wounded he rendered valuable assistance
In establishing and maintaining connec-
tion between the platoons of his com-
pany."

In acknowledging the gift from young
Luloff Tint F.vtNiNa SUN on Novem-
ber 20, 1917, said: "Thank you, my boy,
and God keep you." Yesterday a letter
from his father to The Sun said : "We
were very thankful to The Sun for Its
good wishes and blessing. The latter
has been fulfilled. The Lord did save
him for us and we are awaiting his re-

turn with Company F, Fifth Marines."

THOMPSON WANTS

ALBANY FUMIGATED

Asserts Ho Eounil Joker in

Fowler Hill' for 10 Cent
Fare on Subways.

TOP IS ONLY SCRATCHED

Tells Audience Hero That
Stntfl Capital J8 Overrun
With "Special. Interests."

A "Joker" In the Fowler municipal
ownership bill at Albany which Senator
George F. Thompson told reporters he

had discovered In time to remove woull
have saddled the subways of the city of
New York with a straight ten cent fare,
according to the charge made by Sen-

ator Thompson here yesterday. He cited
this as an Instance or the system of
lobbying at Albany which ho believes
the present Judiciary Committee, under
the powers given it by the Senate, should
probe to the bottom.

"The present Investigation Is Just a
pin scratch," said Senator Thompson of
the proceedings ln which he has nlreadi'
charged that he received the offer of
the nomination for Governor and a
1600,000 campaign fund in return for
his support of the Carson-Marti- n seven
cent fare bill, namjng former Governor
Whitman as the man who spoke to him
of the political aspects and Richard
Burke as the one wire suggested the
availability of the campaign fund
through men heavily Interested In utility
securities.

"I don't know any further specific In-

stances of Impropriety myself," he con-
tinued, "but any one who knows any-
thing about legislation knows the sys-
tem to which I refer. The Joker In the
Fowler bill was put In without the
knowledge of the Introducer or of those
who favor the measure. I discovered It
on a careful reading of the bill. The
Joker was taken out nnd the bill will
probably pass the Senate. Hut the sys
tem exists and the present Judiciary- -
Committee should go to the bottom of
II."

He made these statements after he
had addressed a meeting of almost 600
men nnd women In the auditorium of
the Morris High School at Boston road
and East 166th streot He had reviewed
for them his legislative career, told them
he had no ambitions to he Governor
because hla temperament would not per-
mit hl'm to live under the restrictions of
the gubernatorial office, nnd urged, nn
them that they would have no effectlvu
reform at Albany until they themselves
took a direct Interest In what wns go-

ing on.
After telling his audience how the?

Rules Committee In the Assembly and h
similar committee In the Senate took
hold of and throttled legislation toward
the end of tho session, he declared:

"The whole system needs fumigation.
The news which you have Just been
reading of the Investigation at Albany
Is Just beginning. It Is not my duty to
be the prosecutor, but It Is mv duty to
tell all I know, and needless tn say I
will be available at any time for the
properly constituted authorities."
