Many Killed in Effort to Stop
Traffie in Stolen
Goods.

MUNICH IN A TURMOIL

Red Guards and Soldiers Loyal
to Government Fight
in Btreets.

Bmuiv, April 14— Many personn
were killed or wounded In tha centre
of Berlin at noon to-day during a
collision between troops and astreet
venders. The troops fired o fusillade
againat the vendera.

This district was strongly cordoned
by the Alexander regiment with a
view to suppress trafMic In stolen goods
and the venders forcibly opposed their
removal

The district (s still strictly cordoned
and tramcara are deflected from it.

In spite of adve voten by the Inde-

chamber sistem In the National Legisla-
ture.

Heavy Fighting tn Munich,

The latest news recelved here Is to
the effect that the Communists In
Muynich have pot yet been mustored and
that ‘heavy fighting W raging (n the
streats of Munich between Red Guards
and troepe loyal to the Government.

The Cantral Nillway Mtatlon, the pout
office and telegraph offide and wveral
other bulldings again mre in the hande
of the Communists, who used heavy
mine throwers In thalr recapture. Bev-
eral persons have besn killed or wounded.

Earlier advices reported that the whole
of Bavaria, with the exception of Haf,
had been regained by the Hoffman Gov.
ernment, which provisionally remans
at Bamberg.

On Sunday, socording Lo despatchesto
the Lokal-Anstiger, . armed soldiers
drove through tha streets of Munich
cheering for the Boviet. They wore
dragged out of Lthelr cars and roughly
handled. Rallway stations .and postal
telegraph and other Government bulld
Ings fell Into the hands of the Govern-
ment without reslstance.

A report from Third Army headgquar-
ters at Munich says that the gnrrison
has established a mllitary dictatorship
In support of the Hoffmann Ministry,
which the Boviet regime seeks to oust
from office. Actlon to recover the capital
from Boviet forces s progressing favor-
ably, It 1s sald.

Dr, Adolf Lapp, who was appointed
Commlssioner for Forelgn Affalrs In the
Boviet Cablnet on April §, has been
placed In an insane asylum, according to
report.
