Bticks to Campaign Declrrations.

Mr. Lioyd George denlad that he waa
trying to escaps the declarations he
mads during tha general election cam-
palgn.

The sudden and complete ahange in
the attitude of the French newspapers
in the most significant featurs of the
stuation, emphasizing from the
Fronch viewpoint the importunce of
the assurances which Frealdent Wil-
son gave on Bunday to Premier Cle-
menceau., Summarized, thess seem to
have been the developments In the
#ltuation leading up to the communis«
cation to the French Prémier:

1. Demand of the French for the
annexation of territory on  the
French side of the Rhine as a pro-
tection to France, which President
Wilson and Premier Lloyd George
opposed from the first.

2. A compromise by Which the
French agreod that this territory
should be erected into a neutral
buffer Btate similar o Belghum,
Thia suggeation at one time scems
to have met with somé favor from
the Americans, undérgoing msome
modification, suth as a provision
for a pleblsoite, but fAnally was
abandoned completaly following the
Hungarian revolution, the Presl-
dent evidently coming to ths con-
cluslon that It would violate the
self-dstermination point and Lioyd
George fesling that (t would cer-
tainly create a German irridenta

3. A suggestion of complets de-
militarization made by the Presi-
dent and Premiér Lioyd Georgs In
lisu of other plana, which provoked
the French and led to & virtual ul-
timatum by Marshal Foch that
France would be unprotected,
coupled with a threat that ha
would résign before he would order
French troopa to lsavs ths Rhine.

4. A violent ommpalgn in the
Fronch nowspapers against the in-
security that the Allles would im-
pose upon France, condemning the
Loague of Nations as Inadequats
to furnish the neceasary sccurlty
and demanding that the United
Biates, Great Britaln and FFrance
form an alllance for the enforce-
ment of the terms of the treaty,
otherwise France must Inslst upon
her original demands.

5. 8udden announcement by Pre-
mier Clemenceau that all diMocul-
tios had Dbeen clearsd AWRY and
that France had received with sat-
isfaction certAln assurances. This
waa confirmed In American circles
to the extent of admitting that na-
surinees had been miven to Ule-
menosau which had satisfied him,
of which the detalls wera not dis-
clossd, cotipled with an anndunce-
ment that the plan for demilitar-
Ization had bheen agreed upon.

E Eulogiatic Articles Appear,

Following this came the change In
the Frenoh newspapera, many of
which had been printing attacks
against Prasident Wilson and Prémier
Lioyd (eorge for leaving npon Mrance
the burden of exacting the carmrying
out of the treaty by Germany and con-
taining critiesl articles In general on
the peace negotiations. Now the pa-
pers aré printing eculogistic articles
upon Presidant Wilson, saying that he
las heen misrepresehnted.

The mont slgnificant article that has
nppeardd 18 by Marcel Hutln In the
Echo de Parie in the form of an inter-
view with a high personage, which be-
