Paris, April 17, The first hint of
wnat is going to Happen hero on
May 1 came when simul-
taneously with the announcement
that all the Important labor unions
had decided to strike on that day as
a demonstration in fnvor of the eight
hour day came the further an-

nouncement 'that tho Chamber of
Deputies Intends to take up the eight
hour bill, and that tho Government is
backing the movement to enact this
bill into law.

There has been a great deal of talk
in Paris since the Jaures demonstra-
tions that May 1 would seo bigger
demonstrations, wherein it wouldn't
bo a mere handful of police who got
broken heads. There has been talk of
"revolution."

If there should be labor outbreaks
while the Germans are at Versailles the
effect would not be lost on them. The
strike, it ls said, will embrace railroad-
ers, miners, dockers, metal workers and
subway and street car employees. Most
of these workers now have the ejght
hour day, but the reason for the strike
is said to be the desire of these men
to show their solidarity with those who
do not have it. Appeals have been
issued to other unions to Join in and
make May 1 a universal, strike day.

Paris, April 17. The second Spar-tacl-

coup in Munich, resulting In the'
recovery of the city by the Soviets,
appears to have given a new lease of
life to the Bolshevists, and to havo
entrenched them In a stronger posi-

tion than ever, and one from which
they aro not likely to bo budged for
some time. Reports to Paris indicate
that the Radicals havo mado gains in
all parts of Bavaria and that they are
absolute masters In Munich.

Two causes are assigned for the
Bolshevist success in Bavaria. First,
tho blunders of Premier Hoffmann and
the cocksureness of hla Gqvernment
that it would overthrow' the Soviets
with the aid of. Noske'a troops. from
Berlin. The summoning of these
troops rallied all tho nntl-Prussl-

elements, who preferred, apparently,
the temporary anarchy to an Invasion
by Prussian troops.

The second cause was the defection
of the local Government forces, who
went over in a body to tho Red
Guard.

While there was severe street fight
ing, in which 150 were killed, there was
no trace of an organised counter move
ment against the Reds, who are now
fast In the saddle and gaining adherents
dally through the sheer preponderance
of machine guns on their side. With
Munich in the throes of a strike all Idle
workers are being armed. As a result

have amassed a forml
dable army and are now qutte ready to
accept the challenge rrom Noske's troops.

Meanwhile the reign of terror la In
full swing, with soap box orators ha
ranguing the unemployed and exhorting
them to burn and pillage wherever they
encounter resistance. Russian Bolshe
vist agents seem to have been behind
the new revolt. Axel Rodlewyn, the
Russian Red agent, seems to have gone
to Munich with a plan to feed Soviet
Bavaria, He proposes negotiations wlUi
Italy and Switzerland to obtain food,
his plan being to abandon to Italy the
exploitation of Bavarian forests.

By the Allocated Presi.
Berlin, April 16 (delayed). Large

forces of Bavarian troops, wtth'artlllery
nnd mine throwers, began an advance on
Munich yesterday morning, according to
the Taoeblatt, but It ls unknown whether
a decisive battle has been fought.

It ls assured the Government will wait
until an adequate number of reliable
troops has been placed about the olty.

Railroad communication between Ber-
lin and Munich has ceased. Bamberg,
which is still the eeat of the Hoffmann
Government, is also cut off from Munich.
Numerous rumors are current, but there
Is nothing to Indicate clearly which party
is In control. The troops apparently
have been successful In confining the
Insurrection to Munich.

It Is understood that the Interesting
recommendation has been made that In
tho. event ot-th-e League of Nations re-

ceiving 'general control "over the peace
treaty the execution of M the 'finan
cial terms shall tie supervised by the
financial section of the league. This
financial section will have as Its duties
to advise the league on any Question re
ferred to it on all subjects. Including
naval and military methods. In prin-
ciple the reference to the financial sec-
tion will be compulsory, but In excep-
tional cases the league must have the
discretion to act without obtaining the
financial section's advice.

Act as Financial Kxpert.
The section may Investigate any finan-

cial matter which may seem to require
the attention of the league and it will
act as financial expert, preparing the
material for submission to the Judicial
court In financial disputes arising out of
nn International problem. It will be em-

powered to nominate International finan-
cial commissions under the league and to
control them. It will be empowered to
summon an International conference at
which non-leag- States might be repre-
sented for the discussion of international
questions.

Tho Council of Four has been dis-
cussing the question of procedure to be
adopted on arrival of the Germans. It
has been proposed that the Germans
should be formally received when they
can present their credentials In the Gal-er- le

des aiaces, where the signature of
the treaty will finally take place. The
discussion of terms, which will bo lim-
ited to the economic and financial
clauses, will be held In the Trianon Pal-
ace Hotel.

President Wilson has been having long
talks with Premier Orlando about Flume
and other problems of the Adriatic, upon
which It Is understood he desired fuller
information.

SWISS TO VOTE ON LEAGUE.

side his pledges, and if they do not
agree in every derail Lloyd George
must gd to tho people for reelection.

On the other side cf the fence all
signs point to the heartiest backing
for tho Ircmler by a largo major-
ity of tho Commoners and the gen-
eral public, who were highly lm-- ,
pressed apparently by his reiterations
to make good on his pledges and aro
content to allow the peacemakers to
keep tho terms silent until they are
shown to Germany.

There seems to be a feeling in the
public mind that personal political quar-
rels arc out of place Just now, and the
confidence with which the Premier In-

vited comparison between the peace
treaty and his promises ls looked upon
as significant, and as probably fore-
casting the adoption of the British plan
of settlement with Germany.

General opinion to-d- was that the
Premier's political enemies were so budly
beaten that they cannot possibly force
a general election. By openly denounc-
ing Lord Northcllffo the Premier gained
a tremendous advantage, because the
forthcoming criticisms of him will now
be read with scepticism by all classes,
who now realize that the Premier Is

openly at war with N'orthcllffe's news-
papers. This view Is held by the old
politicians, who have watched the Pre-

mier's successful engagements with other
sections of the press in th past, en
counters in which he was successful in
practically every Instance

However, the now faces the greatest
combination of nuwspapcrs In the world.
The Mail has accepted his challenge and
Intends to continue the wordy battle.
Tho representatives of both the Jfoil
