mented hla own administration and put
the reverse on whert ho referred to his
predecessor In office and the, "money
bund crowd" and the "subsidized press-g- ot

their usual raking over from the
Mayor. Exccrpta from tho letters as
they wero given out for public consump-
tion tell tho story chronologically. Un-

der dato of April 16 Commissioner En-rig- ht

wrote to tho Mnyor In part :

Jeonard Wallsteln,
of Accounts and now the. employee of a.

called the Citizens Union, has recently
published a thoroughly misleading and
false statement regarding tho admin
istration of the Po)lco Pepartment. It
la tho usual custom of tho Citizens
Union to malign people who do not agree
with them or submit quietly to the
method pursued by their crowd. The
people are beginning to know-thei- meth-
ods and tho statements, they make do
notf need a reply! but Inasmuch as Wall-atel- n

has made glaringly false statements
about tills department the public should
be Informed of Just how unreliable they
ara. ,

Change the Record Keeplnfr.
"Wallsteln states that the dally record

or "squeal' book has been abolished. The
dally record method gave ample

latitude for the manipulation ,of crime
statistics as complaints made to the
branch detective bureau were seldom en-

tered on the records until they had been
Investigated, after which the command-
ing officer of the branch detective bureau
decided whether they should form a part
of the permanent records of tho Police
Department When a complaint was
made nt a station house It was trans-
mitted to tho branch detectlvo bureau,
located. In many Instances, mllea away
from the scene of the" Crime.

FThe branch detectlvo bureaus have
been' abolished, and all detectives make
their headquarters at precinct stations.
'At the present time, when, a complaint
of crime Is received, It Is reported to
tha precinct desty lieutenant, a card
record la made of the' complaint and
tha original card Is Immediately deliv-
ered to the detectives, ono of whom
acknowledged receipt" by hla signature
thereon, ndd tho detectlvo 'bureau of
fice aerial number and returns It Im
mediately to tho procmct desk lieu
tenant;' where It la filed according to its
crime classification.

"A cross index. In the shape of n
chronological record card each provld
In for ten serially numbered casco, U
alao extended on the receipt of the com
plaint, nnd there Is consequently a triple
cheek upon each case, rendering mani-
pulation, distortion or, destruction of
these records n practical Impossibility.

"Wallsteln further states that ficti-
tious reports have been made as to
economics in tho Pollco Department.

"Every other statement made by
Wallsteln Is equally untrue and can be
easily whown to be absolutely Incorrect
and .fajse. If the 'Wallstein-Cltlzen- s

Union crowd had their way many of the
old Mltchol-Woo- d favorites In the Po-
llco Department would still be enjoying
soft detail '
" "Wallsteln, while Commissioner of
Accounts under tho Mltchel reform ad-
ministration, did not Investigate the ap-

pointment of nbout 2,000 special patrol-
men mado during the last eight months
of 1917, many of whom were employed
to guard the property of private Individ-
uals and corporal iontt hucIi as tho Now
Tork Central Ilallroad, at a total cost
of $1,080,000 to tho city during 1917.
During 1918 under my administration
this force of special patrolmen waa

and cost the city only $440,000,
elbowing a saving of $640,000,

"Wallsteln, whllo on the payroll of
the city ns Commissioner of Accounts,
could have Investigated tho former police
administration, and would have found
that one of the writers of a certain
newspaper published In this city, which
Is' now vilifying tho present city and
police administration, was extended the
extraordinary courtesy of tho Police De-
partment steamer Patrol for Joy rides
for hlmRClf and his lady tango artists
up the Hudson and down tho bay.

"These privileges are not granted by
the- present pollco administration.

Wnllateln Millie Reply
Whereupon Mr. Wallsteln Issued this

statement:
"My charge was that Enrlght'B change

to the looso leaf system nf crime record
lends Itself to manipulation, nnd that
combined with rltluced attention to sta
tistical compilation, it facilitates Juggling
of statistics and falsification of tho facta.
Knrlght admits making tho change In
the system of records. Apparently tho
change has resulted as might have been
expected. En right reported to the Mayor
that there were 765 fewer burglaries
In tho first three months of 1919 than
In the corresponding period of 1918. Hla
own system of recording complaints on
looso cards probably shows that situa
tion. But tho burglary Insurance com
panies report figures Indicating a B0 per
cent Increase of burglaries for tho 1919
period over that of last year.

