"Those whose eyes aro turned toward
a government of the latter type are des-
ignated In a general way as socialists."
The words socialism and socialist,
though less than a century old. have
lately become very comirion among us
and are so loosely and so variously
usea as to make it difficult to thlnK
clearly regarding tho Ideas for which
they stand. Socialism, In the large,
general and vague sense of the word,
meatM simply social reform. In that
sense, every Intelligent and forward-steppin- g

man or woman la a socialist.
All of us who aro In our right minds

are anxious to improve social conditions,
to better the public health, to decrease
th hours and the severity of labor, to
Increase the rewards and to add to the
satisfactions of those who do the hard
manual work of tho world, to Increase
and make secure provision against

unemployment and Indigent old
age, to use the power of public taxation
to build roads, to multiply schoolhouses,
to aid with Information and guidance
'those who farm and those who mine,
to bring together collections of books,
of objects of beauty and of art for
the Information and the pleasure of the
great body of the people, to improve
the conditions of housing In large cities,
and to see to It that such essentials of
life as water, light and transportation
are furnished of the best quality and at
the lowest practicable cost. If by so-

cialism be meant that the Individual
must not live for himself alone, but
must use his powers, his capacities, and
ms gains for the benefit' of hts commu-
nity and his fellows, then every Ameri-
can nnd every Christian is a socialist,
for these aro fundamental to American
llfo anijtp Christian teaching. All
this, however, Is social rcorm. not so
cialism.

False Traits In Socialism.
"Socialism, it the strict and scientific

sense of the word, Is, however, some-
thing quite different from this. Social-
ism Involves not social reform but polit-
ical and social revolution. It Is the
name for a definite public policy which
rests upon certain historical and eco-
nomic assumptions, all of which have
been proved to bo false, and It pro-
ceeds to very drastic and
conclusions, all of which are In flat
contradiction to American policy and
American faith. The assumptions of
socialism are these ?

"First, that all of man's efforts, both
past and present, are to be Interpreted
ana explained In terms of his desire
for wealth nnd of, the processes which
lead to the satisfaction of that desire.
This assumption excludes at once all
moral, religious, and unselfish consid
erations from history and from llfo
and makes of man.nothing but a g

animal preying upon his kind
wherever he can lay hands upon him.
There have been, and there doubtless
are, many Individuals of this type;
but to suppose that tho whole human
race can be brought under; such a de-
scription Is an outrageous travesty on
history, on morals and on religion. This
assumption would reduce all human
history to the product of blind iraln- -
seeklng forces and would exclude from
It both moral effort and moral rjurrjose.
Under such a theory no man would
make any sacrifice for liberty or for
love, but only for gain. All human
experience contradicts so cruel and so
heartless an assumption.

Second, that In the struggle for
wealth men are divided Into permanent
Classes tnose wno erploy and those
who labor and that between these
classes there Is and should be a class
struggle or class war to be carried on to
the Itter end.

Assets of Democracy.
"It Is the extreme form of the doc

trines of Karl Marx which Lenlne and
Trotzky have been applying In rtusala
ror a year ana a half past with such
terrible results. In consequence, that
once great country of boundless possi
bilities Is now as helpless as a child.
and it lies, for the moment. In social,
economic and moral ruin, and is relaps-
ing Into barbarism. Its reorganized
schools now devote part of each day to
insu-ucuu- in aineism una to removing
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Liberty Bonds.
"it Is a land with more than 11,000,'

000 dwellings occupied by about 21,'
000.000 families.

"It Is a land In which fullv .000.000
families own their own homes without
encumbrance, while, 8,000,000 own their
nomes subject to mortgage.

"It Is a land In which more than
iz.odo.ooo persons are denosltora In
mutual, stock or postal savin? banks.
with total deposits amounting to more
man 16,600,000,000.

"It Is a land In which' there aro. nearly
6,500,000 farms having a value, Includ-
ing their buildings and equipment, of
more than $41,000,000,000. and yielding
an annual product of a valuo. of more
than 18,500,000,000.

"It Is a land with more than 2n.r00
miles of railway lit operation, 'carrying
in a year more than 1,000,000,000

passengers and more than
tons of freight.

"It Is a land In which schools for the
people are maintained at a total ex- -
pendlture of nearly 50,000.00e.wlth an
attendance of more Uian 20,000,000 chil-
dren,

"It Is a land In which there are moro
than 3,000 public libraries, having on
their shelves moro than 75,000,000 vol-
umes for the Instruction and Inspiration
of the people.

