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Tbe DoUlieTlk Terror Already
Crumbling.

Bolshevism, by the testimony now
coming from all Bolshevik quarters,
is so bad a thing that it soon kills
Itself. Its ambitions arc rapacious.
Its passions arc murderous, but its
follies and excesses are suicidal.

In Itussln, where it seemed to flour-
ish for the moment most vigorously,
where it might have bullded itself
into a formidable power if It had been
sounder In principle and saner In
practice, Bolshevism collapses under
pressure as easily as it ' falls else-
where. Its mob armies nre crushed
by a few trained soldiers. Its mock
governments are contemptuously
kicked over by level heeded nnd cou-

rageous groups which themselves
.might have embraced Bolshevism if
they had found anything good or 6een
anything permanent in it.

In the rest of Europe, where the
Bolshevik movement has been only a
feeble and quite ludicrous imitation
of the Russian terror, the thing grov-)l- a

or dies even before it gets upon
Its feet.

It now becomes more nnd more evi-

dent not only that the German Bol-

shevism was more of a myth than a
fact but that some of the conspicuous
world leadens must have exploited the
bogey without a great deal of sin-

cerity. Our own Mr. Wilson has
Implored us to give him free license
to. do what he would with our sov-

ereignty, our Independence, our po-

litical rights, our national and indl- -'

vldual possessions so as to enable him
tosave the world from this monster
of Bolshevism. Ho even went fur-
ther. He intimated that if the Amer-
ican people did not let him make a
sacrifice of them on the altar of Bol-

shevism, so to speak, we ourselves,
with all other civilization, must be- -

submerged by the terror.
It is possible of cour.--e that Mr.

Wilson may have boon In such a
state of emotional frenzy on this sub-
ject that he really thought he thought
the whole world was threatened by

,tHis all but invincible monster; but
It Is difficult to conceive that his In-

tellect, as cold as Ice, and ills per--,
splcacity, as sharp as the edge of a
razor, could fall to comprehend that
Bolshevism in western Europe was
more of n. lurid vision than a hard
fact. It is impossible to believe that
he could hnve completely fooled him-
self about a thing which never did
fool, never gravely concerned, as we
can see now, the sturdy Germans, the
adroit Hungarians and the stout Poles,
who without much fuss but with
prompt effectiveness have stnniixxl out
Ihe flame as often ns they have burst
forth nnder their feet.

It is wortli while to check up In

detail some of the events which mark
the ubs!denee of botli the wild and
the mild Bolshevik waves.

There are the official reports of the
safe arrival nt Warsaw of the Polish
troops under General Hai.lkr. When
the demand was mnile by Marshal
Focn at the conference at Spa that
these soldiers should be transported
across Germany the German delegate1
declared that there were no railway
facilities and that on account of "the
disturbed conditions of tho country"
such a journey could be undertaken
only "at the peril of rioting and vio- -

lent disorders." The crossing of Ger-
many by the Poles, however, is thus
briefly reported: "The railway trip
across Germany was made without
incident."

A feature of the news coming out
of Germany which Is so markpd ns to
be significant Is the absence of any
mention of the activity of the Sparta-cu- s

gVotip, which was to transplant
to Berlin and nil the large Industrial
centres of Germany the "red reign of
terror" from Moscow. The Spartacus
outbreak seems to hnve exhausted
Itself nfter its one effort, and y

' It Is beginning to be n question among
" his followers whether Lif.iiknecht

was so much a martyr to his idealis-
tic doctrines ns a victim of an ovpr-dou- e

effort, to Impress the outride
-- world that Germany was in the U:sSes
of national dissolution.

That the turning over of Hungary
was n political trick of Kabolti is
now accepted as a fact. The con-

firmed report that the Soviet head,
Bela Kun, and his Government were
overthrown a couple of days ago was

can shoot and who mean business the
Bela Kun flock are now not unlike)
panic stricken rabbits. The uprising at
Vienna was still less convincing ns a
popular upheaval. "Tho wholo trou-
ble," according to a circumstantial
report, "was cansed by n lot of un-

ruly young men," and It eeems never
to have been so serious as to bo "bc-you- d

the control of tho police."
The strikes nt Essen, in the Ruhr

district and other parts of tho Rhine
legion, referred to as signs of rebel-
lion and discontent, were ended as
easily when Nobke, the Minister of
Defence, undertook their suppression
as strikes were ended under tho em-

pire. The establishment of a Soviet
Government In Bavaria has been ac-

companied by 'reports including so
many ridiculous details (as to cast
considerable doubt upon the genuine-
ness of the whole movement as a Red'
outcropping from Moscow.

