ISSUES WHIT FOR ' COOK

Mayor Sustains Action of
Comptroller Craig in Leav-

ing Hearing of Regents.

Ths legal right of the Board of Bstl-mat- e,

which appropriates money for the
publlo school system, 'to examine tho
books of the Board of Education to see
.how that money la being spent was af-
firmed yesterday by Justice llotchklss.
This decision was handed down In granti-
ng- the request of David Hlrschrteld,
Commissioner of Accounts, for a writ of
attachment compelling II. n, M. Cook,
auditor of tho Board of Education, to
testify In an laqulry Into the finances of
the board ordered by Mayor Hylan.

Justice llotchklss found "that the city
authorities ore charged with many grave
duties with respect of the disbursement
both of school moneys directly under the
Board of Education as well as other
moneys raised by local taxation for
school purposes, that the Board of Edu-
cation has not unrestricted authority
over the disbursement of these moneys,
but that the disbursement thereof Is sur-
rounded by numerous checks and bal-
ances which It Is Incumbent upon the city
officials to observe and enforce.

Discussing these duties, the Justice
continues:

'For tho guidance, of city officials and
to the end that they Intelligently and
lawfully may perform such administra-
tive duties as are imposed upon them, It
btands to reason that the financial book"
and records of the Hoard of Education
must be examined. It Is also clear that
without Information as to tho honesty,
wisdom and care with which the Board
nf Education disburses those moneys
which It receiver from the city, as a re-
sult of the discretion of its official,
the exercise of euch discretion on their
jpart would be. In large part, based on
blind credulity.

"It Is Inconceivable that the Legis-
lature Intended any such Inconsistency
that, having In mind huge sums ofmoney hlch the growing needs of our
population demand tf our public schools
lire satisfactorily to perform the great
tasks to which they are devoted, thecity officials have been vested with dis-
cretionary power to appropriate ade-
quately and at the same time have been
denied sufficient access to the most effi-
cient source of Information concerningthe use made of the moneys."

had sustained fully the contention

of the Mayor that the Board of Esti-
mate had the power to examine the
books of the Board of Education andpummon witnesses to appear In such anInvestigation.

SUBWAY FOR FULTON
STREET DEMANDED

"L" Plan to Be Denounced at
Hearing To-da- y.

Representatives of the Fulton Street
ffubway League and others opposed to
the present Ashland place plan for re-
lief of traffic congestion In central and
tipper Brooklyn will mobilize In force
lu City Hall this morning to urge a
subway as the only adequate solution of
the situation. They will protest bitterly
at the public lioarlng the proposed
third tracking of the Fulton elevated.

Tho Fulton Street Subway League
plan calls for a four track subway up
Fulton street, the capacity of which, It

said, would be three times that of the
present "It." They ask the granting of
the franchise at once, "thus fixing the
ruture of Old nrooxiyn and the terri-
tory to the east toward Jamaica, and
provision for an annual appropriation
In the city budget of only Jl. 500,000 to-

ward the cost of construction, complete
temporary relief for some years being
afforded by the removal of the Flatbuah
trafflo from the "1 Into the new
Brighton subway In the next few
hionths, with transfers from the Fulton
treat "L" to tho subway at Flatbush

avenue, to give a five rent fare Into the
bubway system of Manhattan.

The present Ashland place plan calls
Ifor carrying the throe track "L" down
Fulton street from Nostrand avtnue to
a point above Cumberland street, re-

building tho present two track "L" be-

low to Adams street and thence through
,dams street to the bridge, heavy
Riiough to carry new steel cars, with
tiew long stations, and a piece of three
track subway from Cumberland street
to Ashland place. This the League
declares would afford nly a 20 per
cent. Increase In capacity of the Fulton
street 11ns.

HASTINGS FOLKS IN WILDS

All Because Corporation Wants More for the
From Yonkers Quits Village Cold When

Trustees Go to Court.

Injunctions and the woes of pa-

trons, eomo of mem with tight skirts
find others with tight shoe, mean little
or nothing to that soulless corporation
licensed as the Yonkers Railway Com-
pany. In spite of all these things Uie
street car company got even yesterday
with tho villagers of Hastings on the
Hudson, who scornfully had refused to
agree to an increase In fares. The
Tonkers Railway Company waited un-

til It had a good proportion of the vil-

lagers packed Into one of Its cars
bound from Tonkors to Hastings, and
thn when It had jot 'them to within a
mile and a half of their destination the
trolley company calmly called It a day
and quit.

Nobody had any Intimation of what
was coming. Tho car was packed, and
the conductor made all haste to collect
the nickels, and tho car ambled along
until Hastings was not more than n
mile and a half away. And then the car
slopped, and tne conductor began count-
ing his money, while the motorman
sighed deeply, lighted a cigarette, and,
sitting on his stool, stuck his feet on
the window sill and began smoking
contentedly.

JUDGE TO CHARGE

FRICKE JURY TO-DA- Y

Facts Undisputed, Only Motive
Is in Doubt, Snys Govern-

ment Counsel.

Closing argument!? were made yester-
day at tho trial of Albert Paul Frlcke,
American manager for Rlchter & Co.
of Berlin. Frlcke, a naturalized citizen,
Is accused of treason. Thomas J O'Neill.
counsel for the defendant, occupied three
nours with his summation; De Lancey
Nlcoll, special counsel for the Govern-
ment, took little more than an hour to
review the Government's case.

