The Satto collection of Chinesa and
Japanese object of art, now on view
In the Anderson Galleries, preparatory
to & sale, in In excellent taste. The ob-
Jocts are frequently beyond the product
of what s called taste and must be ree
Earded as the fruit of genius. They have
been classified and presented so effec-
tively In the present exhibition that the
mere arrangenient Is worth study ns well
the objecis themselves.

Ar. Balto, who 18 well Known as a1 im-
porters, has spent & numnber of years in
sotting theso pleces together. One group
of "finde, " the most striking display in
the rooms, was the result of a twenty-
nine day trip on horseback to the Prove
ince of Bzechwan, Here, in this un-
likely reglon, Mr. Satto obtalned extra-
ordinary official robes and embrolderies,
the heirlooms of A wealthy mandarin,
whoss ancestors had perved at court

Thesn robes of gorgeous colors and
wonderful embrolderias  have been
mussed on one wall Into an exceadingly
effective mural decoratiom. One Iy an
official state coat of cloth of gold worn
by a Kang-hsl emperor. One is a goba-
lin soat, and two other garmants were
made for a crown prince and princeas,

A pair of large mandarin curtuins,
from this loL are as gorgoeous as pos-
sible, They wers used as hangings for
the entrance to a wealthy mandarins
house and portray a Ming emperor and
empress viewing an exhibition of na-
tional Jdances by fantastically garbed
actors. Tha design is immensaly spleit-
ed and tha workmanship is of the clas-
Slc excellence., It s decidedly a mu-
scum plece,

The colisction touclies most of the
phases of Oriental art. There ara por-
celains decorated with all the cool skil)
of <lassle wrt; singla ealor vases In
which the potter has been cnnrent to get
his whole delight from the material:
carved fades In which svimbollsm s
adided to materinl : paintings, tapestries,
bronsea, opium pipes, lacquers, carvings
and damasks. A few bird cages have
