But that mesns, we fesl sure,
that we will be started buck home soon,
Golng to Pershing's heandquarters s the
first lap home, From here It {4 only a
ten-mile hike. The next lap may prove
Lo be toward the port of embarkation

“If I seem to dwell on the hope that
We are coming back home, to where the |
tobacco Is plentiful_and don't may much
about your xift, it isa't because we didn't
apprecinte the latter, for we do, might-
fly. It made us huppy; only home or-
ders can muke us happier.'
