been ten thousands methods, as many short cuts to vocal perfection and

principle if correctly applied, but when it is treated as the secret of the

art, it causes just phin singing through the nose.

It produces what may

be classified as the “jewsharp' tone,

The fad of vocalizing upon the sounds “Aw" and “Oh.”

Both cause

guttural and ultra “dark” tones, with a stiff throat and cramped tongue,
and a corresponding difficulty in pronunciation.

These vowels were forbidden in
they caused the fault known as the
the “hooty,” hollow sound which is

the old school for early practice, as
“Tona Frontale" or forehead tone,
now so prevalent. The natural or

instrumental sound of the human voice is ““Ah,” because it is the sound
which {ssues from the vocal organs after taking breath, if nothing is al-
lowed to change in the throat and the articulatory organs. Therefore
it was chosen by the old school as the medium for the primary exercises.

Trumpet or protruding lips, irre-
spective of the vowel or consonant
sung. for the supposed sake of added
resonance, Clear pronunciation Is
thus Impossible, a mushy quality
comes Into the volce, which sounds
large in the studio and small in the
theatre. Pilanlssimo singing s lmpoa-
aible with this mannerism, because the
piano wvolce must approach “voix
blanche” and be as clear as possible,
not breathy and whistly, which this
mode of singing would cause,

The fad of the continually lowered
soft palate, which causes monotony of
color and reedy tone, often becoming
disagreeably nasal.

The fad of the ralsed soft palate,
locally accomplished, which causes
throat stiffness, tightened "fauces a
roar or hollow tone.

The fad of the ultra high larynx,
which causes the ‘“chicken” volce.
The “necktie” tenor with the tones of
the domestio goat is one product.

The fad of abdominal breathing, so
called, which destroys the costal or rib
support of the breath, causing a
breathy and hollow tone without ring.
a poor and scooping attack, and often
“fAat” singing. It Is at besat o mis-
nomer, originating with on# Dr, Mand!
of London about 1556, It has done
more harm to the art of singing than
almost anything else. It is nol scien-
tific or true. The breathing of the
human being is, first, diaphragmatic;
second, costal or rib breathing, and
third, clavicular, the latter only used

in moments of exhaustion.

Try this one, gentle student: &it on |
an ordinary pilano stool, bring thel
heels upward until they rest upon the|
little platform which is underneath the |
revolving seat, turn back the tip of|
the tongue until it rests agalnst the |
very back upper teeth, then sing llle:'
vowel “E." The heels will take the
attentlon from the throat and the|
curled back tongue and the vowel E
will cause the volee to resound in the
head, Vittoria!
