Among the People

of Prince Albert
Sound Who Pin

Their Faith to
Miracles

N account of the number of in-
O dividuals gathered together In
the village on the ice of Albert

Island Bound (tho largest village of
the Copper Eakimo), their social life
tended o little more to complexity than
was tho case In any of the other dis-

triots; but still it can hardly be sald
that there was a semblance of gov-
ernment. Certain  Individuals ap-
peared, however, to have a proponder-
ating Influence, based apparently on
individual prowess and to some extent
on thelr records as travellers. The
men who had been down in the viein-
ity of Chesterfield Inlet and who had
visited numerous tribea other than
those with which the tribe as a whole
ocomes In t were apparently
looked up to for that reason,

One of the more prominent men was
named Kitirkolak. He gave me varied
information about distant sections of
Vittoria Island but told me that If I
wanted to be really well Informed I
must visit his father, Pamliungittok,
who lived in the next village to the
westward and who was the only man
now living of those who had seen
Collinmson in Walker Bay (1852), Kitir-
kolak volunteered to ‘gulde us to his
father's village, and on the evening of
May 15 he accompanied us west along
ths trail by which the party had come
from Banks Island In sixteen or so
miles of travel we came to a village of
the twenty-seven deserted snowhouses
which had up to a week before pocom-
modated the party we had just left
At the outskirts of the village were
three houses still occupled by Pamiun-
gittok, his son Alunak and his son-in-
law, Hitkoak, with thelr familles,

Before leaving the large village we
had purchased a complete ethnologioal
collection of hunting UInplements,
clothing, cooking gear and houschold
utensils, with all of which our aled waa
now heavily loaded for its journey to
our base st Langton Hay. We there-
fore added at this last village virtually
nothing to our material collection, as
we could ecarry no mors, but we did
add considerably to our stock of in-
formation, for Pamiungittok knew
many things and was ready to tell all
he knew.

Perhaps I could make a clearsr sum-
mary by rewriting the information ob-
talned from him, bhut It seems possible
that the reader may be interestcd Lo
see the way in which I made hasty

_note of the new facts glven to me at
this village. 1 will therefore set down
here o few pages from my dlary with-
out editing, but merely adding In
brackets, u*mt appears necessary to
make the meaning intelligible, Matter
enclosed In  ordinary parentheses
marks it as It appears In the diary.

Thesa are sald to have
no bows and to dresas only in seal
(They may be a fabulous peopls,
though 1 think not.)
ETOupa there are the people from the
Nagyuktogmiut east, for whom I have
no data. The west coast north of
Minto Inlet and the north coast where
the same [Prince Albert Bound] peo-
ple sometimes reach It are sald to be
uninhablited.

Pamiungittok tells: He was about 8§
yenrs old when [In 1862] he wisited
Collinson's ship [In Walker Bay] with
his father. The white men were ex-
cellent people and pald well for water
boots, &c. They threw away much
valuable stuff which the people picked
up. At that time thers were numer-
ous people beyond (north of) Minto
Tnlet, He has never heard more than
one name for these people—Ugyuglix-
miut, He has hearnd that they at-
tacked a ship (what ship?) and killed
some swhite men,

The white men then shot them down
with guns and killed the last one. This
he has heard; what he knows is that
there are no people now beyond Minto
Inlet—they are all dead, for one rea-
son or another, Of the Minto Inlet
people (Kanhiryuatjlagmiut or Naper-
agvigmiut) there are now only four
familles, though they were once nu-
merous, and one of thess four fami-
lles 1s really a Prince Albert Bound
famlly moved over [to Minto Inlet].

Extinction of Eskimo Tribe.

Thers were numerous people onee
realdent on Banka Island summers,
and on the lee near it winters. These
are all dead—some of himger In (or
near) Banks Island and the last party
on the lce at the mouth of Princs Al-
bert Bound. These last died “because
they had no food for their stomachs
and becouse they had no oll [for fuel)
to make water with." There are many
stone houses here and there, chlefly
between the Sound and Minto Inlet.
These were not bullt by “thes fore-
fathern of our countrymen,” but by
the turnnrak [spirita] long ago.

Island they do not seem any of them
to have been across the [Dolphin and
Union] straits to the Akulinkattok
summer hunting grounds [near Cape
Bexley on the mainland] or to the sea
anywhere sn South Victoria Island ex-
cept among the Haneragmiut and
Pulblirmiut. Those who have heen to
a little west of Uminmuktok have
come from the east to it as visitors of
the Ahlagmiut In most casea [Han-
bury's Arctic Coast Huskles?]
