In a new letter to MayrfHylan Will-
iam Bullock, director of f Good Gov-
ernment Bureau, flatly acea the city's
head of encouraging fanyal punishment
of policemen, breaking ollco discipline
and throwing the city orn to crime. Itt ft sharper letter even-na- the preced-
ing one In which Mr. llllock cited twenty-f-
our Instances of ofndlng policemen
let off without punl&nient. II notes
that the Mayor falls' to reply to this
statement of fact. ,.

"You go further a6 bestow unstinted
praise on the entlropollce force for Its
work at this tlme'Jontlnuea the letter,
"when It Is unable t prevent or to check
Increase In crime, '1th holdups In broad
daylight, with saks carried In auto-
mobiles and cracbd In parks and with
housebreakings al murders on the In-
crease In all pais of the city. Your
letter Is of lmprtanco also In that It
gives public conisslon of your real po-
lice attltuda an of the sort of Polios
Department thliclty ought to have.
