PROBLEM FOR CONGRESS

Ocean Links to Be Returned in

Wasiii.nqto.v. April 28. The Gov-

ernment Is preparing to relinquish
control next month of American cable
lines and to restore the telegraph and
telophone systems to private owner-
ship Immediately after enacttflent by
Congress of laws , necessary to safe-
guard the properties.

The German Government Is obliged to
assist the .prosecution of these men
under the terms of the proposal.

It U entirely possible thst Count von
Benstorff, the dismissed German Ambas-
sador, now the master mind bohlnd the
scenes in tho German peace delegation,',
may face punishment If It can be shown
conclusively thst he was responsible for
the outrages generally accredited to his
activities In the United States.
