It In an arched doorway. flankel by
three.quarter round pllasters, the upper
portions of which are carved with
maske and floral scrolls and the lower
part fluted. The acanthus leaves of the
capital, and indeed all the detalls of
the ornament are executad with a touch
o lively, sennsitlve and sure, that the
door will be the despalr of modern {mi-
tators,

The big furniture pleces In carved
walnut, sometimes much, and somatimes
simply decorated, but always n mrehi-
teotural form, remind the visitor forcibly
of the famous Davanmat! pleces, In-
deed, they are by the same artists and
artisans and wers bullt fer the sama
fastidious and cultivated patrons. Tha
arms of the great famlilies frequentl
Appear (n the carvings, There is & ric
Tuscan walnut eabinet with the arms
of Prince Doria; s Florenting walnut
bench has tha escutchsons of the famous
famlly of Plecolomenl; several pleces of
groat distinotion belonged to the Sforza
family, and a particularly beautiful cahi-
net bears tha arma of the Palmier|
famlly,

Two sixteenth ecentury walnut cabl-
nets with fAgure carvings in relisf came
from the Stefano Bardinl ecollection,
Two altar atalls have elaborate and
#kiiful carved decoration, as has also a
fine Venetian carved walnut leetern of
the asixteenth century. Two of ths rare
ost of the Dante chalrs, on the other
hand, have a primitive simplicity of
line. Carved wood candlesticks of ain-
gular beauty, and in an excellent state
of preservation, are from deslgns by
no less an individus! than the admired
architeot of Siena, Haldassars Perusal
Another more ornate set of candlesticka
correspond (o those Lhat are the great
pride of the Cathedral of Parma. *

Noted as Producer of Spectac-
ular Plays—25 Years in U. 5.

Lonnox, April 28.—Imre Kiralfy, fa-
mous as the organiser of pageants and

Kiralfy was born In Budapest seven-
ty-four years ago and made his first ap-
pearance as an actor at the age of 4
years.
