Noted Parliamentarian Was
Representative From Maing
for Six Years.

HIS BOOK SET STANDARD

Started When “Czar” Reed
Made Him Speaker's Clerk
of the House.

PoRTLAND, Me., May 2 —News of the
death In Washingion, N, €, of the
hoted parllamentarian Asher Crosby
Hinds, who represented tha first Maine
Congressional District in the Houss of

Mr. Hinds was not a Representat!iva
than, but he knew more about procedurs
than all the Benators and Representa-
tives under the Capitol dome put to-
gether. He was always ranked during
his active days ns the foremont parlia-
mentarian in the United States, IKx-
perts have spoken of him as the great-
sl authority on parllamentarian pro-
ure In the world. For many years
he was the only practitioner of his
profession. Furthermore, he, invented
his profession,

Reed Set Him on His War.

Indirectly the Inte Tom Reed, famous
Among Spoakers as “Canr Heed," in-
vented the profesaion for Mr. Hinds: It
was Heed who in 1804 offered the then
Youthful looking Mr. Hinds the job of
“clerk ‘at the Speakesr's table'' —really
expert adviser on procedure to the
Speaker—provided the young man from
Maine would study diligently to master
the job before the next Congress as.
sembled,

Thus it was that Mr. Hinds, already
An expert, set to work each day and
far Into the night throughout the inter-
vening weeks and months to make him-
self muny degrees more learned In his
work thaun any other living parllamen-
tarlan.  He suoceeded, but only by
Jaborlous unearthing of Congressional
precedenta from aged, dusty reports at
Washington, ahd, as the young man's
Interest in the work increased, by a
study of governmental debate that ran
back to the days of the Camsars.

A monumental book In elght large
volumes, “"Hinds on Precedents,” was
published by the Government as a re-
sult of the studiea that Mr. Hinds had
made at a hint from Speaker Reed,
The work ls amazing for Its accuracy,
its wealth of footnotes and tabular In-
dices, and it was brought to Ity final
atate of perfection only after Mr
Hinds had devoted thirteen years to
chasing and trapping the facts It con-
tains, The Government showed (ts ap-
preclation of the compllation by pre-
senting to Mr. Hinds a lump sum of
320,900 aw & reward for his work, and
the book earned for Its author still ane
other phrase of approbtintion—"the most
acourate author in the world."”

Mr, Hinds began life as a nawspaper
man. He was born on a farm at Ben-
ton, Kennebec county, Malne, Febru-
ary 6, 1663, From the farm he went
tn Coburn Classical Inatltute, at Water.
ville, Me.,, and after Lls graduation
thers In 1879 he éntered Colby Col-
lege. Colby made him an A. B, In 1583,
and after he had achieved fame in
13056 an LI.D.

Upon his graduation from Colhy in 1883
he got a job on the staff of the I"ort-
Isnd, Me., Daily Advertiser, In the
course of which his usual or unusual
thoroughness asserted itseif in the form
of causing him while writing for the
paper to master the {ntricacles of the
mechanical department also. Then ha
moved over to the Portland Press, In
the eoditorial department of which he
remained untll Speaker Reed had begun
properly tu appreciate the young man's
capabllities,

Was Out for Four Years)

Whila Hinds was still writing for the
Press and other papers as Washington
correspondent Mr, Heed in 1589 made
him, “Speaker's clerk of the Hoyse,” a
position he held untll 1881, The Re-
publicans went out of power In 1801
and Mr. Hinds went back to reporting,
but after the overwhelming Republican
victory of 1804 Mr. Reed agaln took him
In tow and gave him the much more
important  job of standilng by the
Speaker's side during sessions so that
his expert advice on procedure would al-
wayvs be avallable.

There was tallk and newspaper dis.
oussien nine years ago over the possibi]-
ity of placing Mr. Hinds in the chalir ns
Speakor of the House, onoe it had been
discovered that the purely parliamean-
tarian job of Speaker might be held Ly
one who was not an elected member of
the House, But when the vole was
counted 1t was learned, of course, that
tha House had followed the good old
habit of electing a majority member
Spraker.

TThe =ame year, however (1810) Mr.
Hinds was nominatad by acclamation at
Portland to represent the distriot in the
House of Mepresentatives at Whashing-
ton.  Thus he plucked the nomination
away from Col. Fred Halo—son of Sen-
ntor Hale—afnter o hard fAght, and
Hinds was elected w Congress of which
ho was a member from 1511 to 1M17,

Mr. Hinds was married In 1801 2o
Miss Harriet Loulse Estey of Roslin-
dale, Mass. He was a trustes of Cnlby
College. His books, to glve them thelr
full titles, were “Huloa, Manual and Di-
gesii of the House of Represontatives
“Parliamentary Precedents of the House
of Representatives” and the famous
“Hinds Precedents of the Housa of Rep-
sentativesn” His home was in Portland,
Mea,
