As remarkable
as the theft was, still more remark.
able was the ease with which It was
committed. The youth forced one of
the cases and selected the objects
which from his own knowledge he
knew were of most value., There was
apparently no susplclon directed to
him ; he discloged himself s the thief
by attempiiog to sell some of the
stolen books.

AWWhen the magaltude and walus of
the collections it houses are consld-
ered the Metropolitan Museum has
heen signally free from losses hy
theft. There lias too been nn eox-
tremely libera! polley pursued by the
directors in giving access to the mu-
acum’s treasures, n liberallty of poliey
which has been freely token advan.
tape of by artisans In metnls and tex-
tiles secking patierns and models,
This privilege has never been abused,
the directors say.

The Metropolltan Museum, In fact,
has hond fewer thefts than somae of
the European museums with o much
more righl policy and a larger bady
of guards. A few years ogoe In the
verification of the collections at the
Haarlem Muscum, Hollnud, it was
digcoversd that drawings by old mas-
ters, the museum's mnost vilued treas-
uves, hnd mysteriousiy  disnppenred,
Fra Axartweo's  “Madonna  della
Brelln,” valued at 8500,000, was stolen
from the Musco dl San Mureo, Flor-
ence, ltaly, iu some ulmxptulnuhh-i
manner, After  “Mona  Lisa"  so
atrungely sappeared from the Lou-
yre the rench anthoritles began an |

The Metropolitnn Museum had In
the present instance the good fortune
to recover most If not all of the arti-
cles carrled away. In that respect
It has had the not unusual luck of
guch  Institutions, The occurrence,
however, must emphaaize the Impor-
taneo of exerclalng the strictest guard
and the mort exacting oversight of
the exhibits which are entrusted to
the museum. In a recent report the
munagement called attention (o the
decrease in the number of the guards
brought about partly by the enteance
of the employees Into millinry  ser-
vice* and partly by Insufliclent elty
appropriations. 1t would seem that
the treasures of this lostitution should
not be Imperilled by a penny wise,
pound foolish policy that prevents the
employment of sufficlent guards for
their protection.

The Ausirian Delegates
Peace Conference.

The announcement |s made at Paris
that preparations are under way for
the reception of the Austrian dele-
gutes to the Penece Conference, There
has been, however, no definite infor-
mutlon regarding who will be the
members of this delegation or what
or whom they are to represent.

Austria to-daoy has come to mean
only German Austrin, ne Hungary hns
come to mean that rather indefinile
portion of what was once the king-
dom of Hungary which I8 occupled
by people of the Magyar race. Aus-
tria thus Includes the anclent Arch-
duchy of Austrin, the Duchy of Sty-
ria, Salzburg, Voralberg and the Ty-
rol. If the present discussed plan of
the dismemberment of Hungary 1=
carried out there will remain as the
pew Hungary scdgcely more than the
heart of the former Kingdom. 7Trmn-
sylvania In the east, It has been gen-
erally conceded, will become a part of
Rumania. On the north the couniry
Inhabited by the Slovaks will be In-
corporated In thg boundaries of the
Czecho-8lovak Government. On the
south Croatia and Slavenia will be
integral parie of Jugo-Slavia.

The former Austrian Empire In the
course of formlng German Ausirin
will undergo a still more marked
change In the process of dellmitation.
The Important portion of Czecho-8lo-
vakia will be made up of Moravia and
the kingdom of Bohemin, The final
disposition of Austrian Silesia and the
former kingdom of Galleln Is appar-
ently still undetermined. The Czecho-
Slovaks are contending for the ultl-
mate ownership of much of the SI.
lesian provinee with the Poles. Po-
land s ins!sting upon the incorpom-
tion of all Gallela within her bounda-
rles, while new Ukralne s contesting
with her for eastern Gallcla and Du-
kowina,

The former Ausirian Empire Is In
the west shorn of the mountain lands
of Carpathia and Carnloin: in the
south of Dosnin, Herzegovina and Dal-
matia. It & these former provinces
or parts of them that will constitute
her contribution to the upbullding of
Jugo-8luvin, She must likew!se aban-
don to Italy the Trentino aud* the
constal lunds of Istrin, at the head of
the Adriatie Sea.

1t Is then from this shrunken rem-
naot of the Hapsburg realm that the
Aunstrinn  delegation will appenr at
Paris. Austrin, It s nonounced, will
be mude luto a neutrnl republic.. Fur-
thermore, she 18 to be prohibited from
enfering a unlon with Germuny.

there are not enocugh New York folk
taking an Interest In the collectionn, des
Apite the fact that the clty's taxpayvers
have heen footing a conslderabls portion
of the bills for thg upkeep of the In-
etitution,

Althcugh the museum’s fftleth birth-
day ecomen thls vear, the trustees have
declded to delay formal celebration of
the event until 1824, and by which time
they hope, through various means, to
have mihde the blg Institution so popu-
lar with the publie that the taxpaver
