A Great Work. Says llltchcnck.
"I do not believe It is nosstble to

separate the peace treaty and the cove-
nant of the League of Nations," said
Senator Hitchcock (Neb.K Uomoer.it. r.turning chairman of the Foreign Rela-
tions Committee. "They are no Inter
twined as to make them Inextricable. Itis impossible for any one to attempt toseparate them who really wants peace.

"The peuce treaty as summarized In
the semi-offici- review of It must Im-
press every one as a monumental work.
In my opinion tho crowning dory of thisgreat document Is the fact that there Is
imbedded in it the great constitution of
the League of Nations which harmonizes
with the purpose of the trcalv and li
absolutely essential to carry out thesepurposes. I believe Intelligent people
will conclude that the peace settlement
would he practically Impossible and In-

effectual without the League of Nations
as one of Its leading features."

The Senator said he could not discuss
the proposed nlllanco with France in de-
tail because the terms are not fully
known here. "It seems to me, how-
ever." he said, "that such an alliance
would bo necessary for bridging pur-
poses until Germany becomes n member
of the League of Natlcns. When she
once docs bucame a member the whole
force of the world wo.uld be npalnst her
if she attempted to attack France."

Senator Henderson (Nev.), Democrat,
said : "Tho heavy conditions Imposed
upon Germany, by which her territory,
navy and army are reduced, seem to he
adequate. No one would have been sati-
sfied If they had not been heavy."

Hardlnar Doubts Indorsement.
"Any man charged with rcsponsrblllty

Is of necessity reluctant to pass- - Imme-
diate Judgment upon a compact that has
been three months ln the making and
during all of that time has been utterly
without Inside information relativo to
the various problems Involved." said
Senator Harding (Ohio), Republican.
"In a general way there can bo little
fault found with the provisions Imposed
upon Germany. The big Issue Is that
raised by our Involvement In the League

Senator Sterling (S. D.), Republican,
said: "So far as treaty conditions im-
posed on Germany are concerned I am
quite well satisfied. I am satisfied with
some of the amendments made to the
league, but by that I do not mean I am
entirely satisfied with the league consti-
tution In Its present form.

"I do not like section 10. I do not
care to say that I would not support It
after full consideration."

Wilson Likely to Lead Fluht.
The understanding here Is that the

President personally will lead tho Ad-

ministration forces In demanding that
the treaty bo ratified without dotting an
"1" or crossing a "t." The President's
plan Is to put It squarely up to the
Senate to "tako It or leaye It," nnd all
the pressure which the Administration
can command will bo exerted to force
favorable action even to the extent of a
possible speaking tour by Mr, Wilson.

Tho campaign against ratification Is
already showing signs of crystallizing.
In the first place It Is emphasized

and others that the question at
Issue Is primarily to ratify a treaty es-

tablishing peace between the United
States and Germany and that although
the treaty In Its present form Is Identical
with the treaties of the allied nations
it docs not necessarily follow that It
must remain so.

One Impression In opposition circles
Is that America's Integrity and

time honored traditions may be fully
safeguarded by accepting tho treaty with
reservations providing that nothing In
the pact entangles the United States In
European politics, sacrifices the exclu-
sive American Interpretation of tho Mon-
roe Doctrine, forces the United States
to permit European nations to pass
Judgment on questions of national Inter-
est or national honor or to restrict
America's liberty of action ln declaring
war. limiting armaments. &c. Hy this
process some contend the objectionable
features might bo eliminated with n few
broad strokes.

tho unfavorable appearance which would

Judging from the official summary of
tho treaty It appears likely to many here
that tho United States Government can
be disentangled, from the unfavorable
commitments of the treaty by reserva-
tions on tho part of the Senate, thus
making changing of the wording of the
treaty Itself perhaps unnecessary except
for tho additions.

It Is anticipated for example that a
reservation may bo proposed to elimi-
nate all entanglements of the United
States on tho other hemisphere and In
distant parts of tho world, excepting
such commitments as apply to finishing
up certain vital matters pertaining to
tho war. A distinction between engage-
ments entered Into by the American peo-
ple In making war on Germany nnd en-
gagements entered Into at the Paris

without the people's knowledge
and consent to apply to future European
politics probably will be made.

