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COMPANY TO RULE
CANADA’S RAILWAYS

Helding Concern to Adminis-
ter National Lines Sanc-
tioned by Commons.

20,000 MILES OF SYSTEM

Dominion Also Plans to Bnild
Sizable State Owned Mer-
cantile Fleet,

Special Deapatch te Tam Sur.

Orrawa, May 13.—The most notable
Canadian event of the past wesk was
the final pamsage through the Houss of
Commons of the Government's bill creat-
ing a holding company to administer the
great new system of national rallways,

With the sanctioning of this legisia-
tion the Dominlon has been definitely
commiltted, for weal or for wog, to the
policy of Government ownership. The
new company, although appointed by
and In a measure responsible to Par-
liament, s to be abeolutely free from

politieal Interference or control, and has
in all mattera of policy and expenditure
the widest possible powers,

It will have control of the lirgest
Blate owned rallway system (n the world,
& system Ineluding the Canadian North-
ern Rallway, running from Prince Ru-
pert on the Pacific coast to Montreal;
the National Transcontinental, from
Winnipeg In the West to Moncton, N. B,
In the East. and the Intercolonlal, which,
with its branch lines, covars tha entirs
Maritime Provinces, the whola em-
bracing more than 20,000 milea. In ad-
dition to this vast experiment In State
ownership, ths GGovernment Is now op-
erating the Grand Trunk Paegifio, the
weatern half of the National Transconti-
nental, under a reoelvership, and |s
carrying on negotiations with tha Lon-
don directors of the Grand Trunk Rall-
way Conipany, by which it la expected
that at an early date the complets Grand
Trunk system, including 2,000 miles in
the United States, shall become the prop-
erty of the Canadian people and be
added to the national rallways

Natfonnl Merchant Marine,

A8 an atxiliary to this national rail-
way system the Dominfon purposes bulld-
Ing up a Canadian mercantils flest. At
tHe last nession of Parliament the House
of Commons voted $60,000,000 to em-
bark upon a polley of Government ship
construction, and Thursday last there
wan a further vote of $20,000.000 to
carry an the programme. . O, Hallan-
tyne, Minister of Marine, who has been
& splendid muccess In his department,
announced, In connection with the wvote,
that, In additton to a number of fine
cargo ships launched durlng the past
¥yoar, there are st present forty-five ateel
ships under construction, Thelr net ton-
nage, he aald, would total 264.050, thelr
valus wam §52,691 450, mors than 40,000
men wers engaged In bullding them and
tweniy-five vessels would be completed
within the next twelve montha,  Thus, it
Is expected that by the end of 1920 Can-
ada will have a Rtate owned mercantile
marine of a milllon tons, working as an
ocean tranmsportation extension’ of her
national rallwavs and carrying her rap-
ldly advancing export trada to the mar-
kets of Europe and the world.

That this export trade will la greatly
nesded if the Dominlon expects to rid
Itaelt of n great burden of war debt was
made grimly plain by figures respecting
war costs tabled in the Commons by
the acting Premier, Sir Thomas White,
In asking Parllament for a new appro-
priation of §350,000.000 to wind up tha
work of the war, to demobilize the
Army. advance reconstruction projects
and provide credits for Belgium, France
and Rumania, Sir Thomas gave figures
which showed that by the time the Ca-
nadian army has melted into civil lite
And all the hooks are balanced the cost
of the war to the Dominlon will be little
short of two billiona.

At present the national debt stands st
$1.584,000,000, an increase of more than
$1.000.000,000 since 1914, and which, on
the basls of populatian, is as great o
burden as n debt of alghtesn or twenty
billions would be for the people of the
United States. Tts magnitude, judged in
the liwht of the resources and population
of the people of Canada, may be seen
from tha fact that in the past fAiscal yea:
total Canadian revenue, although forti-
led by exira-normal war taxation, barely
exceeded §300,000,000. Tn the coming
year, taking into account projscted ex
penditurs altogether apart from war
cngta, there In expected 1o he & deficit
of something ke 100000000, and the
Minister of Finance announces that
new domeatio loan will have to be
sued next September,

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A New Immigration Law,

Ona lesson taught Canadians by the
war has been profited by and passed
Inte 'aw. The lesson was that in the
matter of Immigration, quality s more
desirable than quantity, and this week
Parllument gancthoned a new immigra-
tlon act deslgned to bar undesirables
The new law provides for a llterncy test
—tha clause wan patterned after that
in foree In the United States—and all
mnarchisin, Bolahevistie. conaplrators,
mental and physical weaklings and ques.
tionable characters srs excluded.

A vigorous campalgn will be carrlied
on to secure immigration from the
United States and the Hritish 1sles, bist,
unlike past years, no ppecial efforts will
be made to bring settiers from Contral
or southeastern Furope. As much ns
possible the Liominlon population will be
kept Anglo-Saxon-Celtle In aspirations
and ideals.

A notable proposal, emanating from
Vilhjalmur Stefanssen, the Arctio ex-
plorer, Is engaging the serious attention
of the Goverhiment. It involvea the in-
troduction of large herds of reindser Into
the Canadian north; and the domestica-
tion and development of large herds of
musk ox.

According to Mr, Stefanssen—and
Government experts belleve his proposi-
tion quite practicable—both these anl-
mals can be made to furnish an enor-
mous milk and meat supply ; the muask
ox in addition furnishing a great wool
supply. An announcement of Govern-
ment action in respect to the matler is
expected mhortly,
