THANKS U. S. FOR FOOD
Predicts His Country Will Be

come a Republic.
Armas Saastamolnen. ih nw Finni.h

Minister to Washington and who for-
merly represented his countrv In run- -
mark, arrived yesterday by the Scandi
navian-America- n liner Frederlk VHL
He said he was delighted to learn that
tne united States had followed Great
Britain In recognizing the Finnish Gov
ernment headed by Gen. Gusta,t Manner-hel- m,

remarking that It was the areatest
thing that had befallen Finland, placing
lis Kovernaoant on Arm ground. He also
eald

"The Finnish people will be eternally
grateful to the American people for the
shipment of 60,000 tons of wheat flour
and other food when our people were In
such dire need. Every mouthful of food
recalled to our people America's benevo
lence and good win."

The Minister said that Bolshevism
had been eliminated Jn Finland. The
regency fn Finland would end when the
Finnish parliament, now In session, de
cided on the form of constitutional gov
ernment that would 'bo established. He
was inclined to think that It would be
a republic He expressed the hope that
the coming of peace would see a great
expansion of trado between Finland and
the United States.

GUSHING LETTERS
COST HER $25,000

Miss Goldstein Penalised in
Speare Alienation Case.

Scores of letters of the klrl usually
described as "mush note" read to Jus-tle- o

Glegerlch and a Jury In Supreme

Speare a verdict of 125,000 against Miss
Frances Goldstein, a Brooklyn music
teacher, for the alienation of her hus-
band's affections.

The first
thing I do when I awako Is to run down
In tho parlor and play It. It Is eo plain-
tive so pathetic and eo simple.

MAYOR TO ESCAPE

TRACTION QUIZ
r

Aldermen by Voto of 32 to 17
Sidetrack Measure Calling
for Transit Information.

MANY QUESTIONS READY

Quinn Would Ask What Hylan
Has Done to Improve "Do-moralize- d"

Service.

By the simple process of laying It on
the table the Democratic majority In
the Board of Aldermen yesterday killed
an Inquiry directed at Mayor Hylan
which might have kept htm up late for
many nights In an attempt to mako an
adequate answer to & series of ques-
tions in regard to the transit situation.
Tho vote was 32 to 17 by which the
resolution of Alderman William F.
Quinn, Republican, calling for a commit
tee of seven to Investigate the transit
situation and for detailed Information
from the Mayor was put aside.

The preamble pointed out that the re-
ceivership of the surfaoe lines In Man
hattan and the elevated and subway
lines in Brooklyn might result In a
separation of the various lines with sin-
gle fares on each one, running the
transportation bill of the citizens up to
burdensome proportions. It stated thst
the Mayor had held secret conferences
with the traction Interests .and that It
was up to the Board of Aldermen to
find out who was responsible for "the
chaotic conditions." The resolution re-

quested the Mayor to submit answers t
tho following questions:

1. Do you expect to get a E cent fare
without charge for transfers on our
various surface lines privately owned
and operated, and If so. how. and by
what legal process or contract and on
what basis of cost?

2. Now that the New Tork Railway
Company Is In the hands of a receiver,
will not the right to operate eventually
revert to tho various lines, so that each
company will be able to change a 5 cent
fare? How many such companies are
thero In Manhattan and what may their
charges be,

3. What Is the present liability of the
city In amount. If any, to the company
operating the city subway under the
guarantee arrangement?

4. Do you believe, all things consid-
ered, that the city should now Undertake
to own and operate our street railway
lines? If you believe that the city
should row undertake such ownership
and operation please state :

(a) What funds of tho city are avail-
able for such purpose, and the relation
of such funds to the debt limit If any.

(b) The total amount of funds re
quired to purchase tho surface lines.

(c) The overhead expense for operat
Ing the aforesaid lines per year.

(d) Tho legal right Involved and the
methods to bring about municipal opera
tion
Alderman Quinn would also have the

.Mayor tell the board what plan he had
to solve tho situation, by what legal
process he would carry It out what the
cost to the taxpayer would bo and what
fare would be charged: also how much
longer the citizens would have to put up
with a demoralized traction service.

Arguing for his motion. Alderman
Quinn declared that every move made by
Mayor Hylan had been obstructive, and
that one thing was certain "New Tork
did not want Its transit lines under mib- -
He ownership after the horrible exam-
ples mado of the railroads and the tele-
phone and telegraph lines by the Federal
Lrovernment

A resolution was passed asklnr the
heads of all city and county departments
to send in a list of members Of their
staffs who had been killed In the war In
order that their names might be In
scribed on the minutes of the board as a
special mark of honor.

of the Plnkerton Dotectlvo Agency, sev
eral other detectives and two officers of
the Parole Bureau, all working for the
15,000 reward offered by Meyerowltz
Brothers, 170 Broadway, diamond Im-

porters, who on Saturday reported the
theft of 3100,000 worth of uncut stones,
arrested Bernard A. Maron, 17, of 292
Bedford avenue, Brooklyn, and Solomon
Green, 16, of 163 Nevtns street, Brook-
lyn, and brought them to Police Head-
quarters yesterday.
