Lanes Set Above U. S. and
Territorial Waters.

Atlantic Citt, May 13. The
Aeronautical Congress, which

Is In session here, has mapped out nu-

merous air routes above tho United
States and Its territorial waters and dis-

played them for the first tlmo
on a large air man. It was explained
that an "air route" Is a belt forty miles

TO OBSERVE SOLAR
ECLIPSE BY PLANE

Prof. Todd of Amherst Adopts
New Procedure.

Prof. David Todd of the Amherst Col-le-

astronomical observatory will ob-

serve tho solar eclipse on May 2S from
a naval airplane at an altltudo of
10,000 to l'.OOO feet In order that he
may obtain some clear pictures of the
solar corona. He sailed yesterdoy oa
the American steamship Elinor for
.Montevideo, and has arranged with the
ste.imshlp company for tho vessel to go
Homowhat out of her course In order
that tho observations might be made of
the eclipse, which will last alx. minute
nnd fifty seconds, .

Prof. Todd's, plan la an innovation In
nstronomlcal observntlone, and. he ex-
pects excellent results, as heretofore at-
tempts at observation and photograph-
ing from points at sea level have been
obscured by the clouds. Whenthe Bfl-n- or

la In the proper latitude and longi-
tude aha will heave to and tho naval
seaplane will rise to the height deter-
mined upon as best The photographing
will be done by Stuart Whitman, an rt

photographer, and In the event that
there Is not room In the plane for more
than Whitman and the crew Prof, Todd
will make his observations from the deck
of the ship.

After the airplane returns to the ship

Attributed to General
Prosperity.

SURPRISE TO COMPANIES

Dccfrcaso, Expected Because of
Fewer Solicitors and

Other Causes.

Life, Insurance written by the com-
panies operating In New York during
four months of 1919 haa almost doubled
over last year. At the present ratio, ac-
cording1 to officials of the State Insur-
ance Department, tho total new business
for the J ear would be 310,0.0,000,000, as
compared to 16,800,000,000 In 1918.
