ment by a few pelf-selected rulers to pre-
side over the destinies of a fresborn
American people.

George Wharton Pepper of Philadel-
phia criticized the proposed League of
Nations last night as the est of honor
of the New York Credit Mén's Associn-
tlon at the Hotel Astor. He sald at the
outset that the discussion has been
clouded by the fallure to distingulsh
closely the three different mental attl-
tudes toward the League of Nationa

“First,”" he sald, “there are those who
belleve that the United States wiil never
attain to the full stature of national de-
velopment unless we ars left unham-
pered to declde in any emergency what
part we shall play. Such men point out
that wa went to the aid of the Allies, not
because we had promised to go or be-
cause wome international tribunal had
ordered us to go, but because of convic-
tlon and self Interest ; and our golng was
made all the more impressive because of
its mpontanelty.

“In the second place there are Lhoms
who belleve there ahould be & soclely
of oations acting through an Interna-
tional councll of concllllation, but with-
out power to commit constituent nations;
with large authority to recommend and
advise snd to turn the rays of publicity

| upon International business; substituting

also general and dpen conference for
wecret and exclusive diplomacy. 1 ven-
ture the prediction that when at last
we extort President Wilson'n original
draft from the reluctant maw of the
State Department the country will
be startled to find that thia is the kind
of l.mague of Nations which he pro-
posed, but which within two days was
thrown into the discard In favor of the
plan now before us,

This
means that twelve votes, as required
now for financinl matters, cannot be ob-
tained so long as twe of the men with
thres votes each stand out.

The opinion of the Corporation Coun-
sel wan obiained at the instance of Bor-
ough Prealdent Dowling, who has long
contanded that only a majority vols waa
necessary for all measurea,

DEPOSITS IN SAVINGS
BANKS UP $55.000,000

Big Gain in Year Reported—
Good Work in Victory Loan.

Bavings banka of New York Siale
made an actual galn of $55,000,000 in
dapoaita In the last year over the pre-
ceding year, Samuel H. Beach, presi-
dent of the Havings Bank Assnciation
and president of the Rome Bavings Hank,
told the members at their meeting in the
Hotel Blltmore yesterday.

In spite
of the cumbersome tasks, In swpite of the
lack of Information, the savings banks
handled the loan with more success than
we dared hope for.

*The fact that savings bank deponits
in this State, ns Indeed all over the coun-
try, are greater than ever before in due
largely to the industrial boom which fol-
lowed the war, and to the fact that large
numbers of |mmigranta who hoarded
thelr savings durlng the war have now
declded to place thelr money In safa
keeping. The banking busineks s on
the threshold of the greatest era In Ita
history,"”

The
strikers Included city firemen, who were
replaced by emergency men, and the city

Trads and Labor Council

Although tha pollee voted to strike
they were ordered by unlonists of ths
sirike committes to remaln on duty. No
violance waa reported during the day.

Secretary Robertson of the Labor
Counecil to-night sald the strikers would
not return to work untll they oBtained
all demands,

Train service was not Impeded, ale
though many shopmen quit work. The
tralnmen are not included in the strike.

The bakers walked out during the
afternoon, and to-night only old bread 18
avallable,

The telephone operators have nolified
G. A. Watson, Commissloner of Manl-
toba Clovernment telephones, that they
will strike in sympathy with the striking
bullding  trades and metal workers
union at 7:20 A. M. Friday, -

All large hotels have been hit hard by
the atrike. The cooks, walters, elevator
operators and cieaners all have quit
work. Despite these difficulties the hotels
clalm they will bo able to “carry on."”

Among tha first to feel the effect were
the hovsswives, They realized too late
that all drivers, for both groceries and
butcher shops, would ba callad out and
consequently the storea wers besleged
with telephone orders which they were
unabla to N, The stores are not maks
Ing any effort to malintain thelr dellv-
arles,

Almost 1,600 Government rallrond em-
ployees nt Trascona, a suburb, also have
gone on strike and the most of them
came Into Winnipex to-night on & mpe-

In the post offices only stamp windows
wers open, virtually all the postal em-
ployees having jolned the strike.

Department stores remalned open
throughout the day although manage-
menta of most of the stores admitted
they had been erippled by the walkout
of salesmen and saleswomen.
