Startling won the Arizona Handicap

.and established a new track record at
the Jamaica track yesterday afternoon,
but his performance was Insignificant
compated with that of Ima Frank, which
llnlshed second. The need daughter of
Abe Frank came within an ace of at
compllshlnc what seemed the Impossible.
She ran away nearly two miles, tore a
deep sash In her right flank by running
Into the rati, then went to the starter
and outran seven renowned sprinters
until caught by Startling a few Jumps
from the judges.

The courage and speed of the famous
maro were a revelation, nnd If she had
not got tt Into her wilful head to take a
two mile Journey at a 1 :40 gait before
KOlng to the post she undoubtedly would
have hung up new world's figures ana
galloped ofT with the stake.

Startling ran a great race and la
entitled to all the praine and fame that
goes to a record breaker. He sped over
the Ave and a half furlong route in
1 :0S and clipped a fifth of a second
from the track mark made by the famous
Pan Zareta two years ago. but the per.
formance of Ima Frank was so remark-
able that his record breaking race
seemed mediocre.

The Arizona was the feature of the
card. Fifteen noted sprinters were
entered, but when the blue pencil had
finished It work" only seven of the best
were left to fight for the purse. Ko well
had Walter Vosburgh, the handlcapper,
accomplished his task that It was merely
a guess as to which would be returned
the winner. On past performances al-
most all had a grand chance of success.
It was an open race; every contestant
had a host of supporters, but there were
few racegoers daring enough to make
more than sentimental wagers on their
favorites.

Docile In Paddock:.
VETitle being groomed in the paddock

moat of the contestants were fractious
as green Not so with
Ima Frank. She was as docile as a
lamb and did everything her trainer
nnd attendants asked her to do without
hesitation. Even while little Jockey
Frasch was being hoisted Into the saddle
she didn't as much as move and under
the youngster's guidance stepped ma-
jestically to the gate with her field.

On the track she was a different horse.
She was bent on running, and Frasch
was not big or strong enough to pre-
vent her. Ima Is a heavy headed mare
and after bucking and Jumping about
four or Ave times she lunged forward
and started down the reverse way of
the track at a terrtflo pace. Frasch did
his mightiest to hold her In check, but
his efforts were In vain. She was mas- -

tef"of the situation and did as she
pleased. In his efforts to stop her
"Frasch guided her against the rail,
where she cut her flanks, but even this
rtjd not check her wild spurt until she
had run almost two miles ana,ianaea in
the chute at the far end of the track.

Because of her crazy escapade few
raoegoers believed she had a chance of
running a good race. Then she was
taken to the barrier all believed It was
simply for the purpose of starting and
none thought she would do mora, than

.canter behind her field. Even when sne
sped away from the barrier In front did
any one take her seriously.

Leads Into nomestretch.
But on she sped at an exceptionally

fast paoe, and when she bounded Into
the homestretch at the head of her field
the crowd went wild In their enthusiasm.
All forgot the favorites, on which they
had wagered, to shower praise on the
old mare. When she reached the final
furlong post In front even those who
had wagered against her cheered her
on to greater effort. For another six
teenth of a mile she held command.
Then came what had been expected long
before. She faltered. Her two mile
Jaunt had sapped her speed and strength
and her stride became shorter with each
bound. She was game to the end,
though, and despite fatigue and pain
from her injured side she did her might'
lest to the end and lasted long enough to
take the second end of the purse, a neck
In front of Samuel Riddle's Bully Boy.

"When the field returned to the scales
Startling was accorded a .big ovation,
byit It was mild compared to that be-

stowed on Ima Frank.
Two which promise to

give a good account or themselves in
the rich Juvenile stakes to come later In
the season were uncovered during the
nfternoon. They are Cinderella,
handsome brown filly by Celt nnd
Tpots. owned by W, R. Coe, nnd
Royal Duck, a brown eon of Royal
Realm and Duckshot, belonging to
George D. Wldener. Cinderella made a
big field of high class youngsters look
cheap In the first race and Royal Duck
romped away from a small but select
field of youngsters In the last event

Cinderella Ib the best Ally In the W.
R. Cob barn and great things are ex
ceded of her by her owner and William
Xarrlck, her trainer. To them she Is
another speed marvel like Ellin Queen.

atrongly convinced of the need of a law
prohibiting tha taking of flounders and
tomcods under a reasonable aiaa.
