Btates Raliroad Administration sit up
on tta hind lege with a loud:

“Now, home, Jamen "

The youngster loosened his faded
fummr, threw off an old stoker's cap, al-
awing a shock of curle to tumble over
hin forehead, and, pufing on a clgarette,
further addressed himself;

“Cripes, the old woman’ll ecertainly
pop her eyes when I light Inte Lowell,
Moss. Five years—blame near a career
I ses In that time—and muybe the old'
town won't put out Its welcome mat
vhen I get there. They won't know me
In this scenery of course, and 1 got two
new gold teeth slnce '14 In place of the
two the Germuon ofMcer kicked out of me,
and my eyes are still puffed from the
¢hicrine gas that blindsd me In the
Bomme puah, but when Thomas Crenin,
Fsquire, hits the old burg I guess the
mille'll call it a day."

Young Cronin, Eaq., came to Amer-
fca In an unusual way. Hae actually put
one over on the United States Navy, the
customs officials, the army guards at
Hoboken and the polloe outsids of the
Hoboken gates, “But I says to myself, 1
says, in Liverpool last weoek, I'm going
t+ get back to Lowell and my mother If
I have to swipe one of his Majesty's
shipn” went on Thomas, “Sure the
Crown owes me $400 back pay and »

few pounds gratulty money to boot to
biy a ship with.*

In North Sea and Dardanelles.

Btanding under the superstructure of
Chatham Square, near whers he had
takan lodgings for the day, the youth
told his story :

"I shipped out of Boston befors the
war started, and went to work in the
mines of Caps Breton Islands untll the
war hroks out. and then I jumped into
the Royal Navy. [ saw elaven months
In the North Sea and the Dardaneiles,
and then the P-00, the torpedo boat 1
WaS on, was sunk after & running fght
with a submarine in the North Sea.
Fourteen were killed and my ribs were
mmashed.

“Whean I got out of the London Hon-
pital I enlisted In the Bouth Lancashire
Regiment and in the summer of 1814
we got Inlo the Bomme jam. When the
barrage lifted one morning In July we
waent over, but a machine gun bullet
stopped me, and I woke up In the Larger-
helm Prison Hospital in Hast Prussia.
It meems the Jerrles ment over ®some
chiorine gus when we attacked, and 1
was bilnd for three weeks,

“From that time until the armistioe
wa Britlsh prisoners, 3,000 of us, worked
In one of the Krupp ammunition fac
toriea In the prison camp. We made
high explosive shells and tims fuses
When a fellow wouldn't work an ofcer
would smash him or a bayonet had a
bablt of opening up the skin of your
back, Look at my back—Iit's full of
punctures,. Not that [ wouldn't wark.
but we were all pretty weak. Wea got
& half pound of black bread, a half
pound of tinned beef and ten. Fellows
who refused to worlk wers put to work
in the sait mines In northern Prussia

“We were kept In the camp from the
armintice until January, and during that
time groups of us were allowed Lo walk
around the town under guard, YWhen
wo went anywhere near the peaple they
would splt ut us, throw bricks and curse
us, nnd we were known as ‘Engliah pigs.’

Beating It Out of England,

*We certainly beat 1t away ns fast
as we could when the order came o
transfer us to Canterbury, England.
Thers T got my dlscharge and §10.
Well, the fare to New York s §90, and
to get my back pay and gratulty I had
to pend In my discharge and the wait
would be glx montha. BSo I got down to
the docks ‘_ur Liverpool, In April, and
theres the U, 8. S, Plattaburg s docked.
Luck was with me. Me and o Canadian
and two girls stowed away on the boat.
The Canudian was a guy who had the
King and Queen tattooed on hia hreast
and It was coversd with sores where
Germans used to prick It to msea the
blood run over the tattoo stuff. Waell,
they caught the girls and the Canadlan
and put them off at Brest

“They took on some goldlers at Brest
and we net sall for America. 1 dreased
as a sallor and mustered In with the
erew nt mustering time, and I was a
passenger with other sallors coming
home. Lots of officers tried to stiok me
with questions,but | got by them adl, The
K. of C. had fellown on the boat giving
the soldiers and sallors tobacco, candy,
:[rrlt and cakes, and I come In for it

“*Then to-day the ship docks over at
Hoboken. 1 jump Into & sweater and
overnlls and get an far as the gats when
the guards hold me up. ! told them 1
wusn't golng out, I cams from outside
and was golng in, and they fell for It
The gang on the boat told me the
Knights of Columbus would stake me
to & ticket home, and sure enough when
1 blew into their place on Fourth ave-
nue and told o man named Fox, who's
the chief works (n the office, about my
experience he filxed ma out gond. Bo

They bruahed aside the woman and con-
tinued down to the street floor. One of
them told her it would be wall for her to
ba qulet

AL the door the men atopped running
and walked into Wall street at a lels-
urely pace, as If they were tenanis leav-
Ing their offices after putting In extra
hours. They passed a pollcaman on their

way toward Willlam strest, But there
wias nothing about them (o attract his
Attention.

As the pollcaman mades his way to-
ward 108 ha saw the sorubwoman atand-

the Old Slip statlon found two safes In
Gorden's offlce with thelr doors pried
or The sectlonal Jimmies with which
t* work had been done lay on the
foor.

The yeggs entered the buliding from
Wall street with false keys, Once In-
aldn the heavy street door thers was
nothing between them and nl] the mafes
In the bullding exespt the frail doora of
the offices of the brokers, importers and
exporters who occupy the bullding. 1In
Gordon's offiee they secured entrmnce by
the almple process of pushing the door In

The bullding had no watchman of Its
own.
