Emslie an Umpire for More
Than Quarter of Century

Bob, Veteran Holder of Indicator, Started-- Playing
"Baseball in His Youth Gained Fame. as

. Pitcher in Canada in Later '70s.

Dy FREDEIUCIC O. Linn.
On of Uis pleasing; lilts of Informa

tion announced from the National Leagus
offices last winter was the statement
John Hcxdler, president of the league,
that Bob Kmsllo would be retained as
a regular umpire In the comlnc season.
A. few years ago old Bob was only a
substitute, but his work has been so
successful during; the last two seasons
that Heydler did well In putting him
back on the regular staff.

They may chide Bob about his wig
and tan him he Is "as blind an a bat,"
but Just the same old Bob continues to
bold his own with the best

The season of 1919 marks Emslie s
twenty-nint- h successive year as a Na-

tional League umpire, as ho came Into
the learue on August 19. 1E91. On Au
gust 19, 1916, the National League had
quite a celebration In honor of his twen

th National League birthday.
Bmslle Is a Canadian and was born

In that extremely virtuous olty of
Ouelph. Ontario, or June 21, 1881, which
would leave Robert at the dignified age
of 57. Later In life Mr. Emslie removed
himself and all his earthly bolonglnga
to the lovely little city of St. Thomas,
Canada, where he now resides, it was
many, many seasons ago tnai
was first heard of In baseball. Along
In the late '70s a young hurler, was
making a great reputation as an expert
in making a baseball curvo ana curve in
a very deceptive manner. Emslie soon
gained recognition as one of tne Desi
pitchers In Canada, which of course was
not saylntr much, for there were out rew
hurlers of class residing within the do
mains of Queen Victoria, at that period.

Started With Tip O'Neill.
Emslie became so proficient In throw.

Ing curves that he was hired to pitch
for a team representing llarrlston, On-

tario. This was about 1878. Harrlston at
that time contained fully 800 souls, and
young Bob was given a position In the
leading hotel as head clerk, which meant
at the very best his board nnd lodging.
Besides this Emslie was paid so much
per game, ranging from II. BO to 31.75.

On the same team with nob was the
famous TIP O'Nell. who later in his
career framed up the highest batting
average for one season In the big league.
With so much undiscovered talent within
Its ranks tho Harrlston Browns were
considered the fastest going bunch In all
the country around them, ror a short
time they were on a war footing with
the Maple Leafs of Guelph nnd the

of London with the famous
Ooldsmlth as their hurler. Bob Ema
ils was some shucks those days, nnd
tho manner In which ha could bend a
baseball around a batter'n neck filled
the natives as well as the opposing bats-
men with utter amaxomont.

Emslie pitched for Guelph during the
season sof 1880-8- and wns fast becom-
ing a great star. Ills wonderful woi'k
for that team made It famous. In the
season of 1882 Emslie was signed to
pitch for tho famous Merrltt club of
Camden, N. J., then n member of the
Interstate League. With that team
Emslie began his real career In profes-
sional baseball.

During the two seasons he was with
tho Cnmden team his work was of the
phenomenal order. In tho sprlnir series
of exhibition gameei he created sensa-
tion after sensation by the manner In
which he put the Indian sign on many of
the big league teams he pitched against.
In the regular season of the Interstate
circuit Emslie was practically unhlttable.
and It seemed as If It were utterly Im-

possible for him to hurl a poor game.
Through this marvellous work Emslie

was signed toy the Baltimore club of the
American Association, and about the
middle of the season of 1883 began his
career as a major league pitcher. He
finished that season In fine Btyle, but It
was In 1881 that Dmsllo cams to be con-
sidered one of the leading hurlers of the
period. He began tho reason of 1881 by
winning seventeen games out of the first
twenty-one- , nnd his pltchlnsr wns a deep
mystery to nil batsmen of that bhr cir-
cuit. Of the fifty-on- e league games he
pitched that season he lost but eighteen,
and over half of them were six hit
affairs or less. By whiffing 289 batsmen
he sustained his reputation ns a curve
ball artist.

Great Cnrve Ball ritcher.
Many expert critics of tha period

named Emails as the greatest curve ball
pitcher In the game, and his curve ball
was a thing of beauty, but deadly In Its
effect. It was quoted for years after
the great pitcher quit the playing end
of the game by newspapers as tho Ideal
curve, and was held up for comparison
before all new pitching marvels.

During the season of 1885 the strain
of pitching theso amarlng benders began
to tell on the throwing wing of Robert
and for tho first time during his career
as a hurler ho found himself at thomercy of the batsmen. Emsllo closed
his days as a big league pitcher with
the Athletio club of Philadelphia. In thelatter part of 1885.

While with the Toronto club of theold International League In 188B Ems-
lie gave signs of regaining his pitching
arm and effectiveness by winning twelveout of tho ilrst sixteen games. This wasa mere flash In the pan, for when hisbig league reputation worn oft and theopposing batsmen discovered that theonce great Emslie hadn't much left ofhis former skill, only a very graceful de.livery nnd a pleasant smile, they banged
his slow delivery In every direction.

Started In the International.
In the soason of 1887 Emslie signed

with the Memphis club of tho SouthernLeaguo In hopes that the balmy windsof the South would restore the strength
to nis pitching arm, but the heartless
batsmen of the sunny South mado it so
hot for Bob that he shook the skinned
diamond dust from oft his feet and madefor good old Canada. Emslie didn'thave a chance to rest much from base-
ball, for on July 1, 1887. he began his
duties as umpire in the InternationalLeague nnd remained In that circuit asumpire until the end of 1888.

In the year 1890 Emslie hml bl miexperience in umpiring ball games In the
select circles of balldom. That season
he did duty on one of the staffs of um-
pires In the American Association. In
me year issi uia Western Learnm u.after a fashion, a mnjor league organi-
zation nnd all Its umpires were unrter
the national board of control, and Emsliewas appointed as ono of the staff to
render decisions In that body. IJ until
midsummer Robert performed nobly, so
nooiy in xact tnai on August 19 ho was
transferred to the old National and at
Cincinnati on that date nobert Emslie
began his career as a National League
umpire and has reported for duty every
season since.

For over a quarter of a century the
famous umpire has handed out decisions
In the parent leaguo. At the least esti-
mate Emslie has rendered 125,000 de-
cisions In that time. If it were possible
to ascertain Just how many genuine
kicks wero mads during that period It
would bo possible to figure up Bob's
average as an umpire.

Lonar Service In the MnJora.
This great length of eervlco would

stamp Emslie as one who has made an
almost perfect success In the position.
Ills long service In the majors Is the best
evidence that he has attended to his
duties In an honest and fearless manner.
Emslie stands a great deal from players
becauso he always admires a lighter of
the right sort, one who battles tooth and
nail to win games. Ho has consider-
able feeling for a chap of that type,
but the senseless kicker nnd user of pro-
fane languago ha will not tolerate, and
uses his authority to tho limit In order
to regulate this class of players.

Emslla's experience as n big league
umpire would fill a vory largo book, and,
we might add, an Interesting one, How-
ever, very few havo over succeeded In
getting Robert Emsllo to divulge much
baseball ore, and In consequence the
baseball publlo have missed eomethlng.
A rather Mlent person la this gentleman
who has mado a record and reputation
as one of the best In perhaps tho hardest
and most trying calling a human being
ever followed. To-da- y the games are
regular pink tea ufnlrs to handle com-
pared to what they were in the days of
the bit? twelve club circuit.

Umpires those days had to battle with
nuch detper.ite fighters as CapL Ason,
Forappy Bill. Joyce, Pat Heabcau and
John McGraw the two latter men when
they were nt their worst. Right In the
midst of this fiery crowd did Emsllo
inakM his rupuUtlon as tto best up tie
of the period. These old warriors ,. . n
learned that Boh Emslie wns honest In
every way. In every detail, nnd this won
their respect,
