The occasion on that nineteenth of
May was tho graduation of the class
of '69 in the Columbia Law School, sit-

uated at that time in Lafayette place
opposite the Astor Library. As the
years went by it became more and
moro evident that the class of '69 was
no ordinary one, and for many years
now it has been a common saying in
the legal profession that It contained
more distinguished members than any
other class that Columbia ever had
more, that Is, in proportion to its num-
bers than any other, for there were
only 128 men who received their
diplomas that day.

evening, on the semi-
centennial nnnlversary of the gradua-
tion of their class, covers are to bo laU
in a private dining room at Delmon-ico'- s

for twenty-tw- o men, all who sur-
vive of tho entlro membership.

Some of the twenty-tw- o have added
ttreatly to the renown of the class,
though naturally enough there were
many of great distinction who have
passed away. To enumerate these lat-
ter would be to call a long roll, but
some brief mention of some of tho
survivors will be found of considerable
interest, even to laymen. Among
members of tho bar It is regarded as a
remarkable list.

In the first placo It Is distinctively
American, 125 of those who graduated

American manner. The question there-
fore arises as to what the American
men who will be called upon to play
an active part will think of It.

All reports agreo that tho Tanks
adapted themselves remarkably well
to conditions in Europe during the
war. The Yank strolling In Pic-
cadilly was soon at homo In a free and
easy manner with the British Tommy
and with every ono else. In France,
the customs appealed to tho American
soldier who adopted the slogan of fol-
lowing more or less the natural trend
of French life without however losing
his Individuality. When in Rome, do
as the Romans do, wus in a sense a
motto.

Thus, if a Tank was married In
London, the British customs prevailed,

being American bom, only three being
of foreign birth.

The anniversary dinners which have
been eaten from time to time by the
steadily decreasing group have been
highly informal, though there Is al-
ways a toastmastcr, not by appoint-
ment but by common consent. There
Is little doubt that Francis Lyndo Stet-
son, If he be ablo to attend this year,
will be expected, as usual, to All that
position. Many years ago ho became
the private counsel to J. I. Morgan
and has continued as tho leading
counsel of the Morgan interests until
now.

It Is perhaps owing more to the ef-

forts of Frank J. Duplgnae than to'
anything els that the class organiza-
tion has been kept altvo all these years
and It is always he who arranges tho
dinners, he being recognized by his
classmates as the secretary of tho class
by natural selection. He opened a law
office of his own on May 1 following
his graduation and continued in active
practice in this city until May 1 of
last year.

James Applejon Morgan long ago
dropped one of his names and Is now
known throughout the literary world
as Dr. Appleton Morgan, the founder
of the Shakesperlan Society and prob-
ably the leading authority on Eliza-
bethan literature. Like tho late Ham-
ilton W. Mable, who was also a mem-
ber of the class, his tastes wero too
strong for his training, and while
Mable became editor of the Outlook,
Morgan gradually gave more and more
of his attention to belles-lettre- s and
less and less to the law.

Only ono other member of the class,
David A. Curtis, abandoned tho pur-
suit of the law for literary work.

or if an American soldier went visit-
ing in Franco he knew how to do what
the French expected of him. This
American adaptability was a strong
card in his favor. It was cultivated In
advance and a timely campaign was
initiated here bofore the American
Expeditionary Force went overseas to
teach the soldiers something of foreign
customs, to give them a smattering
of French and to explain the habits
of the peoples who were to be their
hosts.

helth, the son of Noah. The name
Armenian Is derived from Aram, ono
of the mighty kings of the nation.
The first Armenian dynasty dates back
to 2S50 B. C.

Armenia is tho proud possessor of
Ararat now the republic of Ararat
which is identified with the beginnings
of tho history of the human race, for
when the flood subsided Noah's ark
is supposed to have rested upon the
mountain of Ararat. The name of the
village at the entrance to the glen
on the northeast foot of Mount Ararat
Is Arghurl, meaning "he planted the
vine' and American troops may be
told that this was Noah's vineyard.
Near by Is another spot called "Ma-nard- ,"

meaning "the mother lies here,"
and this Is pointed out as tho burial
placo of Noah's wife. The first strip
of land seen from the ark is also
shown to visitors at a placo called
"Cravan." meaning visible, and the
town of Nakchwan, meaning "first
habitation." is another point of Inter-
est.

If the little Reputflle of Ararat
wins mandatory protection from the
United States, American soldiers may
have the opportunity of defending the
mountain which is regarded with
superstitious awe. It Is believed by
the surrounding people still to con-
tain tho relics of Noah's' ark. un
changed by time or decay. But Tatars
and Turks say its summit Is the abode
of the devil and launch frequent cam-
paigns against its "evil influence."'
American troops may well have an
opportunity of engaging In almost con-
tinuous warfare In defence of this
most ancient historical ahrlne.

Kot Many Troops Needed.
Diplomats In "Washington, especially

the Bulgarian Minister, say that the
taking over of mandatory powers by
tho United States will not involvo
sending large bodies of troops to hold
the country down by force. They say
a distinction should be ipade between
wending troops to a friendly country
nnd to a country where tho people
would be hostile as a whole. America,
because of her money and her disin-
terestedness, would ie royally received.
A fow regiments of American troops
would be all that would be necessary,
the Bulgarian Minister believes, to ex-
ercise tho mandatory powers for the
particular benefit of the Armenians for

All New York Joins in

It enough, tho big bleak Hallenbeck
building Just back of City Hall In

Pearl street Occupied ns a depot by
tho Quartermaster's Department of the
nrmy during the war, it Is dreary
enough to repel moro than a casual
glanco from the passerby. Tet through
It, In a scant two weeks, nearly 1,000
discharged soldiers and sailors, men
from high salaried professional types to
unskilled laborers, who went In Jobless,
uncertain and worried as to their
civilian livelihood, havo come out se-

cure In Jobs and freo from tho lot down
In morale that discouragement breeds.

Through It they have gono to South
America, Cuba, Detroit and by the
hundreds found their readjustment
back Into civilian berths right here
next to their own front door in New
Tork. -

For the old building at 505 Pearl
street Is now the centralized reemploy-
ment bureau of New Tork for soldiers,
sailors and marines. In It all Greater
New York, moro than eighty employ-
ers' associations and welfare associa-
tions (Red Cross, National Catholic
War Council, K. of C U. S. Employ-
ment Service. Jewish Welfaro Board,
T. M. C. A., Salvation Army and War
Camp Community Service), havo united
In a mighty stride to swing New
York's name clear of the stigma of
letting her walk the city
st roots Jobless.

If a "closeup" of the discharged men
seeking readjustment back Into civilian
life Is desired, ono cannot do better
than follow tho arrow up to the fourth
floor to the registration division. There
while you will find hundreds of men in
the various stages of Job hunting, you
will get your first surprise In finding
so remarkably few men In uniform.

Near by a man Is answering tho
questionnaire to the clerk opposite.
Informally they sit facing each other
at a Bmall table well away from tho
rest of the group to Insure privacy.

Some of the Extreme Types,
"Yes, I was a pressor of math-

ematics In a Western university
for eleven years before I got my com-
mission In a field artillery," he was
saying, "but my experience overseas
has convinced me that I want some-
thing broader and bigger now. I will
never be satisfied to be shut up In a
classroom again. And by tho way, I
speak and read and write four Ian- -

tho next fifteen years. The American
officers could forpi rural militia and
rural guards from the ranks of the
Armenians, and tho regiments of
American troops maintained in Ar-

menia with the full consent of tho peo-
ple would form the backbone of the
military force.

Admittedly there is more or less a
state of continual war In Armenia be-
cause of the Kurds who prey on the
Christians. Tho Beys or chiefs of the
Kurds harnss the Christians In every
way and break up Christian marriage
ceremonies in order to selzo the brides.
There is at present no organized force
to hold tho Kurds In check and they
live on robbery and pillage. But with
American troops In Armenia it is firm-
ly believed by diplomats that the ac-
tivities of the Kurds will be held In
check If not stamped out altogether.
One view 13 that tho Kurds might
even lay down their arms as soon as
they see the American troops arrive.

Queer Marrlaire fnatoms.
The Armenians are Intelligent and

economical. Tho ancient customs pre-
vail In many places and here there
will be special opportunity for the
Americans to learn and appreciate the
ancient ways. New ideas of courtship,
of marriage, of social etiquette will be
absorbed by the Tanks.

For example. If an American soldier
goes to call on a girl he may find her
father present and may be offered a
cup of coffee, while the girl waits for
tho empty cup. The American soldier
must 'drink coffee, return the cup and

"say:
"God reward you, beautiful child "
If the American receives a ring the

next day, It means that tho girl likes
him and that the wedding ceremony is
to lie held eight days later.

The wedding, according to the cus-
tom of the people, always licglns on
Friday. This means that the bride
and her friends go to the public bath
and spend the day tathlng and feast-
ing. The Invited guests, in their best
clothes, go to tho house on Saturday
night, whero they sit on tho floor or
in chairs, according to their station in
life. A wedding repast with rare
Oriental dishes Is had from low tables
and It Is by custom not a dry supper.
So far apparently tho bride and the
bridegroom celebrate each with their

guages, so that ought to help.'
Across the immense room a big,

husky fellow was going through the
same questionnaire.

"I can't read or write," was his un-
abashed answer to the examlnor when
asked to sign his name. Inquiry de-
veloped he was born In tho mountains
of Kentucky. A common laborer, yet
he was accustomed to pulling down
his $4.50 a day before the war equal
to tho field artillery officer's professor-
ship Income.

In between these extreme typos there
daily are hundreds of others Just as
varied and interesting.

"Aw, what I did was nothing much,
believe me," nn embarrassed young
man was objecting as a pal told the
examiner ho had been cited for ex-
treme bravery In action. Hli "noth-
ing much" was to ndvanco to rescus
his top sergeant lying wounded out
in the open nnd cleaning out an enemy
machine nest single handed. For this
he was cited by Brlg.-Ge- Plorco of
the Twenty-sevent- h Division.

"I slashed the barbed wlro with my
bayonet. Bullets peppered nil about
me but only ono got me. Honest, I
sure don't know how I did it. Just
luck, I guess. But when I goe back
with my sergeant over my shoulder It
was too late; he lived Just long enough
to glvo me somo things for his mother
and then crumpled up. A Job? Well,
I was a crackerjack bookkeeper be-
fore I wont In, but now It's got to be
something out of doors," he added
cheerfully. "When you're gassed your
noso gets to bleeding nnd you feel
dizzy like when tho air gets too cIoro."

Another wounded man, who beforo
tho war was an Interior decorator,
was placed by tho bureau In tho same
capacity with a leading Fifth avenue
house, "I was with the French nrmy
as an ambulance driver and 'was
wounded and slightly gassed when a
gas shell exploded near my post," ho
said. "I stayed thero about twelve
hours driving tho wounded, and then I
was relieved and had my head fixed
up."

Many men on releaso in the service
aro undecided as to tho chotco of a
Job between their old pre-w- ar occu-
pation and that learned In tho army.
Ono such man's mind was quickly
mado up for him. "Well, I was n
army cook and I thought I kinder like
to stick to It," was his uncertain an-
swer when questioned. Just then a
woman rang up to call for a good

cwn friends and In their own way.
The ceremony continues on' into the
next day, which is featured by the
bridegroom having his head shaved
before tho guests in a very showy
manner and with great ceremony.

Drldesrroom'a Clothes Blessed.
Later, In case tho bridegroom is an

American soldier for example, the
priest nrrives to bless 'tho Tank'B
wearing apparel before ho puts It on.
By ten o'clock all start out, priest,
bridegroom and friends, for the home
of tho bride. Tho men carry torches
and are accompanied by musicians.
Arriving on tho scene the American
soldier would be welcomed bv having
rose water sprinkled over nim and
would otherwise be nc-ord-rd a magnif-
icent reception. He begins then to go
the rounds, kissing the hands of all
tho guests, but beginning with the
father-in-la- w and tho mother-in-la-

Tho bride meanwhile, appearing very
bashful, remains modestly off in a
corner covered from head to foot In
scarlet silk. Sho must not reppond
when the priest first 'calls: "Bring
forth the bride." Upon the second call
she must also stand pat, but on the
third call sho conies forth.

The American and his brldo would
then go to tho altar, where after a cer-
emony lasting about an hour their
heads come In contacts The heads are
tied together with a string and the
ceremony is finished for tho tlmo be-
ing. The actual ceremonial function
continues until, the following Saturday,
when tho Tank and his bride would bo
called upon to go to tho homo of the
father-in-la- w and mother-in-la- w and
kiss their hands again.

Hhoei Stand at Door.
If a Yank Is a guest he must not

forget to take off his boots beforo en-
tering the parlor. He will see shoes
arranged In pairs at the door, serving
as a "Who's Who" for guests preceding
him. In some cases slippers put over
the boots for the special occasion will
serve tho same purpose as taking off
the shoes, the idea being that the
guest must not enter with the shoes
carrying the dirt from tho street.

Tho self-style- d cook looked startled
when the call was passed on to him.

cupation. Hundreds of men, being
restless and dissatisfied to return to
their former occupation and yot not
knowing how to go about getting any
other, the bureau, as on outgrowth
of this dally pressure for expert ad-vlc- o,

has developed a vocational guid-
ance division for any man who cares
to drop In.

In the registration division each
of tho eight welfaro organizations
actively Interested in 'tho reemploy-
ment bureau havo established nn ex-
perienced vocational guidance man. In
addition a largo lott opening off tho
floor has been opened as an audl-t3:Iu-

where throughout the day a
ten minutes talk by business men, vo-

cational guidance experts will be
given to any ono interested. Through
this department tho buroau seeks to
help unskilled men out of their old
blind ally ruts.
Difficult to Place TTnikllled Men.

Ono of the greatest problems of the
bureau has been exactly this ono o
placing the unskilled, untrained men
who daily pour In at the bureau, un-
qualified for tho hundreds of surplus
technical and professional posts which
they huve on their books to offer

men.
"Despite our dally energetlo drive for

Jobs of general ottlce work and other
unskilled types asked for by tho men,
it Is growing increasingly dllllcult to
match up tho dally overflow of men
who Beek tho unskilled Job," said Alfrod
L. Smith, executive secretary cf the
reemployment committee for soldiers,
sailors and marines reemployment,
which opened the bureau on April 2S.
"In placing them tho vocational di-

vision hns been a direct factor for
quick action. Tako tho case of the
unskilled clerk who said thero was
nothing else that ho could do. After
n lengthy Interview It developed that
ho was highly skilled In his knowl-
edge of the technique of flrcarniH.
'Why, I never thought of using It to
get a Job," he confessed. 'Besides, how
would I go about It?'

"Direct from the examiner he was
sent to a manufacturer of firearms

their beards. To do so would signify
punlshmont, for the peoplo thero never
shave their beards excepting when
forced to, Just as Americans seldom
shavo their heads unless they are re-
sponding to prison regulations.

Some of tho gestures will bo per-
plexing to the Americans at first, but
he would have little trouble in learn-
ing them. For example, ho must not
shako his head to say "No," but must
throw his head backward. If he means
"Como here" ho mu3t wavo his hands
away from him.

There would bo plenty of saloons If
such things wero not out of date now
for tho American soldier, but he would
find no liquor sold within 200 yards ofa temple or a cemetery. A quart of
sharab or wine could be purchased for
Ave cents. Raki or "booze" would tic
cheap, too, and foreign brands arc
understood to bo on sule.

Certain superstitions would have to
be learned to avoid giving possible
alarm. For example, the American M-
idler should never enter a homo wltii
the right foot tlrst. That Is,bad luck

Much of Armenians glorious huton
in tho war will still bo fresh In the
memory of all when tho Americans ar
rive, if they do arrive. The Armenian?
suffered greatly throughout the war
and It is estimated that aboyt

of the three million perished
Armenian inhabitants of tho Caucasus
had to faco on tho one hand the
Turkish regular army of 100,000 men
and on tho other hand tho armed
forces of hundreds of thousands of
Tatars. Small Armenian forces
fought heroically against heavy odd-an- d

their spirit never faltered dospltn
tho Increasing burdens they had to
bear. It is everywhere admitted t!i.r
recognition should bo extended to tli!s
spirit. Whether America becomes a
mandatory for Armenia or whether
other simpler means of extending aid
Is followed is still an open question.
