Briton Tcllg Why Latin Amer-

ica Prefers United King-

dom's Goods.

BILLING IS A BIG ITEM

lack of Proper Amount of
Courtesy in Business Also

Charged Against Us.

Frederick N. Martinez, British com-

mercial representative, who spent two
nd a hft" years recently In South

Amtrlca, In reply to a question ns to
whit position ths United States occu-
pies as compared to Great Britain In
Ua Latin American markets, said:

"Great strides have been made by the
United States In the desire to capture;
the trade of the Latin American republ-
ics. On these countries to-d- all firms
nxlous to Increase their export business

pave their eye fixed, but I venture the
opinion that the United States have not
liken advantage of all possibilities, and
crpecially was she negligent during the
tirller period ol the war, when she
wis left unfettered in the matter of
obtaining business, " not only for the
present but for the future.

"I may say that the United Stats
U not appreciated as a business com-
munity In the Latin American markets)
for many reasons. Their representat-
ives lack that knowledge of the cust-
oms. Ideals and commercial needs ot
these markets. They are, to quote an
Americanism, always in a hurry.

"Business In these markets must be
conducted not only on the principle of
manana' but according to
the methods which British houses have
cultivated to a great extent in their
dialings with the Latin Americans and
which have not been thoroughly studied
and practised by the Americans. I will
not refer to bad packing of goods nor
dwell oh the question of exacting terms
of trading the American always wishes
to see the money safe In hand before
despatching his wares.

Wrong; Impression at Start.
"A general complaint against the

Americans has been that goods have
been supplied entirely different from
requirements, thus creating a wrong Im-
pression at the beginning. I state this
with special emphasis because as a gen-
eral rule British houses In their trading
hare made a study of these matters.

"Reference might be made also to the
American marking of goods for ship-
ment, which has been severely criticised
on the ground that these marks are
hardly ever the same as those on the
bills of lading. This, at first glance,
may seem a trivial matter, but the
Seuth American customs are strict about
procedure In handllng.goods, and heavy
fines are Imposed it the regulations are
rot compiled with.

"Further, heavy fines are imposed and
much delay is caused when bills of lad-
ing do not accompany the goods. Often
English goods are hung up in clearance
through houses here being lax In the
list mentioned respect. More than this,
the correspondence of the American
houses Is curt and without any consid-
eration to future advantages.

"A letter nicely worded very often
does more to aid In cementing business
rtlatioas- than anything else. In addit-
ion, It is against the Americans that
too often they are represented In these
markets by men whose education and
manners leave much to be desired. This
la a matter of much Importance, aad Is
looked upon by the South Americans
with more than a passing glance.

Advantages Not Pressed.
"Taking all together, thereforo, the

advantages which the United States
has had In capturing trade have not
been pressed home during the war, and
there Is a call, which I feel sure will
not be neglected, for supplies ot British
foods the products of those who have
mastered the difficulties of the Latin-Americ- an

markets in all their aspects.
"The Americans have shown great ac-

tivity In their banking business by estab-Minin- g

institutions designed to aid in
the competition with British trade in the
future. These will undoubtedly help
American commercial enterprise by the
facilities they can afford to representat-
ives when visiting the Latin-Americ-

countries. But to-d- there is an un-
doubted preference for British travell-
ers who have visited these markets, and
who, it must not be forgotten, hare
trwled there for" a much longer time than
our American cousins."

No Secret Trade and Political
Arrangement, Dr. Miraldd

Asserts.

NOT AGAINST GUATEMALA

Consul-Gcncr- al of Honduras in
Now York Says Country Is
Friendly With Neighbors.

Till Bun: Several days ago
there was published In Tim Sun a spe-

cial despatch from Washington about
the political situation In Honduras. It
was stated that there was a secret treaty
between-- El Salvador and Honduras, in-

tended to be an alliance against Guate-
mala and its Government for political
and commercial supremacy.

The Oovernment of Honduras, headed
by Dr. Francisco Bertrand, has been
since its beginning ons of order, prog-
ress an dgood faith; one which has
made every possible effort to maintain
the friendliest relations with 1U neigh-
bors and with all the Central American
republics.

There Is not, as far as I know through
my official Information, such a treaty
between El Salvador and Honduras, al-
though both countries are now and have
been for a long time standing In the
best relations politically and commer-
cially.

President Bertrand has given to Hon-
duras one of the finest administrations
on record, not only by sustaining In the
country the high principles t.

Justice and liberty, but by promoting
foreign trade and commerce with the
civilized nations of the world, particu-
larly with the United States of
America.

The most Important enterprises In
Honduras belong to or are managed by
American concerns; The United Fruit
Company, Rosario and Honduras Min-
ing Company, Vaccaro Bros. 8. 8. &
R. R. Co., The Cuyamel Fruit Company,
Dutu Sugar Company, Ac, and many
others are now under development.
This means that American capital la
promoting business In Honduras to a
great extent.

All Americans who land on Its coasts
find protection, guarantees and the
moral support of tho Government for
their energies and activities. These fa-
vorable conditions have been moro re-
markable under the regime of Dr. Bert-
rand. The Government over which he
presides has always had a marked ad-
herence and attachment to the policies
of the United States, adherence which
has led to the promotion of greater com-
mercial relations with this country. All
the products of Honduras are brought to
the markets of the United State gold,
sliver, rubber, hides, bananas, sarsa pa-
ri 11a, coffee, sugar, timber, Ac.

In matters concerning politics and In-

terior affairs of the country the Gov-
ernment of Dr. Bertrand has been dis-
tinguished for Its good faith and loyalty
to the platform on which it was elected.

Enter as a Brother.
The proud soul of the Indian, the Im-

mense art treasures and the torrents of
hatred and generosity In which this race
prolongs Its secular martyrdom, provoke
an almost mythological respect for this
land whose coast line Is now seen more
clearly as the clouds of the lawn dis-
appear.

I enter Mexico not as a stranger but
as a brother of this Mexican family. I
do not come with prejudice of a cit-
izen belonging to a democracy such as
Chile, founded on the basis of an in-
violable peace, but with a heart full of
hope for the future of Mexico, a great
and populous and rich nation, without
the concurrence of which there can be no

I am a writer of South America,
trained after the French school: conse-
quently what I have to think and write,
upon seeing the destruction and gran-
deur of the Mexican revolution, will be
from a point of view far different from
those writers who can only deplore the
disadvantages and never appreciate the
advantages of a social upheaval. The
fact that I come to Mexico at the re-
quest of a certain Mexican Institution
does not deprive me of the absolute In-
dependence to form my own opinion of
the country and its present crisis. But
my Intention Is not to fill many pages
with pure politics, but to Include all this
country has to exalt the enthusiasm of
the observe!- - tho relics of the past, Its
resplendent sun. Its dusky people, the
typical aspect of Its cities.

Before the woody hills of Vera Cruz I
take off my hat as Cyrano on the
Franco- Hispanic frontier to salute the
most doleful peopl of the continent, the
"sentimental, sensible and sensitive"
land, as was said on one occasion by thegreat Darlo.

The boat approaches the dock of Vera
Cruz. The authorities make a threaten-
ing examination of the passports to Iden-
tify each person entering the country,
as the Government Is careful to prevent
all those Individuals who took part In
the dictatorship of Huerta or later se-
ditious uprisings from entering the
country. The attitude of these official

gents makes me understand that the
political passion has not yet died out In
the hearts of these men, so poorly
dressed and having the aspect of mes-
tizos.

Here for the first time I see the type
or the "pelado" (penniless Mexican),
dressed with a light suit of white
-- aianta- (Dieacned cotton) and sandals
and protected against the sun by nn Im-
mense hat. A little later I discovered
mat some or them carry in these hats
various objects which the rest of human
creatures carry In their pockets.

Tne mornmg is clear; the sierra Is
enveloped In n thin gray mist and there
Is nothing to suggest this being tho
land of the cruel god Hultchzillpotzll.

aome pretty girls with their fresh
fares and gay colored costumes add a
note of frivolity to tho crowds who
are fatigued and sad. The porters go
back and forth with perfect ease as
though In no hurry whatever to make
any money. "Jefeclto" (little chief) Is
tho first word that fascinates me In the
language ot this Mexican rabble, so
typical, so defined nnd perhaps the most
picturesque In Latin America.

Watches Mexican Knees.
I examine with profound curiosity the

expression of these people as I Imagine
that each Individual must have ex-
perienced the tragedies or been a char-
acter In the Mexican history through
Its long and painful revolutionary
scourge. I recall all the terrible stories
told to me and cannot help being un-
consciously prejudiced against the word
"revolution." a strange and hateful
word for the Chilean ear, unaccustomed
to any lack of discipline, whether for
the good or for bad. While I am com-
plying with the customs regulations be-

fore some very courteous employees who
are very careful to respect my diplo-
matic passport, I suddenly recall the
advices given me In Chile, before sail-
ing, both In a Jocular and serious way;
to display a Chilean flag, have an In-

terview with Pancho Villa, take care
that the Zapatistas do not rat your son
alive and other warnings In tho same
strain.

The Idea that the foreigners have
formed regarding the situation In Mex
ico Is so contused that no one succeeds
In distinguishing either the politics, the
geography or the chronology of this
country. The cablegraphlo agencies and
the correspondents In New York have Is-

sued some of the most absurd and con
tradictory news throughout the conti
nent in a way that only one very care
ful to analyze conditions could gather
anything from this chaos.

I, although better Informed than the
majority, find myself adrift with this
mountain of absurdities about the revo-
lution. It Is difficult not to have some
ot that repeated by the general public
leave Its traces. My servant asks If
wc- are not going to meet Gen. Zapata
at Vera Cruz, and I begin to reflect
thst my Chilean servant knows as much
about the greatest Latin American revo-
lution as some deputies of my country,
ss the correspondent of T.n Haton of
Lucnos Ayres, or Leon Bourgeois. With
new Impressions I leave the hotel late
In the afternoon with my wife to saun- -

ter along the streets. A trolley goes
through the main streets, which are
wU paved and illuminated by splendid
lamps. Buildings of two and three
stories, many shops, automobiles, tele-
phone wires, crowds going back and
forth, that Is to save the same banality
ot ai.y modern city large or small.

In the cigar stores my attention Is
called to two things : The excellent Mex-
ican cigars and the postal cards, which
recall the North American occupation.
These cards represent bloody scenes that
reechoed all over America when the sit-
uation In Mexico was passing through
Its most sinister period, and when the
Latin continent was in mourning for
the martyrdom of her sister republic.
This occupation, brought to a head with
rrudence by the American Oovernment,
affected the countries of the south, bun
did not alarm them, but the repugnant
Government ot Huerta had tried the
patience of the serious Governments of
Latin America.

The fashionable cafes under the por-
tals of the Plaza Principal (ZocaloVare
thronged with people taking refresh-
ments, while a band in the stand of the
square plays an air from "Paglloccl."
The hats of the officials alternate with
the great "charro" hats at the tables of
the taverns. Not a woman Is to bo seen
there. I buy a copy of 1 Dictamen. an
old Vera Cruzan newspaper which gives
the great surprise of an article signed
by Don Fernando Ygleslas Calderon, a
writer whose works I have studied In
Chile, and one of the men whom I was
preparing to Interview In Mexico, he be-

ing an eminent authority on historical
matters. The article is a documentary
lash against the assassins of Madero.

The dusk of the evening shows up the
silhouette of the old towers surrounding
the plaza. One of these towers Is part
of what was at one time a church, but
which Is now a barracks or something
similar to one. The other Is the tower
of the cathedral, a massive Spanish
structure. In the cornices of which roost
some "tecolotes," those large block birds
so famous In Peru for their sanitary role.

Upon passing the cathedral I note
that Its doors are open and a religious
ceremony ta going on,

In foreign countries it is supposed that
Mexico lacks all public worship. My
wife and I enter the church. The shady
naves have only the majesty of "poverty.
Primitive Images and pictures lighted by
small electric bulbs listen to their third
century of Invariable prayers. A priest
of attractive appearance directs thoxere-mon- y,

which the faithful heed with
meekness.

Night having fallen, I direct my steps
toward the wharves to view the historic
stronghold of San Juan de Ulua. but the
fog Is so dense over the sea that nothing
can be seen of this celebrated castle ot
anguisn, wnicn makes one th nk of the
horrors of the Tower of London or of
the prison of San Angelo.

NO LABOR DISORDER

ON CHILE MAY DAY

Changes Mado in Cabinet
Bccauso of Present Polit-

ical System.

BIG EXPORT IN NITRATE

Plans. Mado for Special Envoy
to Visit England in

October.

Laborers' Holiday On May 1 the hol-
iday of worklngmen was celebrated with
the greatest of order and quietness.
There were parades and meetings, but
no disorder of any Importance occurred.
In all the cities of the republic the same
calmness prevailed. The crisis Daased
which was caused by the suspension ot
worK-a- t the termination of the war. The
workmen are finding new fields of activ-
ity in the Industries, and It Is believed
that this state of well being will go on
uninterrupted. The disaster In Argen
tine industries has presented a. situation
that the Chilean laborer wishes to avoid.

Partial Change of Cabinet By reason
of the political system there have been
changes of the personnel of the Cabinet
The Minister of the Interior is Senor An-Ml-

Hevla Rlquelme, former pleni-
potentiary to Brazil, Japan and Mexico.
Sapor Hevla Requetme assisted Presi-
dent Madero of Mexico till his last mo-
ments, when Huerta took him nrlsoner
and resolved to assassinate htm. The
Minister of Justice and Publlp Instruc-
tion is Senor Pablo Ramirez, one of the
youngest statesmen of Chile, and a lead
ing ngure in the courts. In politics and
In the university. Senor Ram I res be-
longs to a group of Intellectual young
men, educated In the modern school of
law and sociology, to whom Chile owes
a large part of her surprising social
progress. Senor Ramirez has belonged
to the House of Representatives' during
two sessions and Is the leader of the
radical party. The young Minister has
done much In promoting progressive and
"Peacemaking Ideas for his country
through the channel of public instruc-
tion, "and tho Oovernment has given
much attention to his efforts against
illiteracy.

Nitrate 'When the peace treaty Is
once signed In Europe It is expected
the export of nitrate productions will In-
crease considerably, as Europe needs to
revive Its agriculture. Further, It Is
believed that the critical situation ot
Germany being obliged to pay enormous
sums and when financially very weak
will not permit her to engage In the
manufacture of expensive fertilizers, for
which reason large quantities of Chilean
nitrate should be used In agriculture.
Also countries which previously knew
little of Chilean nitrates will now buy
them, as they realize their extraordinary
Importance for agricultural uses.

Special Embaity for England It Is
said that In October next a special em-
bassy will go to England to return the
visit made to Chllo by the English Am-
bassador, Sir Maurice de Bunsen.

Arbitration A treaty of arbitration
has been signed with England.

Latin Section of THE SUIT Kl Mrr--
eurio, La Union, La Norton and Bl
riario Ihutrado refer to the Latin Amer-
ican section of Tnx Sun of New York
and praise the splendid Idea of a great
American newspaper giving recognition
to Latin America, by which means the
United States will lose a false Impres-
sion of the Latin American race and of
the confusion which has existed between
the most diversified countries of the con-
tinent. It is asked that on this great
occasion of American consolidation the
people of the United States will try to
understand more nearly Latin America,
to distinguish the aspirations, the char-
acter and the importance of each one of
the twenty-tw- o republics of the three
Americas and their Ideals of progress.

Congress of Newspapers,
as one of the truly useful means of
working for the mutual knowledge of all
the countries of America and for the
harmony of their political and moral
relations.

Falie Reports About Chile A tele-
graphic report has been transmitted of
an editorial article of the New York
Commercial, In which It is said that' 31
per cent, of the population of Chile have
German blood. This statement could
not be more false or of worse Intention,
for In Chile there are only about 15,000
persons born In Germany or of German
origin among the 5,000,000 Inhabitants
which the country has. This proportion
la inslgnmcant In comparison to the
number of Germans In Brazil, Argentina,
the United States and other countries.
In Chile the few Germans havo no politi-
cal Influence, and It could be seen that
In the case of the last elections the Ger-
man Chileans voted and worked for the
candidates recognized for their allied
Ideas.

Retirement of Two Chilean Officer
The announcement made by the foreign
press of a military conspiracy to over-
throw the Government and establish In
Chllo the rule of the Soviets under the
direction of the soldiers nnd workmen Is
entirely false. Though the Socialist agi-
tation has been considerable enough,
nevertheless Chile has not had to sufferany of the disorders which have afflicted
the Argentine Republic in'eplte of the
nearness of the latter and the easy
means of communication between the
two countries. The Government has
taken extreme measures to prevent the
Introduction Into the country of danger-
ous elements. Tho truth about the Inci-
dent to which allusion wss made Is that
the Government held It not In accordance
with the traditional discipline of the
army of Chile that a group of officers
ehould asume to deliberate upon the
manner In which the Bolshevlstlo propa-
ganda should be avoided In Chile. This
gave opportunity to express some Ideas
that tho Government nnd the military
supervisors held as contrary to discipline
and then they Imposed severe punish-
ment on the officers Involved. Gens.
Moore and Armstrong, who were parties
to tho Incident, suffered the penalty of
be-ln- suspended from the army. In eplte
of their large and lengthy service for the
country. This Indicates that the Repub-
lic of Chile maintains without weaken-
ing the tradition of a firm Oovernment
and with the controlled spirit which Is
the secret of Its progress. Chile's or
ganization renders Impossible any mill
tary conspiracy.

Parrel Poit Service The notice that a
posttl convention has Just been signed
between the Governments of the United
States and the Chilean Ambassador In
Washington, according to which the par-
cels post service remains In force be-
tween the two countries, has been well
received here. This will permit the com
merce between these countries to In
crease greatly.
