The reason for the positive state
tnent that the pistol Is not loaded Is
os plain as the nose on your face.

. After the Inst word has been said
about Executive powers nnd Legisla-
tive limitations the fact remains thnt
tlio Constitution does not mako the
President the dictator of tho acts of
Congress but docs make tho .Con-
gress the judge of the acts of the
President, and In case of need his
executioner.

Tho document aforesaid leaves no
doubt ns to the whereabouts of the
ultimate authority.

their places In civil life. For four
years the energy nnd brains of the
country had been devoted to bitter
fratricidal war.

Jteconstructlon hen meant pome-

lo thing far different from what It means
to-da-y. The fcoclal system of the Con-

federacy had been torn up by the
roots nnd cast on tho scrap heap. A
new element hnd been admitted to
citizenship without suiuclcnt prepara-
tion to cxerclso Its privileges and
bear its burdens, The supporters of
the Union were divided In their coun-
sels in Congress and out. The na-

tion was heavily In debt.
Yet, though many blunders were

made, though the way was long and
difficult, the problems of neaco were
attacked and mastered. The threat

T of a monarchy on our southern border
nlltrwl iirltri flit. lilnrnriAiin ttvutdm -

met- and overcome. Tho rehabilita-
tion of the nation's financial affairs
was accomplished.

To-da- y America faces no such diff-
iculties as those our fathers faced and
overcamo In tho 'COs and "70s. Prob-'lera- s

must bo solved. The disorgani-
zation caused by war must be cor-
rected. The men withdrawn from
civil life to defend the country must
be restored to their place in the so-

cial fabric of a peace loving commu-
nity. The debt of the country must
be met. Business must bo reestab-
lished on a normal basis. But to do
these necessary tasks there Is a united
nnd rigorous population dwelling In n
country of unparalleled richness,
whose territories have been spared
the devastation of hostilities.

Tint tho task before us will be
speedily accomplished the record of
that other reconstruction which this
historic anniversary brings to mind

Dark Days In Treaty Dtscu-iio- n.

It s manifestly Impossible to
on orderly nnd Intelligent dis-

cussion of tho numerous notes of pro-
test and recommendation submitted

' to the Pence Conference by the Ger- -'

man delegates without knowledge of
the terms of the peace treaty sub-- j
roltted to them by the Congress of
Paris, This essential knowledge no
American outsido n few who enjoy
be Intimate confidence of President

WitsoN possesses.
The German delegates argue with

tho eomplcto treaty, a document of
t0,000 words, bpforo them. In the
United States we have been permitted
tp see the first nnd second drafts of
tho proposed constitution of a leuguo
of nations, and an 8,000 word synop-
sis of the various other provisions of
the treaty. This condensation of the

document was prepared by represen-
tatives of' tho Allied and Associated
Powers. Already the fact has been
divulged that tho epltomo which has
been published hero omits mention of
one Important provision of tho treaty

that governing tho resumption of
commerce with Germany subsequent
to its ratification by three of the
grent Powers. Thero may be other
equally significant passages In the
treaty which" tho epltomlsers over-
looked or deliberately left out of their
version. Obviously they had to dis-
regard much In order to keep their
work within the bounds Bet.

Tho treaty, however, and not the
synopsis of it, Is tho document tho
German delegates havo before them.
They write with completo Information
as to alt Its details, with full under-
standing of tho manner In which ono
clause Is modified by another, with
exact comprehension of the values put
on various words and phrases by tho
draftsmen of this momentous writ-
ing. Their pleas and protestations
cannot bo Judged at their real value
by any person who Is deprived of the
Information they utilize.

It, is reported that a copy of the
treaty Is now In tho Stnto Depart-
ment, but It is lnacccsstblo not only
to the general public, but to the mem-
bers of the Sonate, who must ulti-
mately pass upon It in their official
capacity. Tho members of tho Sen-
ate Committee on Foreign Relations
arc kept In tho same Ignorance of tho
test under disputo In Paris that Is
Imposed on private citizens of tho
United States, notwithstanding the
great advantages which would accrue
to them nnd to the country If they
were able to follow tho arguments
with full understanding.

Thus, It appearran open covenant
Is openly arrived nt in the full Illumi-
nation of the Fourteen Points. It
only remains for President Wilson to
urge, when the treaty Is submitted to
the Senate, as It eventually must bo,
that the Senators hurry their consid-
eration of It, In order that no time
shall be lost In garnering the perfect
fruit of his diplomacy.

Imports Mountains High.
In his Congress message President

Wicson speaks of our Imports as If,
because of tho war, they were a tri-
fling matter. They seem also to be
regarded by various members of tho
House and of tho Senate as negligi-
ble. Without knowing anything about
It, pretty nearly everybody, In truth,
takes It for granted that tho war
unnlhllated our import business. As
a matter of fact It is huge.

With Germany and Austria shut
out of our markets, with France hav-
ing llttlo to sell to us or to anybody,
with the United Kingdom devoting
the great part of Its exportable prod-
ucts to the Allies ami their depen-
dencies, nevertheless It is a fact, a
marvellous fact, that ever since Eu-
rope went to wur, now nearly five
years ago, and ever 6lnco we our-
selves went into it, now two years
ngo, our imports have climbed, and
climbed high.

It happens that at tho very moment
President Wilson was addressing
Congress on the subject our foreign
trade figures for April were given out.
By whatever chance, tho figures of
this year at 1273,000,000 were some
HO00.000 lower thnn for April a year
ago. But they were $70,000,000
higher thnn for April, 1017, just when
we were going lo war. They were
?3r,000,000 higher than tho year be-

fore wc wont to war. They wore
$100,000,000 hlghor than in April' of
1014, the year Europe went to war.
They were ?130,000,0X) hlghor thnn
In tho year before Europe went to
war. They were $130,000,000 higher
thnn exactly ten years ago, with no
war cloud visible nnd nono suspected
In the sky of civilization. They were
not far from $200,000,000 higher than
In 1003, with n total for April in that
year of a mero $87,000,000.

With tho United Kingdom, Frnncc
and Italy still virtually out of our
mnrkets, with Germany, Auetrln and
Itussla still out, with much of the
Old World still hampered by shipping
conditions from getting into our mnr-
kets s freely as they seek to got In,
the great big truth is that our im-
ports In April of this year were five
times what they were only twenty
years ago.

The April showing, moreover, was
not a mere nccldent of statistics. The
ton months ending with April toll the
same story of a swift and enormous
Increnso year after year. F?r the ten
months of the fiscal year ending with
April, 1017, Just when we were going
Into the war, our ImjiorLs wero two
billions of dollars. Foe tho corre-
sponding period ending with April of
this year they wero approximately
two nnd a half billions of dollars. For
(ho ten months of the flscnl year end-
ing with April, inn, Just before the
war flame burst over Europe, our Im-
ports were a little more than n billion
nnd a half of dollars nearly a billion
dollars lower than this year.

Ten years ngo the first ten months
of the fiscal year of 1000 showed

slightly In excess of a billion
dollars, as compared with this year's
two and n hlilf billions.

yaw, It Is to bo kept in mind that
In tho case of our Imports as In the
caso of our exports, i part of this In-

crenso Is expressed merely In dollar
marks, not tons of steel, bushels of
grain, yards of textiles, &c. Exactly
as foreigners, for example, have had
to pay uVa billion dollars for 400,-000,0-

bushels of .heat where, nt the
pre-wa- r prices, It would havo been
somewhere around four hundred mllU
Ion dollars, so we havo bqd to pay
more for n given number of tons of
rubber, or sacks of coffee, or bales of
silk, or whatever It happened to be.
But neither with exports nor with Im-
ports have tbo higher prices accounted
for nnythlx',' like the Increase of our

foreign trad In tbo last twenty years,
or ten years, or five years.

But, whatever tho price factor has
been in our foreign trado gains, pic-

ture our imports both in value and In
volume when again open outward the
trade gates of thft United Kingdom,
of France, Germany and Italy, per-
haps even of distracted and chaotic
Russia; when again nrgostcs sail
freely nnd frequently from China and
India from all the Far Hast as well
ns from thoso countries of Europo
which throughout the war were neu-
tral but shlpless.

Nobody looking Into the future with
cloar vision can tal to sec our imports
looming mountains high.

A Good Policy In Battleships as
Well as In Seaplanes.

Tho Secretary ot tho Navy, after a
talk with the head of his Aviation Di-

vision, has announced a policy In sea-pia-

building which ho might well
apply to tho battleship programme.
Mr. Daniels said :

"W aTMl that for tho Immedlat
future tho wis thing to do Is to spand
mors money on experiments than on
tha quantity production of planes.
That shall be my policy."

This is sound sense. It would bo
foolish to build a large number of
seaplanes like Commander Towewi's
llttlo fleet Just because Read's craft
made a successful flight from New-
foundland to tho Asorcs. The obvi-
ous thing to do la to improve as much
as possible on the type ot NC used
in the present trial, curing tho defects
which caused tho NO-- 3 to be crippled
on coming down to the water and
adding cnglno power, fuel capacity
and breadth of wing until a seaplane
Is built which will fly from New-
foundland to Ireland or from the el-

bow of South America to tho shoul-
der of Africa. Only practical flights
will show the wenknesses and strong
points of aircraft; paper and pencil
cannot do tt By dint of actual trial
wo ought In two or three years to
have seaplanes that will reverse the
first voyage of Columbus and fly
from Watllng's Island to Palos, not
even stopping, as the Discoverer did,
at the Canaries.

The policy of progress without
wasto In the construction of seaplanes
is good also In tho building of battle-
ships. For at least fen years to come
the other Powers are going to be so
poor In money and labor that they
will not, cannot, try to build world
beating navies. If the United States
goes ahead now and spends billions of
dollars on battleships thoso ships will
be out of data when any competitor
builds new ships nnd we would have
to spend new billions on n new pro-
gramme. It would be far better, ns
Secretary Danikls says about sea-

planes, to spend more money on ex-

periments In battleships than on quan-
tity production.

Saint Sophia.
The great religious and sentimental

prize Christendom hoped to win by
tho defeat of Turkey In the war was
tho former Church of Saint Sophia,
now the Mosque of Aya Sophia, In
Constantinople.

If to avoid giving offence to tho
Mohnmmcdnns the Peace Conference
decides to permit the Sultan to retnln
Constantinople, It Is Improbable that
the mosque will he restored to the
Christians. Inasmuch as the Arch-
bishops of Canterbury and York signed
a memorial Inst month to Premier
I.Lnrn Gkorgb declaring that Justice
required thnt the Christians of Con-

stantinople "should have their price-
less building restored to them." such
n decision might suggest that Islam's
Influeneo in the British Emplro was
greater than that of the Church of
England.

To art lovers the decision would be
n matter of regret, as it might doom
to destruction the supreme master-plec- o

of Byzantine art, together with
Its mosaics, which tradition places
among the greut art treasures of tho
world and which Mohammedan piety
has kept covered with whitewash for
centuries to hide tho Christian sym-
bols they represent. The condition of
the mosque Is such that experts havo
pronounced Its collapse lnovltable
unless repairs arc made. The Chris-
tians would certainly do what was
possible to save the edifice; but no
such assertion can be made with re-
spect to tho Turks.

Too Generous, Says Denmark.
That the small nations are not all con-

sumed with a burning dcalrc for mero
extension of territorial possessions
Is shown by several rccont instances.
Soon qfter the signing of the armis-
tice Switzerland refused to entertain
the overtures of n number of south-
ern Baden districts bordering the.
Rhine for incorporation ns a northern
canton of the Republic. A few days
ago tho people of the Austrian crown
land of Vorarlherg voted to bo an-

nexed to Switzerland. The Swiss
Government replied that the people
would take n voto on tho question,
but It did not gle the Vornrlbergers
much hope that their request for an-

nexation would be granted.
A still more Interesting Instance Is

furnished by tho action of the Dan-
ish Government regarding the restora-
tion of Schleswlg to Denmark. To
the Danes Schleswlg nnd Holsteln,
two of their southern provinces whlrh
were appropriated by Prussia In 1800,
have constituted another Alsace ami
Ixirralne. The provinces In question
were taken by Bismarck to carry out
his plan for n Prussian stronghold on
tho North Sea. Thero wits ah explicit
provision In tho treaty that tha pco-pi- e

should have tho right of
but tho provision was

abrogated by n secret understanding
between Germany and Austria. His-mak-

declared thnt n plebiscite was
unnecessary, as tho representations
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which had been made to him by tho
Inhabitants of south Schleswlg con-

vinced htm that the province desired
annexntlbn to Prussia.

In strong contrast to this arbitrary
German course is the position taken
by Ore Rode, tho Danish Minister
of tho Interior. The draft of tho
peace treaty extends the plebiscite by
which the people nro to decide the
question of their future nationality
to south Schleswlg. To this Minister
Rode replies that Denmark wishes tho
plebiscite limited to north and cen
tral Schleswlg. This is not due, ho
doclarcs, to "cautions modesty nor
to any tactical plan of asking less
than we really wish, but to our na
tional desire." Of tho northern and
central parts of Schleswlg the Minis-
ter has no doubt regarding tho racial
and political affiliation of the people.
But the southern portion of the prov-
ince, ho says, Is inhabited by Germans
who even while n part of Denmark
showed themselves hostile to the Dan
ish Government He says: t

"It la to be feared that the south
Schleswlsers, partly owing to the
unsettled conditions In Germany, may
prefer Denmark, and partly that po-

litical plana for keeping- - the former
Duchy of Bchlesvrla- - undivided mlsht
Induce them to vote tor a union with
Denmark, not tecausa they Intend to
become Danes but to preserve Schles-
wlg; with a predominant German
population."

In other words, Denmark does not
want south Schleswlg at any price,
and she will not encourage this dis-
tinctly German land In its efforts to
fall back upon Danish protection In
its present extremity. The possession
of its square miles of territory, Its
ports and cities. Is no compensation
for the peril that It would constitute
to the Danish nationality.

Our Unnecessary Fire Losses.
According to the statistics complied

by the National Board of FIro Un-

derwriters tho fire losses In the United
States In 1018 aggregated 200,050,-88- 5,

a sum higher than had been
reached In any previous year except
1000, when San Frnnclsco was burned
In a conflagration such as wc hope may
never be visited upon us again. Last
year thero were no outstanding dis-
asters, except tho Minnesota forest
fires of October, which were estimated
to have Inflicted damage amounting
to $30,000,000. The increase of losses
In 1018 over 1917 was $40,000,000.

This country was measurably free
from serious Area caused by enemy
activities. The internment of hostile
aliens and the close guard main-
tained by public nnd private agencies
were successful In protecting us from
great dlsnsters of this kind. Some
fires woro undoubtedly the work of
our tnemles, but the greater part of
the losses sustained will bo found, on
analysis of the figures, to havo been
caused by persons who neglected the
most elementary precautions In hand-
ling fire. Carelessness with matches,
cigarettes nnd inflsmmnble substances
lays a heavy burden on the United
States every year.

A tire loss of $200,0r0,8Sr) In a year
means the loss of practically $3 n
head for every person in the country.
The number of unavoidable fires Is
practically negligible. The United
States holds an unenvlahle preemi-
nence In this expensive field of waste,
and the efforts of tho authorities to
Impress the duty of extreme care In
hnndllng fire ere slow In hearing fruit
In tho caso of too many citlzous.

WOT IN THE CONSTITUTION.

No Authority for tlM OHe Called lot
by the Lesgse Covenant.

To nt Bo mm or Tk SvKSir: The
Constltutloa does not specify what of-

fences are Impeachable. Dut thero Is
one offence which beyond question Is
a high crime and misdemeanor. That
la the violation of tha oath to defend
tho Constitution by usurping powers not
granted thereby.

Now where tn the Constitution Is
there any power granted to the Presi-
dent or Benate or any or all of tha de-
partments of 'tlio Government eto create
an office such as the) covenant ot the
league ot Nations contemplates, aamely.
an office with authority to sanction or
veto at discretion tha imposition upon
the people of the United Statea of a
decree by, the "Mr Five," or doxen, if
you will, who are to compose the coun
ell of the Leaguer Our representative
in that council wUl have that autocratic
authority In the cose, for example, of
the admission of a new member to the
League, or of a proposed boycott or
embargo against a recalcitrant member
or a neutral nation.

If we keep faith with tha covenant
no future Senato will have any voloe la
binding "us to such new ally, and Con-
gress and the President nothing to say
about the embargo. Other examples of
the power thus conferred upon an in-

dividual may be found In the covenant
The veto power ot our representative

has been in some Quarters accepted as
a soluUon of the difnculty of subordi-
nating the Untied Sutea to tha decisions
of that council. But It Is only subor
dinating this nation to the decision of
our representative in the council. He
could not be punished for the way ha
might vote any more than the Presi
dent could be Impeached for refusing
to permit Congress to assemble during
the critical months past

The proposition la to pledge tho honor
of the nation to a covenant which is
not binding on the nation, and which,
if unconstitutional, cannot be kept or
enftrred, will not be the supreme law of
the land. Every individual, from the
President down to the lesst of tha cltl--
xens ot the United States, .ought to be
scrupulously Jealous for the honor 'of
the nation, and above all for the Integ-
rity and saeredness of the Constitution.
One may tremble for both of them when
wo me the Senate forced Into the trial
of their faithfulness by the situation.

The
boys who peddle these things while the
gams is In progress obstruct the view of
spectators.

The obstruction Is' bsd enough In It
self, but there Is another fault to be
found with the boys. In an effort to
sell their goodB they bawl out the con
tents of their baskets at the top of their
voices and drown out the announcement
from the umpire whether the ball which
the pitcher has just delivered is a ball
or a strike. Some of the umpires use
sue! peculiar motions to Indicate what
the pitch Is that often It Is Impossible
to determine which way the arbiter has
decided. But if the hand Is quicker
than tho eye the ear Is not so easily
deceived.

Of course a ball game Is not a ball
game without peanuts and soda water,
and one must have a score card to keep
score. These things are essential and
could not be sacrificed, but the spectators
snouia not ue inierixreu trim.

I would suggest a a remedy that the
score cards should be sold before the
game only, and that the other wares,
such as peanuta, and soda water, should
only be sold between the Innings, as
candy la sold during the Intermission In
tha theatres. The boys could alt down
ut the end of the aisles, and when the
Inning was over get right on the Job. I
am sure that It would boi satisfactory
arrangement tor all hand;, and nobody
would N Inconvenienced as at the prcs
ent time.

SUFFS FEEL SURE

OF VOTE IN SENATE

llalo of Maine Joins Forces
With Thoso "Who Approvo

Amendment.

LODGE STILL DUBIOUS

Leaders Say Thoy Havo tlio
Two-thir- ds Necessary

to Passage.

Suffrage lead

era In Washington were Jubilant ht

over the news that Senator Hale (Me.)
has announced ho will vote for the reso.
lution submitting the suffrage constltu
tJonal amendment to the States when It
comes before the Senate. Senator Keyea
(N. H.) recently announced his support
ot the resolution and suffrage leaders
aro now confident that they havo the
two-thir- majority necessary for pas
sage.

Senator Hale's announcement was con-

tained In the following telegram to a
Portland newspaper:

'To Col. Fred N. Dow, Portland Eve-
ning Exprett, Portland, Me. :

"The question of a Federal amendment
to the Constitution relating to woman
suffrage will shortly come up before the
Senate. I took no part In the campaign
prior to the State referendum on woman
suffrage In 1917, but took the position
that I would follow the wishes of the
voters of the State of Maine as expressed
by this referendum when the question of
suffrage should come before the Senate
during the next Congress.

"The State having voted against suf-
frage, accordingly I voted at the last
Congress against the proposed national
amendment At the last session ot the
Maine Legislature a bill was passed
granting Presidential suffrage to the
women of the State for the election to
be held in 1120. The Legislature of the
State of Maine has, therefore, declared
that the women ot the State of Maine
are qualified to vote in a Presidential
election.

"If they aro qualified to- - vote tn a
Presidential election they certainly are
qualified to voto in any other election.
Therefore, as I do not feel that 1 am
longer bound by the position taken by
me In 1917, prior to the Htato referen-
dum, and as my State, by a veto of its
Legislature, has granted Presidential
suffrage to women, I feel that I am now
Justified In voting for the Federal amend
ment when the matter comes before the
Senate, and shall do so."

Definite plans for taking up the reso-
lution In the Senate have not yet been
mode, but in view of the fact that so
many Republicans are back of the reso-
lution suffrage advocates are hopeful
that they can take It from the Senate
calendar and put It squarely before the
Senate at an early date. Senator Lodge,
the Republican leader, has been a con-
sistent opponent ot suffrage, but he may
not care to try to stave off Indefinitely
a vote which cannot be avoided before
adjournment Is taken and which would
probably dispose of a question which
otherwise Is certain to ba bothersome.

Lacking the Lodge leadership, friends
ot suffrage will depend on Senator John
son (California), who wilt probably be
chairman of the suffrage committee, and
Senator Curtis, the Republican whip, to- -

carry tne nght through.
