The body of the Right Rev. David
Hummell Greer, Bishop of the Episcopal
Diocese of New York, was buried yester-
day morning In the erypt of the Cath-
edral of St John the Divine, the great
chureh  whose erection was due largely
tc hin ln.bor-. after funeral services had
been held In the auditorfum of the cath-

edral, Many of the high dignitaries of | &

tha Eplecopal church took part in the
vervices,

Beldom has New York seen & more
impressive seiting than the oathedral
piegentad.  Innumerable flowers mads
tha altar before which the casket lay a
rolid bank of beauty “‘ fragrance.
Long streameors of bisck “and purple
niourning were draped about the chancel
and the north pulpit. used by ihe clergy
of the cathsdral. On the Bishop's pulpit
wers lwo palms bound tlogether with
black mnd purple ribbon. and a cluster
of violeta. Clusters of white carnations
Bihop Greer's favorite flower, domi-
unted the decorations of the altar.

The great cathedral wag fAled with
more than a thousand clergymen and
hundreds of repressntatives of wari.us

oring came the funeral procession, led
by the crucifer, holding a gulden orucifix
on high. ‘

The cholr followed, and then cams the
aoolytas, bearing the flag. The cathe-
dral clergy ied the ministers of Protest-
ant ehurches honorary pall bearers and
the organizations represented. The pro-
cegalonal was closed by bishops of the
Eplscopal, the Greek and the Russian
Orthodox churchea Aw the Right Rev.
Joseph M. Francle, Bishop of Indlanapo-
!ls, reached the centrs of the nave, he
began the opening sentences of the ser-
viee, reciting them as the proceasional
walked to their seata. The cholr chanted
the Nintieth Pealm when Blshop Francis
concluded. The lesson was read by the
Very Rev. Howard Robbinm, dean of the
cathedral, from the north pulpit

Hardly had his woloe cemsed in the
meamired chant, than the cholr sang an-~
other, or rather the frst of several
hymns favored by Bishop Greer, and
which he long ago had selected for his
funeral :

Another
kathem, “I Heard & Volce from Heaven,™
followed, nlmost merging Into the Kyrie.
The Lard's Prayer was repeatsd by all
Prayers and the benediction were sald,
followed by chimes. Then the reces-
tlonal hymn was sung, the last linss of
whicrh were:

The cofin was barne through ths
chancel, through the nave and out the
north door Into the sunshine as this
peon of triumph swelled from the choir
and congregation alike, with the tones of
the organ adding to the triumph of the
theme of everlasting lfe over death.
The cofMin was carried to the erypt. di-
Tectly under the altar, and Interred thers.
Henediction and prayers wers aald and
the ciargy who had followsd for the ser-
vice, returned to the cathedral and re-

tired to the vestry house. The mservice
lasted an hour.
