TEACHER, CALLED
RADICAL, LOSES JOB

Education Board to Meet Cen-
tral Federated Union.

Ilenjamln Olassberg, teacher of his-
tory In the Commercial High School In
Brooklyn, who was suspended In Janu-
ary for his allcgod utterances In support
of Uolshovlsm, was dismissed from the
teaching service by the Hoard of Educa-
tion at its tegular meeting yesterday.
Tho dismissal was based on the report
of the special committee which held a
hearing and investigated the charges
against Olassberg and which found him
guilty.

Tho board also decided to arrango a
meeting between tho members of tho
board and the executive officers of the
Central Federated Union. This action
was taken at the request ot James S.
lloyle. who presented a petition asking
that the board hear the union represen-
tatives. Mr. lloyle said the Union had
sent thrco communications to tho Board
of Education, but that- - all of thenv had
been Ignored.

"Tho Central Federated Union repre-
sents every trade union in the city," he
said, "and we wish to havo the oppor-
tunity to publicly state to your body
how wo differ with you on your attttudu
toward the teachers' union."

Mrs. J. J. Schoonhaven headed a dele-
gation from Brooklyn which appeared
before the board tflurge tho construc-
tion of a commercial high school for
girls in that borough. The board heard
tho views of several members of the
delegation and promised to consider the
matter.

To Feter Cleary was awarded the eon-tra- ct

WOMEN SEIZED FOR

MOBBING LANDLORDS

Police Called to Quell Attacks
on "Schleppers" in Browns-

ville District.

After upsetting two "BChleppers" as
they were toting furniture of threo
evicted families from a four story-- tene-
ment at 387 Williams avenue, Drowns,
ville, Brooklyn, last evening, a mob of
fat, shrieking women tenants, all on
strike, cleaned up the landlord and the
prospective landlord. They chased the
pair around the block, mussed up the
former and pulled his whiskers.

Then they turned their attention to
his companion In - misery, smashed his
eyeglasses, ripped oft his coat and pulled
out his shirt fall. Both victims agreed
after the excitement was over that it is
worth every cent a fellow gets out ot it
to own paying real estate In Brownsville.

Policemen arrested two women ten-
ants and nearly lost them several times
in the rush of the maddened rent pay-
ers, who resented any Interference with
their plans to show tho landlord whero
he got off.

Twenty families In tho house havo
been on "strike" for three weeks. They
demanded a reduction of 10 per cent, on
their rents after the figures had been
Jacked up from $14 to J22 and from $1
to 128. The strike has been conducted
under the auspices of the Brooklyn Ten-
ants League under the able leadershln
of "The Big Three," consisting of Abram
Shlplacoff, former Assemblyman ; Charles
ijoiomon, Assemhlyman, and Barney
Wolff, Alderman. All thrco are Social
ists and glad of It.

Urges Mortgages Up to 840,-00- 0

Bo Exempted From
Income Tax.

BETURN NOW TOO SMALL

Accessary to Attract. Money to
Mortgage Market to Start

Building Boom.

Clarence 11. Kelsey, president of the
Title Guarantee nnd Trust Company
since 1SJ1, told the Lockwood 'legisla-
tive committee yesterday afternoon that
If all mortgages up to 830,000 or 840,000
were exempt from Income taxes it would
accomplish far more in solving tho build-
ing and housing problem than any other
devices that are being considered.
building boom or' a great construction
period cannot be financed except through
borrowed money, he said, and bo much Is
required that It Is necessary to make
mortgages attractive to tho average
man.

iou have got to ralso tho money." he
said, "and you ought to raise tho money
by natural processes, by making It at
tractive to money to go Into the bus!
ness; and I think the situation Is so
Important that It Is very desirable to
tempt the average man's money into tho
mortgage market by making such an
Inducement to htm. Tou are trying to
get a man to lend hls4 money at 5 or nt.o vuuiiua u per ana men you
are laKing irom that nnd they are be
ginning to find it out. It Is the only
way you will get enough money to solvo
me proDiom properly."

Why MortKnires Are; Uelntr Called.,
Sir. Kelsey, who referred to hlmeelf

ana associates as "merchants of mort
gages," explained that there Is a .dis
position on the part of some lenders tocap their mortgages, giving the reason
thit the Income taxes, surtaxes, are so
heavy that the net return from a mort
gage Investment Is too low, and they
do not care to continue the mortgage.
Asked by Elmer G. Sammis. counsel to
the committee, if the sale of the Gov-
ernment bonds, more or less free from
Income tax, made the real estate loans
less desirable at the .prevailing rates,
.Mr Kelsey replied: "Of course, a 4Vi
of o )i per cent, loan free of tax was
better tlian a S per cent, loan with 1 or
i Vi per cent, taken oft it."

"What suggestion have you to offer
as to meeting the present emergency In
connection with the renting situation,
especially In the case of profiteering?"

"Oh, produce more "space nnd compe- -
iiucn win stop the profiteering."

Reerring to "profiteering landlords,"
Mt. Kelsey said there are "hogs every-
where" and they cannot be controlled
except In the manner ho suggested.

CHANGES ITS PLEA

News Company Elects to Stand
With "Tribune" on Justifi-

cation Excuse

MOBE SOLDIERS TESTIFY

Profit Sharing System Ex-

plained After It Is Attacked
as Mythical.

Sptdal Detpatch to Tns Sow,
Mount Clements, Mich., May S8.

When the trial of Henry Ford's million
dollar libel suit against the Chicago
Tribune was resumed In Jmlim .Tnme n.
Tucker's Court y the Solomon News
Company, codefendant with the Chicago
Tribune Company, withdrew Its original
plea of lack of knowledge and Innocent
distribution of the offending editorial
caning .nr. an anarchist.

Tho firm, capitalized nt n. smnlt num.
elected to stand on tho plea of Justifica-
tion mado by the Tribune.

The Solomon News Company consists
of Max and Sam Solomon of Detroit and
Henry Solomon of Cleveland, all formei
newsboys, and was made defendant
merely to get service in Michigan. At
the beginning ot the present trial Ford's
counsel announced that the Solomon ccn
cern would not be held liable.

Tho court uppeared perplexed at the
Solomons' attitude, and has not yet ruled
on the motion.

More Ford employees who left to go to
the border with the National Guard In
1&16 testified thnt the Ford company
restored their positions after they re
turnee irom service. This was the sub-
stance of the whole day's testimony.

During the afternoon session an offl-Cl- nl

of the Ford educntlonnl and Inves.
tlgntlon department, explained the

profit sharing system of tho Ford
Motor Company. Objections by the
counsel for tho defence that the profit
sharing schemo was purely "mythical"
and that tho men wero paid a fixed sum
were overruled. It was. shown that a
skilled laborer profited considerably less
than an unskilled one. In 1914 the mini-
mum wage was 34 cents per hour nnd
the maximum '80 cents. In tho distri
bution of profits tho 34 cent per hour
laDorer pronted 284 cents, while the
highly skilled men received an increase
of but "Vi cents.

Tho duties of the investigators were
explained. They ascertain the home
conditions of every employee, nnd keep
a card index of how many there are in
the family, tho employee's debts, bank
accounts, where his Idle hours were spent
and similar Information.

Mr, Ford, If the case lasts that long,
expects to spend the summer here, al-
though he has been llttio in court so far.
He has rented offices and moved Ills per-
sonal staff to this city.
