“The present treaty, of which hoth
the French and English texts shall be
authentle, shall be ratifled. The deposit
of ratifications shall be made In Paris
as soon as possible,

“Powers of which the seat of govern-
ment i outside of Europs will be en-
titied marely to Inform the Government
of the French Republic through their
diplomatic representativés in Parls that
thelr ratifiontion has been given: In
that case they must transmit the instru-
ment of ratification us soon aa poaslble.

“A first process verbal or deposit of
rutlfcations will he drawn up as soon
as the treaty han been ratifled by Ger-
many on the one hand and by three of
the principal allled and assoclated
Powers on the other hand.

“From the date of this frst process
verba! the treaty will come Into force
bastween the high contracting powers
who have ratifled it. For the determinn-
tion of all periods of time provided for
In the present treaty this date will he
the date of coming Into force of the
treaty. In all other respects the treaty
will be entered Into for each FPower at
the date of the deposit of Its ratifica-
tlon.

“The French Government will tranamit
to ull signatory Powers a certified copy
of the process verbaux or deposit of
ratifications. In faith whereof the above
mentioned plenipotentinries have signed
the present act.

"Done at Versalllez in a slgned copy
which will remain deposited in the
archives of the French Republlc and of
which authenticated coples will be trans-
mitted to ench of the signatory Powers.'

HE WARS ON UKRAIL

Paderewski Tells Col. House
Armistice With Petlura Is
Being Observed.

PEACE NEGOTIATIONS ON

That Jews Have Not Been
Massaered.

Panis, May 28 —Ignace Jan Paderew-
mki, the Polinh Premier, had a long con-
ferance this afternoon with Col, B, M.
House of the American peace delega-
tlon, and probubly will appear before the
Councll of Four to-morrow, After hav-
Ing visited 'ol. House M. Taderewakl
told  the correspondent he wams much
gratified with the situntion In Warsaw,
where he had a perfect understanding
with his Government. He sdded that he
was  conflaent the Peacs Conference
would, after hearing his explanation of
the apparent vielation of the Ukrainian
armistice, support the poaition taken by
the Pollskh Diet,

“Our armistice,” sald M. Paderewakl,
"Is with Petlura's Government, which
fe the real Ukralne Government and han
no connection with the crowd of Ukral-
nlan bandits Iin Galicia, who had been
Attacking us and had to be suppressed.
The armistice with Petlurn {s respected,
aml pence negouiations actually are go-
Ing on now between him and the Roliah
Government.”

This statemont was made In connee-
ton with m discussion of tha reports of
pogroms In Poland. He asserted there
had not been a single pogrom in Poland
#lnce he became Premier,

Many reported pogroms are to he at-
tributed to German propaganda, accord-
ing to M. Paderewskl, wlhich, he said,
has beon locating Russion disorders in
fPoland and twisting Bolshevik clushes
intoe pogroms,

At Homel, Russia, M. Paderewskl
said, 2,000 Jews were killed. In Lem-
berg the Ukrainfans committed many
’trocities which erroneously were
charged to the Toles. At Plusk Aus-
trian influence eaused much opposition
to the PFollsh troops, with the result
that many were executed, Jews amons
them, Hut this was held Ly the Pre-
mier to ba not a pogrem but tha In-
avitable development of war,
