IN ARMY PROMOTION

Bftdlcal Change Troposod in
Bill to Bo Urged by "War

Department.

EFFICIENCY WILL COUNT

Seniority to Bo "Waived and
Those Who Fail to Win

3Iarks to Be Dropped.

WRH!.vaTpN, May 31. Promotion by
selection for officers of the peace time
fcrmy through n system even more radi-
cal than that now In effect in tlio navy
Is under consideration by Secretary
Baker with a view to Incorporation In
the army bill to be presented to the pres-
ent Congress. Special boards, appointed
to compile from the efficiency reports of
officers' master lists,' which will be used
In the selection of officers for promotion,
already have mado their final reports In
many cases, and the plan is practically
ready for adoption as soon as It has been
riven legislative approval.

Announcement was made y of
the appointment of two boards of off-
icers to review the lists already sub
mitted. In each case the board includes
the highest ranking officers of the arm
to be passed upon. Llci)t. -- (Jen. Robert
It. Dullard heads the Infantry board.

Includes Major-Ge- n. William M
Wright and Brlg.-Gei- i. Harry O, Learn-
ard, while the cavalry board will be
headed by Major-Ge- Jesso Mcl. Carter
and will Include I3rlg.-Gen- s. Frank M
Caldwell and John S. Winn.

These boards, It was' announced, will
sutmlt to Gen. March recommendations
for the final classification of all officers
In the Regular Army.

All officers will be listed in three
classes: First, those found qualified for
Higher rank, regardless of their position
on the permanent lineal list ; second,
those qualified for promotion because
of seniority, and In the (lnal category
officers disqualified as a result of the
low grades Indicated on their efficiency
records.

Officers In the first clan would be
Jumped Into higher ioeItlons over the
heads of any number of seniors who are
placed Ip the second and third classes.
and officers In the second class also
would be promoted to the higher rank
for which they are qualified. The third
list would Include those who have fallod
to keep step and who. In the opinion of
the Department, should be eliminated.

The proposal that promotions In the
army hereafter shall be by selection Is
regarded as the only Important person-
nel feature which the War Department
will attempt to Insert In the new army
Din. with respect to the War Depart-rae- nt

Itself, however. It Is considered cer-
tain that, the bill will Include provisions
uesignea td perpetuate the new organiza-tlon-

which have grown out of the
of the great war.

The finance department. ' under the
plan, would be continued entirely
separate. from the Quartermaster Corps,
with increased responsibilities and scope :
a transportation corps, in addition to
the Motor Transport Corps, would bo
provided, and the Quartermaster Corps
would be reduced to a shadow, of the
old department, having to do only with
comparatively minor matters of equip
ment. Procurement of all supplies may
be placed under the purchase and
storage service.

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MANY PRAISE WORK

OF GEN. WILLIAMS

Chjef of Ordnnnco Tells of
Tasks Performed by Men

behind ArmjPr-- '

Major-Ge- C. C. Williams, Chief of
Ordnance of the army during most of
the period of the war, was the guest
of the Society of Arts and Bclences last
night tit the Hiitmore. Oen. Williams
served as chief ordnance officer of the
Mexican expedition and accompanied
uen. to France as chief ord
nanco officer of the A. K. K., and when
It became apparent that the principal
work of the Ordnance Department must
be done in this country he was ordered
back to Washington to take charge of
the entire production of munitions.

Five hundred members of the society
and their guests attended last night's
dinner. Samuel M. Vauclaln. president
of the Baldwin L6comotlve Works and
member of the War Industries Uoard;
cugene u. lirace, president or the Beth-
lehem Steel Corporation : Lewis Nixon
J'uoiic bervlce Commissioner: Cleveland
Moffett and Gleaves, U. S.
N commanding the cruiser and trans
port force, were the speakers.

air. auclain paid enthusiastic tribute
to the efficiency of the Ordnance Depart
ment under Gen. Williams's administra-
tion, and declared that when there
seemed to be delays In the production of
material they were Invariably the result
of the working out of specifications
which not only made the material of
Belter design but easier to produce. In
the case of the modified Enfield rifle, Mr.
Vauclaln said that the changes In design
not only insured the weapon against the
Jamming of a cartridge, a common fault
in the British design, but made It possi-
ble for one workman 1q assemble 200 of
the rifles in a working day instead of
the former maximum. output of forty.

In replying to the praise which had
been hcaped'upon him". Gen. Williams de.
claied that the great silver phevroned
or uncnevronea army behind the army
composed. of American induitrv and en
glneers, was entitled to' the credit, and
mat it coma not pa individual or per-
sonal.

He made some startling comparisons
of the enormous output of the S.000
plants which were engaged In turning
out ordnance material at the moment of
the armistice. By November 11, he
said, America was producing small arms
amunltlons at a rate which was 10 per
cent greater than that of England and
twice that of 'France, and the tota"!
amount manufactured in this country
equalled three bUUon rounds.

The total value of" the material of
every kind which the Army Ordnance
Department turned out' during the period
of the war was 'the equivalent, he said,
of reproducing every building and struc-
ture In the entire city-- of New York In a
year, or of building and furnishing a
duplicate of the Biltmore every twenty-fou- r

hours.
Gen. William.'" concluded with a plea

for some plan of preserving the knowl-
edge of ordnance gained wiring the war
period.

DAKOTAN ARRIVES
WITH 79TH TROOPS

Transport Heartily Greeted
by Philadelphia Crowd.

Philadelphia, Pa., May IS. Greeted
by factory whistles and siren blasts of
river craft, the transport Dakotan ar-
rived here with the first con-
tingent ef Seventy-nint- h Division troos
to be landed at this port. The trans-
port to eaeartee from Marcus Hook,
Pa., by a nuiriber of w'elfldme home boats,
and tho returning soldiers were given
a hearty recwtlon by a wait-
ing at the wharf. After being- - served
with refreshments by the Red Cross tho
men were taken to Camp Dlx,

Tho Dakotan, which sailed from St.
Nazalre on May 1G, brought 1,656 men,
chiefly from the 315th Infantry, 305th
Clothing Unit, scattered Fifteenth Com-
pany, Second Regiment, Air Service me-
chanics. Fifty-fourt- h Base Hospital,
Eighty-sixt- h Base Hospital, Seventy- -
ninth Military Police Company and
Medical Detachment 310th Field Artil-
lery Detachment, scattered; 215th Infan-
try, Third Battalion Headquarters, Sani-
tary Detachment and Companies L and
M and 698 discharges.

Because of storms tho Dakotan ar-
rived two days later than had been ex-

pected. Two days after leaving port
the transport ran Into a evero storm
which kept the men below decks, and last
Monday another was encountered. Al-

though there wss some seasickness
among the troops all of them appeared
to be in good health y.

Supreme Court Justice Tlerney re
served decision yesterday and asked for
him by Saul E. Kojrers, an nttorney of
66 Broadway in behalf of William B.
Mitchell of Forest Hills, I I., for an
injunction restraining the local agency
of the Bank of Montreal from paying
over to representatives of the Carrania
Government of Mexico a sum of approx-brief- s

In the application' brought before
Imately $145,000. This money is on
deposit with the Canadian bank for the

account of the now 'defunct Banca de
Londres r Mextco. of which Mitchell
wns tho manager.

The action grows out of the decree all
Issued-b- y Carrania September IB, 1916,
suspending the banking laws of Mexlcp
and declarlnr void all the bank char
ters in the southern republic. When
this decree went Into effect the bank of
London and Mexico had on deposit with
onr.its in ths United States atiDroxl- -
matcly half a million dollars. This
amount Carranza, through Dr. Alfredo
Caturegll, his financial representative
and a member of the Commission Hone- -
tarla, appointed by tho Mexican presi-
dent to liquidate the banks, seeks to ob
tain. in

Dr. Caturegll some weeks ago broueht
suit to recover the monev that was on
deposit with the Bank of British North
America, but was turned over with tho
other assets of that bank when It was
absorbed recently by the Bank of Mont
real, in the arguments vesterdav coun
sel for Dr. Caturegll contended that ns
he was the representative of the finan
cial department of the Mexican Govern
ment and In the position of a receiver
of the funds of the Bank of London
and Mexico the court had no authority
to act' In the matter Involving a friendly
tcverelgn power.

Besides asking for the order restrain
ing the Bank of Montreal from paying
over me money to Carranza s represen
tatlve. the Mitchell application prayed
for the appointment of a receiver to
safeguard the funds within the Jurisdic
tion or the court snd an order restrain
lng Dr. Caturegll from pressing his suit
further. Justice Tlerney announced
that he was convinced that he had no
power fo issue such an order.

Attorney Rogers in making his argu-
ment for a restraining order revleweo
the story of the seizure of the bank and
tho depletion of its gold and silver re
serve, amounting to upward of $10,000.-00- 0,

through a series of forced loans to
the Carranza Government The details

Lot the alleged wrecking of the- bank by
this process were told In a recent Issue
of The Sun. Mr. Rogers declared that
If Carranza's agent ever got his hands
on what Is left of the bank's resources

Lthe money would disappear beyond the
Jurisdiction of the court, would find its
way Into Carranza's exchequer and make
Impossible any chance of recovery by
creditors of the bank In this (state.

"If this money gets bock to Mexico,'
said Mt1. Rogers, "It Is gone. We know
what is going to happen to that money.
It is going to Carranza Just as sure as
God made little green apples, and then
we will be In the position where we
cannot sue a sovereign State for Hi.
recovery If there Is such a thing as a
sovereign State In this case, and I don't
concede that there Is. This money Is
going to Carranza because he is the ex
ecutive, financial, administrative and
Judicial head of the Mexican Govern
ment ond "

"You don't expect me to set nslde
Carranza's claim to his titles, do your
inquired the cent.

"But the money la here, and Dr. Catu
regit submitted to the Jurisdiction of
this court when ho brought suit to re
cover It," persisted Mr. Rogers.

Jerome S. Hess, counsel for Dr. Catu
regll. attacked the Jurisdiction of the
court, and contended that by conetltu
tlonal act of the de facto Mexican Gov
ernment the funds Involved were now the
actual property of the Republic of .Mex
lco.

The Bank of London and Mexico Is an
Institution entirely British owned, am!
the plaintiff. Mitchell, Is an Englishman,
who had been In charge of the bank's
affairs in Mexico for many yearn until
the Carranza decree went Into effect.

The court's decision is regarded- -
Important, because of its bearing on
future attempts by Carranza to Invoke
tho American courts to gain possession
of funds of other Mexican banks now oi
deposit in the United States,

CONFIRMS PAPER PRICES.

After hearing further evidence
as to costs, Mr. Prlngle says In tho
Judgment that he sees no reason to alter
the original decision.

Previous to the entry of the United
States Into the war 25,000 Americana
hod Joined tho Canadian forces ond
among Uiat number about 5,000 have
received disability discharge nnd have
returned to their homes In the United
States. Since their disability had been
sustained while members of tho Cana
dian Army, Canada promptly took up
tho matter of their physical rehabilita
tion with tho bureau of war risk in-

surance.
These discharged men being widely

scattered, the matter'bf- their physical
rehabilitation presented almost Insur-
mountable difficulties to the Canadian
Department of Soldiers Reeatabllshment,

department with duties similar to
that of tho bureau of war risk Insur
ance. Out of this fact grew the pro- -
oosal to the bureau of war risk Insur
ance to handlo these cases and refer

costs therefor to the Canadian Gov
ernment.

Tho number of Canadians who served
with tho American Army and since dis
charged havo returnod to their homes In
Canada Is much smaller, but these cases
will b handled In like manner: the De
partment of Soldiers Civil Rcestabllsh-men- t

caring for the cases, and the
United States Government meeting the
expense.

SOLDIER'S DESERTION
ALIBI IS RIDICULED

Story of Nace Being Kid-
napped by U-Bo-at Attacked.

Atbr, Mass., May 28. Closing argu-
ments were made to-d- in the trial of
Paul L. Nace, a private at Camp Devens.
who In defence of a charge of desertion
declared that he wns kidnapped anil de-

tained aboard a German submarine be
cause of his knowledge of certain air
plane Improvements.

Lieut. Francis M. Flannagan, coun-
sel for Nace, said that not a single piece
of evidence had been introduced to re
fute tho story told by tho accused. Nace,
he declared, was under

for several hours without making
one contradictory statement

"Only an honest man suro or facts,"
he said, "could take1 the stand ami con-
duct himself as Nace did."

In the argument for the prosecution
Lieut E. H. Zlesler. trial Judgo Advo
cate of the court-martia- l, declared Nace
"either was in touch with German agents
and had voluntarily gone aboard the
German submarine to turn over nis
plans, or else the whole story Is & false-
hood nnd he deliberately deserted."

Lieut Ztegler declared that Nace'a
knowledge of mathematics was so
deficient that ho could not possibly have
evolved plans of an airplane motor
which would revolutionize aviation, and
that drawings submitted to the court
demonstrated no mechanical ability.

Nace was absent from Camp Devens
from May to October of last year. Ac-
cording to his story to the court he was
kidnapped near the camp and taken by
automobiles to tho coast, where he was
placed aboard a German submarino and
kept prisoner throughout the summer.
He finally got on and swam asnore near
the Cape Henry lighthouse on the Vir
ginia coast