"When Enrlght demoted Inspector
Costlgan to captain he gave out 'statis-
tics' calculated to Bhow that the demo-
tion was merited by a poor record of
arrests. Later Knrlght was forced to
admit that his 'statistics' were Incor-
rect."

All of which prompted the Mayor be-

fore he left City Hall to send the fol-
lowing to Commissioner Enrlght:

--"Your letter of April 16 la received
Z think you are paying too much atten-
tion to tha statements made by poor
WallMeln, .who works for the Citizens
,Uplon. 'When ho-- was In tho ofllce of
tha Commissioner p( Accounts and on
the payroll of tha city everybody knows
ho did very little' fof his money.

'The popr fellow must make some
showing to keep, tho Citizens Union alive,
or he. will lose his Job. In driving out

DR. BUTLER ASSAILS

TEUTON SCIENTISTS

Asks What They Did to Pro-

test Against 81 Types of
German War Crimes.

Thirty-on- e separate types of crimes
committed by tho Qtrman army and
nation In Ilelglum and France ana wmcn
wero outlined In despatchea to The Son
for the first tlmo In thla country are
cited by Nicholas Murray Butler, preet- -
dent of Columbia University, as mattera
which tho University of Ielpilg might
well become excited over Instead of the
alleged order of the French high com
mand to German scholars and scientists
to leave the University of Strasbourg on
twenty-fou- r hours notice.

Tho Leipzig University, with the ap
proval of Heidelberg, recently sent
through tho rector of tho University
of Upsala, Sweden, to the universities
of Switzerland, Holland and the Scandl
nnvlan countries protests against the
order to leave the Strasbourg as nn
"outrageous action" and the ne plus
ultra of atrocious cruelty. The letter
was for tho purpose of bringing the
nlleged action to tho notice of the unlver
sltles of tha allied countries. It is ap
parently the belief of the German uni-
versity that these 'allied universities will
forget Inimedtatoljrthe massacre, torture
and starvation of civilians, poisoning of
welfs, general destruction nnd commis-
sion of certain unmentionable crimes,
Ac, In their Indignation over the order
for German scholars to withdraw from
the repatriated French university.

"Before the rector and senate of the
University of Leipzig can, expect the
court of publla opinion to sympathize
with their allegations,'' Dr. Butler says,
"the people of France, England nnd the
United States will certainly wish to
know what measure of protest. If any,
the rector and senate of the University
of Leipzig recorded aralnst the cruel and
Inhuman treatment In 1914 by the Ger
man high command of tho scholars as-
sociated with the University of Louvaln
and nKalnst the wanton and barbarous
destruction of the library of that uni
versity,"

Dr. Butler also Inquires what protest
was made by the Leipzig savants against
the thirty-on-e types of offenses proved
by International tribunals to have been
inflicted upon the people of the occuplea
territories and upon passengers on the
high seas the offenses which won the
name of Hun for tho Germans.

"Tho rector and senate of the ancient
University of Upsala might render great
service not only to science ana scholar
ship but to the cause of civilization Itself
If they would bring to the attention of
the University of Leipzig, as well as to
that of tho proper authorities of tho
Un verslty of Heidelberg and the Hcldel
berg Academy of Sciences, thd fact that
acknowledgment of wrongdoing on the
part of the German Government, tho
German armies and the German people,
and contrition for that wrongdoing, are
the first and necessary steps In tho re-

habilitation before tho world of German
scholarship and German science.

"It Is probably within the truth to
ear that the universities of France. Eng
land and the United States are awaiting
with deep Interest and no small measure
of anxiety some sign that Germaa
scholars nnd men of science realize the
enormity of the offenses, public and pri-
vate, that have been committed by Ger
mans and In tho name of ucrmany aur
Insr the war now ending, nnd some evi
dence that these scholars and men of
science feel sincere regret for them.

"We have not forgotten tho amazing
prostitution of scholarship and science
to national lust marked by the formal
appeal to tho civilized world mado by
German professors in September, ian.
That nnneal was an unmixed mass of
untruths, nnd the stain which It placed
upon the Intellectual and moral Integrity
of German scholars ana men or science
will forever remain one of tho most de
nlorabie nnd dlscouraglag events of the
war which German militarism and Prus
sian autocracy forced upon the peaceful
and llbcrty-lovln- g nations or ine worm,

S0LDIEHS CAN'T KEEP BOOTY.

All Captured War Material Be
comes Government Property

Wasiunqton, April 18. All war ma
terial captured from tho enemy Is tho
nrODcrty of the United Stales Govern
ment and not of the Individual soldier
or the organization making the capture.
the War Department has held In reply
ing to hundreds of Inquiries from States,
countlCM and municipalities as to the
disposition of war trophies.

Until Congress has authorized sucn
action, It was said officially the
Department has no authority to distribute
any of this material citner temporarily
or permanently. Steps have been taken,
however, to lnsuro the proper collection
and listing of captured war material in
order "to make Intelligent aisinoution
In such manner as Congress may here-
after prescribe."

Julius Felnberg Meets Charffo
by Saying He Lowered Kates

Until This Year.

ASKED SMALL INCREASE

Cites Higher Expenses and
Calls Woman Who Com-

plained an Agitator.

"If the Mayor's committee can show
that I am profiteering I'll tip my hat to
thorn," said Julius Felnberg, 730 IUver-ald- o

Drlvo last night, after he had been
served with i summons to appear In the
Thrld District City Magistrate's Court
next Monday morning In answer to a
charge of disorderly conduct

The summons waa Issued by Magis-
trate Tobias on complaint of Anton
Zblnoskl, one of Felnberg's tenants at
103 St Mark's place, who was taken to
tho court by the Rev. Dr. A. Ray Petty,
pastor of the Judson Memorial Baptist
Church and a member of Mayor Hylan'a
committee on rent profiteering.

"It Is a shame for the Mayor's com-
mittee to bring men into court on
charges of this kind," he.'said laat night.
"I am tho owner of 102 St. Mark'a
place. Yes, I raised tho rents on this
property. It was tho first raise I have
made on the ronta In eleven years. Tho
house stands mo 136,000, and since 1907
I hnve reduced tho rents on It J7S0 a
year. Thcro aro twenty families In the
place. On Mny 2(1 I told tho Janltress
to ralso these twenty families a total
of oxactly $7. Sho was to Increase three
families with the boat rooms $1, ana
all the others 60 cents each a month.
Plumbing, you know, has Increased from
100 to ISO per cent, and every other
expenso that a landlord has has gone
up. I don't think a total of 7 increasa
for twenty families can be called prof-
iteering. Tho Increase was to take ef-

fect April 1, and everybody but tho
Zblnoskls paid.

Calls Tenant nn Agitator.
'"The Janltress told me that Mrs.

Zblnoskl said sho wouldn't pay because
the law said a landlord coulfln t make
Increases In cents. Tho woman was
holding meetings In tho house and was
trying to get me other tenants noi 10
pay. Then I started proceedings In the
Second District Court to put her out It
was not the CO cents I wanted, but It
was the principle of tho thing. A

of the City Marshal's office
went to the house on Thursday with a
dlrposseBS warrant Ho had two men
with him.

"I didn't get there until after he was
gore. The Janltress told me the Marshal
gave her (tho Janltress) E0 cents for
the rent and gavo each of the two men
with him B0 cents for their aervleea.
The woman wasn't put out because the
noxt day was Good Friday. Then I
drew up a notice ordering Mrs. Zblnoskl
to get out In ten days (the law saya five
days' notice) and when the Janltress
served It Mrs. Zblnoskl threw her out
and threw out the notice after her.

"It Is nil very well for committees to
talk about not profiteering, but believe
me, the owners of buildings have their
own troubles with increased taxes and
Increased expenses.

"I havo plenty of friends once holding
as much as a quarter of a million dollars
worth of property, who low what they
had because they couldn't meet their
mortgages."

It was announced at the headquarters
of tho Mayors committee on rent
profiteering yesterday that 200 com
plaints from tenanta had been received
during the day. Nathan Hlrsch, chair-
man, said each caae would be Investi
gated separately and every landlord will
be given a chanco tp te heard.