"It Is a, land whose totol wealth Is
now not lcrs than $225,000,000,000."

He asked If a people as Intelligent as
our would be likely to ruin this pros-
perity by turning the country rdver to
Socialist revolutionists, especially after
tho example Itussia has furnished to the
world. He contended that tho Socialist
party, always In particular antagonism
to the 'courts, Is of necessity uhjintrlotlo
and He stated that It
definitely challenges the very existence
of the republic.

ueconnttjon PInn Uncovered.
He complimented such Socialists as

Ttussell, Spargo, Walling and Montagu
for denouncing the unpatriotic character
of their former associates and for re-
maining good Americana themselves.
Then Dr. Butler pronounced this sig-
nificant Idea:

"Signs are not wanting that tho ad-
vocates of Socialism think It will be
easier and quicker to gain ground In he
United states by the Indirect method of
Involving us In a false International
policy than by the direct method of at-
tempting to secure control of the ma-
chinery of Government through the suf-
frage. This explains why Socialists and
those who at heart sympathize with
them without openly assuming their
name, are- so anxious that Lenlne and
Trotzky shall be formally recognized as
heads of a Government with which civil-- ,
lied and honorable men may havo rela-
tions, and that the German people
should, so far as possible, be saved from
the consequences of their public, crime
and their military defeat. If Americans
could only be led to give .up their his-
toric patriotism for a sentimental

the battle of the SoclaN
Ists would be half won. This Is why It
behooves us to watch with anxious care
each step that our Government proposes
to take in relatloa to international
policy.

"If It la proposed to build a world of
strong. Independent, na-
tions with close and friendly Interna-
tional relations for the preservation of
the world's peace, well and good. But
If It Is proposed to weaken or destroy
nations 1n order to btMld a world In
which historic nations shall play but an
Insignificant part, and In which patriot-Is-

and love of country-shal- l disappear,
then Americans should oppose such a
policy at every step and with the utmost'
vigor.

"Upon all this the progressive builds
a new and consistent structure .to meet
the needs of y In the light of the
experience of yesterday. He does not
find It necessary' to burn his own fingers
In order to ascertain whether fire Is hot

"America will be saved, not by those
who have only contempt and despite for
her founders and her history, but by
those who look with respect and rever-
ence upon the great series of happen-
ings extending from the voyago of the
Mayflower to the achievements of the
American armies on the soli of France,
and upon that long succession of states-
men, orators, men of letters and men of
affairs who have themselves been both
tho product and the highest promise of
American life and American opportunity.
The Declaration of Independence rings
as true y as It did In 1776. The
Constitution remains the surest and
safest foundation for a free Government
that tho wit of man has yet dovised
Faithful adherence to these strong and
enduring foundations and a high purpose
to apply the fundamental principles of
American life with sympathy and open
mlndedness to each new problem that
presents Itself, will give 'Us a people In-

creasingly prosperous, Increasingly happy
and Increasingly secure.

"Just so soon as the American people,
with their quick Intelligence nnd alert
apprehension, understand the difference
between social reform and political so-
cialism, and the distinction between an
Internationalism that Is false and de-
structive of patriotism and an Interna-
tionalism that Is true and full of ap-
peal to every patriot, they will stamp
political socialism, together with all
Its subtle and half conscious approxima-
tions and Imitations, under foot as some-
thing abhorrent to our free American
life. They will prefer to save America."

Issue of Campaign In 1020.
In an Interview hero this evening be-

fore making the address to the Commer-
cial Club,' Dr Butler declared that a
considerable number pf thoso who have
access to the President and the high
officials of the Administration were
openly contemptuous of our Constitution
and the characteristic forms of our

with tho rapidly mounting cost of neces-
sities.

Ho explained that, between the draftand tho high wages being paid by
Industries, tho railroads had a hard
time keeping their workers. Had the
railroad syUems broken down under
the strain, Mr. McAdoo said he knew
tho war would havo been won by Ger-
many. The Increase In pay was an ab-
solute necessity. If this were not to
happen, he explained.

Mr. McAdoo gave high praise to the
railroad executives he placed In control
of the various systems after

and said they had all done the best
they could under difficult circumstances.
Even' with Government backing, the
roads had lost over $1,000,000 In the
first three months, which wa
far than undoubtedly would
been the case If they had remained
under private ownership.