In the meantime the National As-

sembly nt Weimar goes quietly and
apparently undisturbed on its way.
It is unheard of these days; It
seems as somnolent as the little town
In which it is held. In reality it
would appear that If (here was a
chance for a radical upheaval this
Assembly would present It. The ses-

sions are held under the vigilance of
the army nnd an approach to Weimar
is permitted only .by military pass.
Tho same spirits which once controlled
tho Reichstag control the Assembly.
Sciieideuann, Count Brockdorfi-Rantza- u

and liANnsnrsa still wield
their former power, and Count von
I?EnNSTORFF remains one of the chief
advisers. It is not amiss to say that
the Miew Assembly Is tho "revived
Reichstag," and, like Its predecessor,
has bceii so far merely "a debating
society."

Unles3 It is still rampant In the
imagination of Mr. Wilson the Bol-

shevik terror now keeps no great
statesmen, not merely in the western
world but In tho western part of Eu-
rope, awake o' nights.

A Message Trom Mr. Wilson.
The subjoined message was sent

from Washington on Tuesday for pub
lication in the newspapers :

"Administration officials were ad-

vised in a confidential cable des-

patch from Paris to-d- that In tha
consideration of problems confronti-
ng; the Peace Conference, such aa
Italy's Adriatic claims and tho ques-

tion of an alliance So protect France
from future aggression, President
Wilson would take no action, which
might In the slightest degree Jeopar-
dize the League of Nations or con-

flict with its fundamental principles."

This assurance is obviously de
signed to quiet the alarm of those
supporters of President Wilson in
this country who read in the disclos
ure of his project for a trenty" of al-

liance for the defence of France
against German aggression n confes-
sion that the amended draft of a
constitution for his proposed league
of" nations would not guarantee the
peace of the world and consequently
would fall of its principal object.

If it means what it seems- to mean,
we are to be asked to join a league
of nations which will insure the peace
of the world, and at the same time
to bind ourselves by treaty to safe-
guard France In case Germany is not
held to peace by tlie operation of
that league.

The provisions of the proposed con
stitution of a league of nations and
tho provisions of the proposed trenty
with France are ns yet unknown to
the American people. Therefore an
attempt to discuss them would bo un-

profitable. But with what enthusi-
asm that same people would wel-

come a message from Washington,
or from Paris, which should convey
to it such Information as this:

"Administration officials were ad-

vised In a confidential communication
from the President y that In .the
consideration of problems confront
Ing tho Peace Conference, euch .as
Italy's Adriatic claims and the ques-

tion of an alliance to protect Franca
from futuio aggression, the Presi-
dent would tako no action which
might In the slightest degree Jeopard
the traditional policy of the United
States in foreign affairs, or conflict
with the provisions or the fundamen-

tal spirit of the Constitution of tho
United States."

Tho receipt of mi authentic decla-

ration by the President embodying tho
idea suggested In this paraphrase of
Tuesday's message from Washington
would do more to restore the confi-
dence and to quiet the fears of the
people of this nation than any other
announcement that could come at this
time from the Chief Magistrate of the
Fnlted States.

Babies In London.

The outbreak of rabies in London,
which Is reported to have reached
epidemic proportions, has caused the
authorities to issue a muzzling order
affecting 700,000 dogs. As the supply
of muzzles is .short nnd the penalties
for with the order
severe, a nenr'pnnlc has been created
among dog owners, who are reported
to Ik! waiting In long queues at the
doors of the few shops nt which their
wants can be supplied.

England for many years enjoyed
practical Immunity from hydropho-
bia. In iSSO a muzzling order was is-

sued, and' although a large number
of cases were reported in 1805 the
decrease In the disease was so marked
thereafter that In 1001 only one case
was recorded, and In the three years
following 1002 not a single case. This
result was attributed entirely to the
effects of muzzling. A severe quaran-
tine was imposed on dogs brought
into the country to prevent tho impor-

tation of animals afflicted with this
distemper.

potion with the war has led to care-
lessness In enforcing the? regulations
designed to stamp out the disease, and
It Is likely that soldiers returning
from their cnmpalgns have .smug-
gled In dogs suffering from it. As has
been shown nt this port, it is practi-
cally Impossible to prevent soldiers
from bringing In pets which have .ac-
companied them ns mascots In their
service, and among camp dogs there
would be likely to bo some sufferers
from hydrophobia.

This outbreak of hydrophobia is
particularly Interesting becauso of the
strong efforts England has made to
extirpate the malady and the suc-
cess with which they have mef.

send out on their wires to various
American newspapers tho following
summary of a news article vhleh tl
World, through its' news bureau, oT--f
ered for sale :

On the heels of tho World't
of this censorship enme

Mr. Burleson's order to the tele-
graph companies to pass nil matter
relative to him an action which may
be construed ns a repudiation of the
acts of his subordinates in the tele-
graph companies. In tho unhappy
event of the World encountering n
similar censorship In the future we
suggest that that newspaper try the
experiment of offering to the wire
some items which nre older'than, yet
quite as true ns, its charges against
Mr. Burleson for instance:

"Congress shall make no law . . .

abridging the freedom ... of the
press." Constitution of the United
Slates. a

Or this extract from "Story on the
Constitution":

"To subject the preys to the. re-

strictive power of a licenser, as was'
formerly done, before ar.d since tho
revolution Vof 1688), Is to subject all
freedom of sentiment to the preju-- j
dices of one man, and make htm the
arbitrary and infallible Judge of all
controverted points In learning, relig-
ion and government."

Or this, again from the Federal
Constitution:

"The President,
and all civil officers of th Unitedt
States shall be removed from office
on Impeachment for, and conviction

t of, treason, bribery, or other high
crimes and misdemeanors."

And this from BlacksAne, defining
high misdemeanors, of which a civil
officer (a Cabinet member Is one)
might be guilty :

"Misprisions which are merely pos-

itive are generally denominated con-

tempts or high misdemeanors, of
which the first and principal Is mal-

administration of such high offices Vis

are in public trust and employment.
Tills Is usually punished by the meth-
od of parliamentary Impeachment."

Or this, token from "Story on the
Constitution" :

"Congress hae unhesitatingly
adopted the conclusion that no pre-

vious statute Is necessary to author-
ize an Impeachment for any official
misconduct. ... In examining tho
parliamentary history of Impeach-
ments It will be found that many of-

fences not easily definable by law,
and many of a purely political char- -

acter, have been deemed high crimes
and misdemeanors worthy of this
extraordinary remedy."

Or this, from the, address of Bu-

chanan in the impeachment trinl of
Judge Peck :

"The abuse of a power which has
been given may be as criminal as
the usurpation of a power which has
not ibeen granted." I

Or this, from George Ticknob Cub-ns'- a

"History of the Constitution of
tho United States" :

"A cause for removal from office
may exist when no offence against
positive law has been committed, as
when tho Individual has from Im-

morality or Imbecility or maladmin-
istration become unfit to exercise the
office."

All these Items nre perfectly proper
for a telegraph operator to read nnd
send. Nor can It be objected that
they nre not news. Surely they would
be news to Albert Sidney BunLEsoN,
tho npflolntee of the World's Idol, Mr.
Wilson.

Montenegro Passes as a Nation.
Montenegro, the little mountain

kingdom of tho Adriatic const, has
ceased to exist. By an act of Its own
National Assembly all its powers
were transferred to Serbia and its
union with that kingdom was off-

icially accomplished.
With Montenegro passes too Its

picturesque ruler, King Nicholas I.,
nnd (ho ld house of
tho NiegusJ). During much of his
life Nicholas held u place in Euro-
pean politics out of nil proportion (6

tho size of his country by skilfully
playing Russia against Austria. He
mndc his great mlstnke, the one that
cost 1 1 m his crown, Just before the
war, when he announced his break
with Russia and his friendship with
Austria.

Montenegro was so easily overrun
by the Austrians that the Montene-rrl-n

rntri)twf h "fntTltr Of
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Nicholas's measures of defence. Con-
stantly to retreat and never to fight
was not tljeir Idea of the way to pro-
tect their mountain land. Nicholas
fled, and with a smnli allowance from
Franco nnd Great Britain, he hnsbeen
making a poor attempt to sustain his
royal position by n small court at
Noullly, near Paris.

Of Nicholas's six daughters, all
but the two youngest married Into
royal or princely European families'
One of them became tho popular and
much loved Queen Helena of Italy.
The old man was proud of his girls,
nnd well he might bo; they had be-

sides their beauty the brains of his
family. Not one of his 'sons coutd bo
ids successor. Danilo, the heir

was so unpopular with the
Montenegrins flint ho has spent most
of his time in Germany; Mirko and
Peter fled with their father.

The traditions of Montenegro are
of the centuries long struggle against
the Turks. Gladstone spoke of the
Montenegrins ns "n small people hold-
ing bnck the Turkish horde." But
holding back the Turks Is no longer
a job for even a Balkan warrior, no
must go to work helping his women
to wring a living from tho poor soil.
By Joining the Serbians tho Monte-
negrins become a port of the new nnd
strong Serb nntlon. The union is n
source of strength to both countries.
New Serhin gains an addition ot
some 5,000 square miles and about
500,000 people. It has at lost its
windows on the sen, nt the ports of
Dulclgno nnd Antlvari.

Those Fighting Engineers.

DEMOBILIZING THE COB.

Delay Expenslre to the Government
and Trying to the Men.

To tub Editor or Tits Sun Sir: a
read with interest the letter regarding
the demobilization of the gob, and here-
with offer another example ot the Idio-
syncrasies of our system.

A friend volunteered In the navy In
1917 and was sent to the Harvard radio
school. He was soon assigned to trans-
port duty as a wireless operator, and
for over twelve months ferried across
the Atlantic on cargo ships that were
hardly fit for cattle boats. These old
hulks had temporary wireless quarters,
in most instances furnishing such ac-

commodations that oftentimes he slept
on deck In preference to the stuffy quar-
ters, and, though 111 with Influenza on
one occasion he had to remain at his post
without any medical attention. He has
not entered one word of complaint or
criticism about this, however, taking It
as "e'est la guerre."

Since the first part of January he has
been sitting around at an Inland station
waiting for his discharge. He made
application through the proper channels
after the armistice was signed and
has appealed to all the local authorities
as well as'to the highest authorities In
Washington, and It was hinted In Feb-
ruary that his discharge would come
through April 1, but it was apparently
an April fool Joke, and he can now get
no Information as to when ho will get
his release.

He draws about 560 a month, and of
ccurse Is feeding him.
so it Is safe to say that the cost to
keep him In the service Is at least S75

a month. There are10,000 in his camp,
and while he Is probably drawing more
than the average, take It conservatively
at $30 a tponth to keep each man nnd
you can flgute half a million dollars a
month expense to the Government. Any
one of these men could have been re-

leased on an indefinite furlough subject
Jo call at any moment and could have
reached his quarters within from twenty-f-

our to forty-eig- hours. If neces-
sary, and thus avoided this expense.
Aside from what It Is costing to keep
him. this young man had a Job waiting
for hhn on April 1. he Is engaged to bo
married, and his parents arc anxious to
have him back home. II A. C.

FOOD FOR BOLSHEVISM.

X Russian Sees Banger In tho Poller'
Adopted In Paris.

To raa Editor op Tub Sun Sir; The
Jnte'AIled policy on tha Russian situ-
ation Is a chain of fatal misunderstand-
ings and historical errors. The Princes
Islands prop'osltlon was dropped because
loyal Russia repudiated It with a feeling
of deep indignation. When Herron was
substituted at the Supremo Council by
a Bullitt there was a dahger that the
criminal gang of Bolsheviks in Uussla
would be recognized and dealt with by
the Allied nations. ,

Heavy pressure, exercised by the Brit-
ish Parliament stopped this proposition,
Duo to British public opinion Lloyd
George was almost compelled to de-

nounce the anarchistic tendencies of
Trotsky, comparing the Bolshevist move-
ment to "a volcano which Is .still In
eruption." Immediately after that, how-
ever, a suggestion has been made by
the Supreme Council to feed Bolslievlst
Russia becauso ot humanitarian mo-

tives.

The fight will
go on until the tiniB when the very
memory of the Lenlne-Trotzk- y bloody
regime will be eliminated from the mlndt
of the Russian people.

Russia has no other Issue than to be-

come free. Russia's freedom can be
achieved' only by a complete and over-
whelming victory of the rising national
spirit over tho dark forces of interna-
tional anarchy and conscious brutality
of the proletarian dictatorship.

To the Editor or Tub Sun Sir: Why
should the railroad stockholder worry?

As E. H. Lamb says In part in his
answer to J. B. Strork: "The stock-
holder of the individual railroad is un-
affected by wages paid employees, as
you should be aware. The compensa-
tion authorized from the Government
to tho owners of railroads Is based
upon conditions prevailing for three
years prior to June 30, 1917. and even
If the expenses of any particular rail-
road were doubled or more this year or
last, this would have no bearing on
the returns to the stockholders."

Very well said. Everything runs
beautifully. As an example, let us
take Baltimore and Ohio.

The common stock was selling abovo
90 and paying 5 per cent, prior to
June 30, 1917, and It goes begging now
In the 40s, Not only has the dividend
been reduced to 4 per cent, but to make
things more chojuful tho stockholders
have been waltlmrnearly one year for It.

Western Maryland Is another road
which has improved wonderfully under
Government control, the common stock
selling at 10 at this writing from a
high above 30 a little before changing
hands. Many others have gone the
same way.

All told, the position of the average
stockholder Is positively exhilarating,
Besides, the lucky owners can also draw
a good deal of extra buoyancy from
the fact that the shares of corporations
not taken under the protective wing of
theSAmerlcan eagle are leaping up flvo
or more points In one day, some of them
selling near or abovo double of par.
Why worry, Indeed, If one sees one's
Investments go at CO to 73 per
cent less than one has paid for them,
especially when the purchasing power
of the dollar Is cut more than in half?

William Hamlin Chllds, manager of the
fusion committee, which conducted tho
campagln for reelnrtlnn aa Mivnr nf
John Purroy Mltihel, announced yester
day his Intention .of fighting to a finish
tno indictments for allcced violations of
tho election law brought against him
by a "partisan District Attorney" and
of combating the misunderstanding ot
his position, which he charges is "fos-
tered by certain newspapers which have
jjc. oioieu in ineir unjust attacks upon
the Mltchel fusion committee and upon
mo ns chairman, of Its executive com-
mittee."

Mr. Chllds was admitted to ball jes- -'
tprdnv in tho ti non In.
dlctments charging him with conspiracy
iu iiiur unu wiiii, liming the ract that
William Sulzer,'. formerly Governor,
MlSCha ADDelbll al ami nthrr hml
celved money fS their services from
the fusion campaign fund,

Thn hnnri nf n ..... .w - ouichj vj i I ,i iv nnsaccepted by Justice Page of the Appellate', wnicn reversed last week the
findings of Justice Finch and dismissed
a writ of habeas corpus obtained in
Chllds's behalf. .Tuatl Telnet, tr- -
vlously had sustained tho writ.

Notice of Appeal Served.
William Travers Jerome, formerly

District Attorney nnd counsel for Mr.
Chllds, accompanied him to tho court
.vnd District Attorney Swann was rep-
resented by nobert S. Johnstone and
George A. Lavelle, Assistant District At-
torneys. There was n long wait as it
was believed that arrangements had
been made with presiding Justice Clarke
for a hearing, but when the latter was
reached over the telephone he said there
had been some miflunderetandlng and
suggested having Justice Page dispose
of the matter.

Motion was made by Mr. Johnstone
for the settlement of the order reversing
the finding of Justice Finch, which was
granted. Then Mr. Jeromo served notice
of an appeal to the Court of Appeals aiid
asked that his client be admitted to ball
pending the outcome. This motion was
also granjii anJ the Wall was fixed In
a nominal sum.

Although the next term of the Court
of Appeals will begin on Monday. May
.", the attorneys for both sides said it is
not likely that the Chllds appeal will be
reached until October.

After the formalities were disposed of
In the court Mr. Chllds issued the fol-
lowing statement of his position :

"The decision of the Appellate Di-
vision of the Supreme Court Just handed
down In my case may be misunderstood
In Its effect by some people and that mis-
understanding may be fostered by cer-
tain newspapers that have persisted In
their unjust attacks upon the Mltchel
Fusion Committee and upon me as chair-
man of its executive committee.

"I take this unusual means of putting
my position clearly before the public as
succinctly as possible and without argu-
ment.

Misleading' Slntriiirnta Aliened.
'The present phase of tills matter 'be-

fore the courts Is to Test the strict
lpgallty of the proceedings of a partisan
District Attorney and to determine
whether as a matter of law and irre-
spective of tho facts, the charges made
by him constitute any offonsc against
the statutes. In all this I am of course
in the hands of my counsel and must be
guided by their Judgment

"After the election In NovemberslS17,
and during tne winter of 1918 the Dis-

trict Attorney's olllco out mislead-
ing and distorted statements of the ter-

rible disclosures the Grand Jurv was
jjoing to uncover in its eshaustlve ex-

amination of the fuMon
"Now, what nre the fait.-..- ' The Gland

Jury found that the reoords of the com-

mittee were kept with tie most nu3ual
care and exactness ; that no money had
been received improperly or expended
Improperly: that a total of JJ.OSO.OOO
was expended In a strenuous effort to
continue the best administration New
York ever had the failure of which
efforts many of Its opponents now sadly
regret.

"Upon the advice of the District At-

torney, th Grand Jury brought in three
indictments Tjased upon a single doubtful
tochnlcal point, viz: that in making the
final report of expenditures, two Items,
one for 15,000' paid to Mr. --Sulzer and
ono for IB.oOO paid to Mr Appelbaum,
wero reported as paid out for speakers
and meetings without mentioning' their
names. As Chairman of the Executive
Committee, It was claimed that I was
generally responsible for the actions
of subordinates and I was Indicted for
this technical offense.

"I am quite alive to the Importance
of protecting elections with all proper
safeguards, but it must be borne in mind
that In lespect to this fnllure
to comply with the strict terms of this
statute, I not onlv did not do it but did
not even know it was done until this
report was willingly shown to the Dis-

trict Attorney and his conscience was
so badly shoc!fcd that h published it.

o KnoTiIrilRO of Hrport,
"Note these facts: I was not an off-

icer ot the committee filing this report.
I was not even a member of this com-

mittee. I not only did not sign thl
report but I have never evon seen it.
Neither Sulzer, Appolbaum nor New-comb- o

had any knowledge of Its form
and I never had nny conversation with
them about It'. There was no motive
In concealing the names of Seizor and
Appolbaum for twenty days after the
election was over, I gave only one In-

struction about tho report and that was
that It phould receive the approval of
nur counsel before filing. That was
done and our counsel still contends
that the report was filed properly.

"The Democratlo reports, which wero
at the same time in the close possession
of the Attorney, are full not only
of gross technical errors but show clear
ly lllgal contributions by corporations
and upon the same reasoning that has
been applied against mo, by Individuals
concealed under the name 'John Doe,'
but the Democratic District Attorney
has failed to call any one to account.
The significance" of that circumstance
and tho attitude he haB assumed In my
case is so apparent ns to require no
explanation.

"I nwap to fight this thing out to its
conclusion, not only tn my own Interest,
which of course I am bound to do, but
In the Interests of public-spirite- d men
of affairs whom it Is sought to drive
out from participation In matters of
municipal government. T am sustained
by the consciousness that 1 have dunn
no wroni, by the assurance that those
who know me know I would not witting-
ly violate any law and who, with myself,
do not believe that in this matter I
havo violated any law. and with the
hope that thoso who do not know mo
will appreciate the real purpose of (h
vicious attacks made upon me In certain