Mr. Nlcoll said tho caso was singular
In that the essential facts were not In
dispute. He mid that Hermann Wessels,
former tecond officer on the Imperator,
came to this country as a German say

nd that Frlcke. knowing him to be a
spy. gave him J6.000 that had been
transmitted from Germany and advanced
him 14,000 of his own money after the
United States had become a belligerent.

"These undisputed facts constitute
treason," said Sir. Nlcoll. 'There Is no
question but that Frlcke adhered to and
gave aid and comfort to a known en-
emy, Wesfels. alias Rodlger. The only
element of doubt there to In this case Is
whether Frlcke acted with criminal In-
tent. I gather that his Intent was crim-
inal from hla efforts to shield Wessels
when agents of the Department of Jus-tlc- o

wero after the spy "
In his summation Mr. O'Neill made

much of the action of the court In strik-
ing out oil but five of the alleged overt
acts In the Indictment and In orderina
the Jury to acoult the defendant on the
first of the two counts. The eliminations '

were made on Issues of law after the i

Government rested. The count which
charged Frlcke with adher!ngto Ger-- (
many was erased : that which charged ,

him with adhering to Wessels was left i

for the Jury to pass upon. '

"The Government did not prove that
Wessels did a single act against the
United States." said Mr. O'Neill. "He
has not been put os trial, not convicted
of anything. You are not supposed to
guess that he was a dangerous enemy of
the United States. The prosecution says
he got money from Frlcke. They do not
know what ho did with It. That means
that they do not know he did anything
wrong with It, and If he did not operate
as an enemy of the United States ou
should acquit this defendant.

"Wessels came here as a propogan-die- t
as Englishmen and Frenchmen came

here before our status was changed
with the declaration of war. He was
sent here by Rlchter of the German
Admiralty. Rlchter was Frlcke's em-
ployer. Rlchter gave Frlcke a Job as
a boy and promoted lilm until at 35
years Frlcke was earning 12,000 a
year."

Porter Is Chosen to Act as
Department's Creel.

August Drum Porter, Third Deputy
Police Commissioner, appointed Po-

lice Department cenor yesterday. It waa
learned at headquarters. The nature of
his duties was not explained, but It was
believed he would be expected to juggle
with the king's English In such a man-- 1

ner as lu mnKO n piaui wiai unifm
marked "confidential" were understood
to be such by precinct officers. The re-

cent publication of orders marked "con-

fidential" was said to have earned a con-
siderable kick up In tho vicinity of the
Commissioner.

All department orders of whatever de-

gree of Importance will hereafter pass
through Uie editorial rooms of Commis-
sioner Porter, Mr. Porter's qualifica-
tions for this work were drawn from his
experience as secretary to Commissioner
Enrlght, it was explained. Lack of offi-

cial announcement of the appointment
Indicates evidently that If all police af-

fairs are to bo banned from public no-
tice Mr. Porter cannot get on the Job
soon enough.

Tho censorship comes directly after
the publication of Inspector Daly's order
telling district Inspectors that the Bu-
reau of Municipal Research was Investi-
gating crime conditions In their districts,
and to be particularly careful about vio-
lations.

Another Innovation was also talked
About In Police Headquarters, this being
the establishment of a "peace confer-
ence" scheduled for every Tuesday after-
noon at 2 o'clock In the office of Special
Deputy Commissioner Harrlss. This of-
fice hes recently been fitted up with dec-
orative panels at a cost of IS, 000. All
special and Deputy Commissioners will
attend the conferences, which nro ex-

pected to deal with general police topics.

The Publlo Service Commission on mo

tion of Commissioner Charles S. Hervey

This order supersedes one Issued Feb-
ruary 1. 1918, fixing the rate from
March 1 to August 31 of laet year at ten
cents, from September 1 to February IS,
1919, nt nine cents, and after March 1,
1919, at eight cents. At tho tune the
first order was Issued the company was
charging twelve cents.

The company promptly appealed to
the courts, getting an Injunction against
the enforcement of tho order and ob-

tained a rehearing, which resulted In
Commissioner Hervey's opinion. He
finds that the twelve cent rate Is still
unreasonable, but owing to Increased
cost of production It would not be fair
to reduce the rate below ten cents.

This war was not a coon hunt, they were
iniormeu. bo mo dogs stayed behind.

KING SEEKS LINE
ON GOVERNORSHIP

Will Run if New Jersey
Voters Want Him.

Warren C King of Bound Brook,president of the Manufacturers' Council
of the State of New Jersey, In a. unique
statement addressed to the Republican
voters of the State yesterday seeks to
discover whether or not there Is a genu-
ine and widespread demand that he
offer hlmBelf In the primaries for theRepublican nomination for Governor.

Declaring that In the past few weeks
a number of persons, representing dif-
ferent sections and diverse Interests,
havo asked him to be a candidate, "pos-Hlbl- y

due to the ct that the Manufac-
turers' Council of the State of New Jer-
sey has been active In investigating the
affairs of the Public Service Corporation
and making the facts public" Mr. King
said he realizes that the requests do not
represent more than relatively few of
tne voters. lie would only make the
flijht, he added. If convinced that a

number of the rank and file
of the party wished him to assume tho
leadership.

"I. therefore," he said, "am taking
una means or asking the voters of the
btate to let me know If there Is. upon
their part, n real nnd genuine desire
that I become a candidate and It will
be solely upon the expression of the
voters themselves that I shall reach n
determination.