This, It Is pointed out, would leave
American members on the vital commis-
sions, would Insuro American assistance
In forcing Oermany to comply with th
terms of peace, but would cllmlnato all
tho rest of the International structur
built for American future participation,
Including mandatories for Armenia, etc,
and ramifications of the League of Na
tlons.

HUNGARY REFUSES
RUMANIA'S TERMS

Communist Government Will
Fight On, Says Report.

CorENHAOEN, May 8. The Hungarian
Communist Government has refused the
armistice terms offered by Rumania and
has decided to light to tho utmost, a
despatch from Budapest says.

In reply to the Hungarian request foran nrnilstlce the Rumanian Government
demanded the disarmament of the forres
fighting against Rumania and her allies
In the present operation, thu surrender
of war material and tho return of pris-
oners and hostages without reciprocity.
H was added that'Uqtll the terms were
fulfilled Rumania would occupy the right
bank of the Thelss River to a depth of
twelvo miles.

In commenting on the report that the
Hungarian Communist Government had
fallen the Frankfort Zcitunp .says :

"We are no partisans of Bolshevism,
but we look upon the fall of the Buda-
pest Soviet Government as a great mis-
fortune. Tho speedy fall of this Gov-
ernment Is for tho Allies tho occasion
of a new triumph, and our opinion Is
that now that their mlrrjs arc mado
easy on lifts point the Imperialist states-
men of tho Entente will exact complete
fulfilment of their wills by tho peaco
terms."

CLEMENCEAU URGED ALLIANCE

Sent Letter to Wilson Asking V. .1.

narking of France.
Prir. May 8. The first move towardan alliance among France. Great Britain

and the United States supplementing thopeace treaty, it Is understood, was mado
by Premier Clemenceau In a letter to
President Wilson with n view of de-
veloping American cooperation In the
French desire for an agreement. Later
letters passed between Premier Lloyd
George and President Wilson which, It
Is understood, brought out tho fact that
while tho British and French Premiers
were free to conclude arrangements
President Wilson could not do no without
Congressional action.

This In turn developed the present
tendency of the negotiations tolace the
whole matter before tho American Con-
gress. Dlscusdlons were devoted yester-
day to the form of presentation to Con-
gress.

The understanding takes the form of
a letter signed by Premier Lloyd
George and Mr. Wilson referring the

Allies Accused of Terrorism In

shevik proclamation, which was printed
secretly, was distributed In Harbin on
May day. It makes a wild attack on
the "Imperialist Allies" nnd claims that
a reign of terror exists in Siberia and
that the railroads and natural resources
are In tho hands of foreigners.

The proclamation adds that the Rus-
sian Soviet Government has been
strengthened by alliance with Hungarv
nnd by the fact that tho Allies had been
driven from Odessa.

CALLED CONQUERORS' PACT

Germany Is Made to Atone for War on Old Fashioned
Basis of Victor and Vanquished,

Diplomats Say.

Detpatch to Tax flex.
Washington, May 8. In comparing the summary of the peaco treaty with

President Wllson'B fourteen points diplomats admit It requires considerablo
Imagination to sec even a resemblance between tho actual terms nnd
the principles upon which thoy were said to bo based. Tho view in
thut virtually all the positive action which shackles German military power
and makes the enemy ntono for the war Is based on tho old fashioned form
of peace treaty dictated by tho to tho vanquished. In this respect the
treaty admittedly follows the lino of former European troatlcH nnd tho result
fs practically what was fully anticipated,

A comparative analysis of tho fourteen points and tho treaty terms

Chief Complnints Arc Giving'

"Let us make the best of what we
have; wo must not undervalue It. We
must work loyally with our British and
Amerlcail friends."

The Peflf Journal thui sumi up Its
opinion on the document:

"To put It short, although tho treaty
as It stands does not give those con-
cerned all the compensation they hnd a
light to expect, It Is an honorable com-
promise nnd deserve a favorablo recep-
tion."

After analysing tho chief clauses of
Iho treaty, tho Trmipa says:
