'BITE' AT BILTMORE

Nearly 1,000 Maimed In War
Enjoy Fcnst Given by Pa-

triot Bowman.

TWO GUESTS STONE BLIND

"Ham a bite with me," barked younsr
John ,McE. non-ma- the Jess Wlllard
of hotel men on the spur of tho mo-

ment yesterday. "How about It, fel
lahs?"

"You're on, John," cried about 1,000
always hungry doughboys before John
McE. (who, as has bem Intimated, Is

oung and therefore somewhat impul-
sive) could reconsider and pussyfoot
away while the going was good.

And that Is why streets were blocked
with applauding hundreds up around the
Fershlnsr Square neighborhood yester-
day evening while for almost an hour
young Mr. Dowman's dinner guests
streamed Into the BUtmore. Ever)" man
Jack of the guests had been wounded
in battle; they were. In, fact, tho last
of the battlo wounded to come home
ngatn. All were being temporarily
nursed back to health nt Debarkation
Hospital No. 5 In tho Grand Central
Palace before being sent on to hospitals
near their own homes, and It was In
Debarkation Hospital Five that John
McK. blurted out his Invitation without
stopping to consider what a Rlltmore
dinner to 1,000 was going to set him
back financially.

It was the greatest dinner In the
world the reader may take that con-
servative statement on the word of the
diners themselves. And the press table
will back the wounded soldiers up andgo them one better by Baying that, In
view of the fact that there were no
speeches. It was tho greatest dinner In
any world.

There wasn't anything at the dinner
but Just the best food the bst chef
could put before the best fighting lads
of the goshawfulest war of all time.
Only food and flowers and ragtime and
music and Hawaiian Jazz music and,
above all, no "Mister Chairman, lay-de-

and It affords me
great pleasure to welcome to
our shores," &c &c, &c Grub, good
grub, that's all. And smokes and the
muslo and a glow of hospitality that
caused Host Bowman to cry out at the
last: "Take the flowers off tne tables,
boys, and lug them back to the hospital
with you, If you want 'em. G'wan, clean
out the place."

Jail One. Only One. Speech.
Come to think of It, there was one

speech. John McE. made 'It because
somebody Insisted that he appear on the
balcony. Orator Bowman, once the
cheering had died down a bit, said In
whole :

"God bless you, boys. Cheers. I'd
give you each a botle of beer or two
I more cheers, only the Government will
not let me. Groans. S'long I gotta
go downstairs and get a bottle of beer
myself." Most cheers.

It took from 5 o'clock to 5 :S0 P. M.
for all of Mr. Bowman's guests to file
from the hospital, a stone's throw away,
largely because so many of the lads had
been so pitifully wounded that scores
or them could not, even for a moment,
be taken from wheel chairs. Slowly the
legless were trundled through the short
blocks between the hospital and the Bllt.
moro. more than forty of them belntf
shoved along In Invalid chairs by Bed
Cioss nurses or army orderlies. Hun-dtc-

more were brought the short dis-
tance In ambulances driven by moro
Bed Cross girls and In automobiles that
the hospital workers and Mr. Bowman
had scraped up. And there were long
strings of the wounded who Insisted
upon hobbling the distance on crutches
or with the aid of stout canes.

Two of the soldiers were stone blind.
With each of these walked a Bed Cross
nurse. The crowds that flocked to the
curbs to cheer and clap their hands grew
suddenly silent as the two stalwart, clean
cut blind boys came along, their eyes
"looking" far off at eternal blackness
In that fixed way which Is peculiar to
tho sightless. Unconsciously the silent
watchers, particularly the women,
leached out hnnds as if to guide their
careful steps as the blind went smiling
onward.

For more than half an hour the Bllt-mor- o

elevators at the north end of the
hotel hummed up and down between the
street level to the "Cascades" on the
nineteenth floor of the hotel. In the
elevators were tho wheeling chairs with
olive drab clad or bandaged legs stick-
ing stiffly out above tho foot rest of the
chairs; often there were only army
blankets draped where the legs of the
Qgcr lads would have been If they had

rot lost them In battle.
Arms aril legs and even sight might

be gone forever, and doubtless there was
a great homesick lesion Iri the hearts of
the bovs from the East. West, North and
South who were seated at the tables,
but ir they were unhappy before starting
to the feed they had no place for gloom
ince they had reached the Bowman
"tarty."

"Listen, chaplain." called a doughboy
who had been wounded In the log and
carried his right arm In a sling and
therefore was among the wheel chairguests, all of whom were placed along
the north windows of the "Cascades"
with trays on their laps and many
nurses helping them with their chow
"Listen, Chaplain Ogilhy, me having a
bum right wing, will you see to it that If
they got chicken on the bill of fare that
I get the left leg, because with my
right nrm In a sling left legs Is all I
can handle."

nnt Bowman Knew Tils Gnests.
There was happiness over the quip.

And there was more merriment when,
after Chef Loole Seres and Jean Malnatl
had Worked thn (h,m.h.i ...wutl, jMii;clams, cream of celery soup, bushels of
celery and olives, roast turkey and
trlmmln's. a young voice was heard to
observe raucously, "Bowman held thepeas out on us because he was afraidthey'd roll off our knives on his floor,
so he gives us string beans. Can you
beat that guy"

He knew his guests, did John McE., so
ho saw to It that culinary frills gave
way to bulk and substantiality. Instead
of pretty but vacuous little slivers of
bread John McE. had the tables groan-
ing under plates of slices cut about an
Inch thick and with none of the crust
trimmed off. There was no such thing
as a demi-tass- e to be seen, but there
were about 1,000 coffee cups of the man
aire on the tables. The turkey didn't
come in wearing frills, but was piled In
pyramid on plates below stairs and
shot up to the diners, a platlerful for
each soldier. And no dainty Frenchpastry accompanied the buckets of cof-
fee; Instead came alleged dessert plates
the sice of a harvest moon, half the din-
ner plate being heaped with varlcolord
Ire cream and the other half with a
mound of strawberry shortcake.

Outside of that young Mr. Bowman
literally starved his guests to death.
Perhaps various doctors nt the hopltaI

round midnight were cuslsng John McE,
Bowman's generosity as the doctorspassed from cot to cot dispensing Indl-- .
testlon tablets necessitated by overeat-
ing or stuffing. But whatever the mid

night or morning after views of tho doc-
tors were about the Bowman party, the
composite opinion of the woundod boys
was put concretely by a lad from Okla-
homa, who remarked as the legion began
to hobble toward the elevators for the
homeward trip:

"I gotta git me tho name of this here
hotel, because this Is where I'm going
to stay at If ever I sit mo a wlfo and
come to New York un a honeymoon. For
this Joint sure does set one hell of a
swell table."

HOTTEST DAY EVER
HERE FOR MAY 29

Temperature Jumps 4 De-
grees Above Record.

Spring's fag end manifested yester-
day the rprynesa of an In.'ant, kicking
the mercury up the tube to the highly
summery temperature of 90, which beats
the record for the date by 4 degrees).
The altitude waa achieved at 5 P, M,
The humidity waa not high, and that Is
why It seemed a bit less fervent than
It was meteorologically.

Down In tho street the plain, demo-
cratic thermometers marked from 92 to
close to 98, depending on the location
and how much sunlight fell on the bulbs.
Tho wind, from the northwest, where It
was also warm, was light and did not
fan much of tho heat away from folks
who could afford to sit In the parks or
on the porches of their homes facing
north or northwest. There havo been
hotter and less pleasant May days, nota-
bly on May 27. 1914, when tho official
mercury got to 91. It will bo warm and
clear the forecasters suspect.

ASSASSIN TO DIE;

HIS TALES FALSE

Sansono Sentenced to Chair
After Failure to Bevcnl

Hidden Crimes. .

A Sicilian who In advance of lUa

conviction of murder chattered myste-
riously In the Tombs of Information he
could give regarding other crimes was
sentenced by Judgo Melntyre in General
Sessions yesterday to die at Sing Sing
in the week beginning July T. He Is

Antonio Sansone of 1S97 Third avenue,
and was found guilty of killing Gtachlno
Plnettl of 303 East lOCth street on Sep-

tember 26. 1918.
The prisoner Insisted that he never

killed anybody, but threw out such dark
hints of crimes that he knew about that
the police and the District Attorney's
men had long talks with him. For ono
thing, he said he could help them to
find the murderer of Giuseppe Candcllo,
whose body, bearing sixty-tw- o Btab
wounds, was found In a barrel In Fifty-four- th

street, Brooklyn, on November 9
last. Capt. Coughlln. In charge of the
Brooklyn detectives, said yesterday that
all of Sansone'a tales had been run
down and proved false. "He was sim-
ply sparring for time and hoping to
have his sentence lightened." Capt
Coughlln said, "and finally the Brook-
lyn District Attorney's office refused to
have anything more to do with him."

After killing Plnettl, Sansone fled to
the home of Candello, who was a friend
of his. It was partly on the testimony
of Mrs. Candello that ho was convicted.
She testified that Sansone told her he
had killed Plnettl.

Assistant District Attorneys Brothers
and Joyce, who had charge of the prose-
cution, believe that Sansone was an as-
sassin for hire, but have no positive
evidence, except In the Plnettl case. Ho
was arrested nineteen times In Italy
before coming to America In 1909. He
worked for a while last year as a rig-
ger In a shipyard.

An unidentified man, who has been

representing himself as a reporter of Tut
Scn, pollcltlng photographs of soldiers
from their parents and representing to
them that their sons' pictures will be
published with a biographical sketch In
this paper, has no connection whatso-
ever with The Su.v.

Mrs. M. Drew. 391 Grant aver.ue,
Brooklyn, whose bon. George, a corporal
In the 122d Engineers, now In France,
said that a young man apparently 21
years of age. wearing a mixed salt
and pepper suit, called upon her Mon-
day and represented himself as a re-
porter for The Sun ; that he asked for
a picture of her son, George, and said
ho would cause It to be published In
The Sun, nccompanled by a brief bio-
graphical sketch. She declined, because
he did not produce credentials showing
his connection with The Sun.

The man did not ask for money or
the signing of any kind of pledge, care-
fully omitting the mixtion of money
during the first call. Ho had not callod
again yesterday. Mrs. Drew la some-
what puziled regarding his "game" nnd
refused to treat with him further.
Others also have been annoyed by the
pseudo reporter of Tun Sun.

NIXON DENIES HE

URGES FARE RAISE

Says Impression His Speech in
Brooklyn Gave Somo Was

Wrong.

NO CLASH WITH DELANEY

Latter Seeks to Modify Ash-

land Place Contract Ho
Thinks Favors B. H. T.

Lewis Nixon, Public Service Commis-
sioner, said yesterday that In speaking
before the Brooklyn Chamber of Com-
merce on Wednesday ho did not mean to
give tho Impression that ho was In favor
either of an Increase In the 6 cent fare
on traction lines or of a curtailment of
transfer privileges.

Thoso who heard him went away firm-
ly convinced that he was much exercised
over the financial condition of the tran-
sit lines and not only believed that there
should be an Increase In their Income
but that possibly some concessions might
b made by them to the public. It was
gathered that ne was working on the
problem and might find a solution for It.
Those who heard him were the more as-
tonished because of his previous state-
ment, on taking office, that he had no
official opinion on the fare proposition
and could not have because tho Public
Service Commission had no legal right
at present to Interfere.

Just what way he has changed his
mind or Just what fort of a solution he
hopes to 'bring about la not clear. It
was stated definitely yesterday that the
controlling members of the Board of
Estimate, which alone has the right to
bring about an Increased fare through a
change In the franchise terms, had hot
receded from the position that they took
when they stated that no Increase could
be granted so long as the companies
were not willing to make some conces-
sion to tho city. It Is possible, however.
that some remarks of Commissioner
Nixon that he hopes to sec a solution of
the problem are responsible for the re-

ports current In Wall Street that the
companies were about to get what they
had been asking.

"I want to find out." said Commis
sioner Nixon In Brooklyn. "If there Is
not some way that the problem can be
worked out to the satisfaction of the
Investing public and with due regard to
the general public. There was a day
when every one who drew a contract
for transit thought that a five cent fare
was a gold mine. But In the face of
things as they are one side must give
up something and so must the other
side. I believe that we should have an
adjustment that should be to the satis-
faction not only of thoso who own the
securities, but to the general public In
the course of a few weeks."

Both Commissioner Nixon and John
H. Dolaney, the Construction Commis-
sioner who was sworn In yesterday, de-

nied that there was any clash between
them on the question of the Ashland
place connection between the Fulton
Street Elovated Railroad In Brooklyn
and the Fourth Avenue subway. Both
believe that the connection should bo
made, but Commissioner Delaney Is op-
posed to the form of contract that was
adopted by the former Public Service
Commission and has withdraw n ll from
the Board of Estimate. He believes it
favcrrs the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Com-
pany too much.

"We intend to negotiate a new con-
tract," said the Commissioner, "or rather
a new modification of contract No. 4.
The modification proposed would permit
tne u. , t. to credit to Its contribu-
tion to the general pool under the main
contract the 192,500 It now pays to the
city for tolls to cross tho Brooklyn
Bridge with its trains. In the fifty
years that the contract has to run that
would mean $5,000,000, This toll money
nas always been used to help in main-
taining the bridge."

A further consideration granted to the
B. B. T. for Its consent to the Ashland
Place connection was permission to
build a station for Its elevated lines on
the Williamsburg Bridge, which Is city
property. Commissioner Delaney does
not believe that tho company should
be compensated In this Indirect man-
ner. He proposes to go to Llndley M.
Garrison, receiver of the transit lines,
he says, nnd ask him what the company
wants for a modification of the con'ract.

"If It wants $3,000,000 let It say so,"
he declared.

Commissioner Delaney acknowledged
that he had no way to force the com-
pany to enter Into the modification with-
out a substantial consideration. If a
modification to suit Commissioner De-
laney cannot be obtained the contract
reverts to Its original form, which Is
to have the Fulton street rapid transit
run down to Adams street and down
that street to the Brooklyn Bridge. The
bridge Is not strong enough to carry
the five car steel trains that will be used
when the elevated Is reconstructed, ro
the line would end at the Brooklyn end
of the Brooklyn Bridge, which Mr. De-
laney acknowledges would not b. tails-facto-

Furthermore, passengers on
the Fulton street "L" would have to
Py n second fare to get up town In
Manhattan unless the line was diverted
Into the Fourth avenue suhway.

Commissioner Delaney passed a good
part of yesterday In conference with
James B. Walker, the secretary of the
commission, finding; out how hs rut
apnrt the Siamese twins of regulation
and construction work, which wvro
grouped together under the old

Public Sen-Ic- Commission. In
the future, the staffs will bo entirely
eeparate, although they will be work-
ing together under the same roof.

SOLDIERS IN JOBS
HIT OLD STRIDES

Bureau Makes Report on Re-
employment.

Major Warren Blgelow, director of the
Reemployment Buraut yesterday
'ummed up the work done In getting
Jobs for discharged service men In the
five weeks the bureau has been operat-
ing. He said that out of 7,138 referred
to positions 2,648 are known to bo
drawing their pay envelopes and the
actual figure Is probably much higher
owing to the failure of many of the
men to report bark to the bureau. In-
cluded In the placements were several
$4,000 and $5,000 a year Jobs for expert
managers, purchasing agents, superin-
tendents and similar positions.

Tho classification of Jobs obtained
shows 398 office clerks, 242 shipping and
stock clerks, 230 chauffeurs, 191 sales-
men, 13S bookkeepers, 123 stenographers,
121 wntrhmen, 53 electricians and 265
unskilled laborers.

The bureau now has 3,778 applications
on file which should be placed at once
nnd makes a special appeal to employers
to take note of the situation, Among
the men In dire need of work nre civil
engineers, chemists, building construc-
tors, olflce managers, salesmen, doctors,
cashiers and accountants, stenographers,
truck drivers, pipe fitters and unskilled
workers of all types. The most difficult
problem. Major Blgelow said. Is to ob-

tain work for the increasingly large
number of unskilled workers.

$20,000,000 LOAN

TO B. R. T. APPROVED

Federal Judgo Mayer Author-
izes Uccoivcrs' Certificates

as Prior Lien.

MORTGAGEES OVERRULED

Status of tho Company as
Operator of Public Utilities

Not Passed Upon.

' Federal Judge Mayor signed a deer--
yesterday authorising Llndley M. Garri-
son, as receiver for the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company nnd Its subsidiaries, to
Issue receiver's certificates In a sum not
to exceed $20,000,000. The certificates
will constitute a first lien against sur-
plus Income and assets and will subor-
dinate existing mortgage liens of the B.
B. T. and Its principal subsidiaries ex-
cept the underlying mortgages of tho
Kings County Elevated Railroad Com-
pany and the Brooklyn Union Elevated
Railroad Company.

Objection was raised to malting the
certificates a paramount lien by persons
Interested In the first refund-
ing mortgage of the B. R. T., which be-
comes subordinate. Henry V. Poor, coun-
sel for the Central Union Trust Com-
pany, the trustee, argued that the mort-
gage could not be subordinated because
the B. R. T. Is a private, business cor-
poration not subject to the law that per-
mits first lien receiver's certificates
against public utility companies so that
they may bo kept In operation In the
publlo Interest.

In a memorandum accompanying the
decree Judge Mayer did not specifically
pass upon the status of the B. It T. as
a public utility or a private business cor-
poration, but his findings. In the opinion
of lawyers, went far to support tho con-
tention that the company comes within
the legal definition of a public utility
company. The point Is of Importance
because tho B. R. T., like other holding
companies, has been operated without
supervision by the Public Service

Tno Objections Disposed Of.
"The subject matter of the decree was

recently fully discussed at a hearing at
which those interested presented their
respective views," si 14 Judge Mayer.
"The proposed decree discussed at the
hearing has been revised In some mat-
ters of detail, with the result that ap-
parently thero are remaining but two
objections, as a matter of law, to the
decree.

"In the first place, the committee of
tort creditors (accident claimants) urges
that provision should bo made for the
application of so much of the proceeds
from the receiver's certificates as shall
be necessary to pay tort claims accruing
prior to the receivership. In view of
settled and controlling. authority In this
circuit this court would not have power
to direct that the proceeds of these re-
ceiver's certificates should be so applied.

"Secondly, It is, In my opinion, as nec-
essary for the ultimate benefit of the
tort creditors as for other Interests that
the receivership property should be pre-
served, for by that means It is hoped
that a situation will be ultimately cre-
ated for the appropriate recognition of
all classes of creditors. The Importance
and desirability of providing for the tort
creditors has not been lost sight of by
the court, but the existent financial sit-
uation requires, In the first instance,
steps necessary to preserve the property.

"The solo objection In respect of the
subordinate provisions of the decree Is to
that part of the decree which subjects to
the lieu of the receiver's certificates tho

first refunding gold mortgage
of the B. R. T dated July 1. 1S02, of
which the Central Union Trust Company
of New York is truMee. Under this
mortgage $27,621,000 face value of
bonds were authenticated.

Makes Knrly Apprnl Possible.
"The noteholders, who hold $10,000,000

of theso bonds Inter alia as security, do
to the subordination of the

mortgage. The objections proceed from
the trustee and from banks who hold
these bonds as collateral security for
bank loans antedating the receivership.
The contention of the objectors have been
studied nnd ca'retully considered by me
and on the argument the question of
the right to subordinate this mortgage
was seriously debated. Consideration of
reported cases and of the paramount
Importance of the doctrine of preserva
tion, which I think here controls, leads
me to the conclusion that the court has
power to make the decree herewith filed,

"The decree Is signed at this time with
this memorandum in order to expedite
ait appeal. If such b taken. In view
of the fact that the situation demands
an early determination of the scope of
the receiver's certificates."

The. receiver Is authorized to Issue the
certificates at such times as ho deems
best. Their term Is to be from one to
three years and the interest Is to be 6
per cent. They were made paramount
Hens so as to Insure a market.

Of the total Issue authorized $4,000,000
will go to the B. R. T the holding
company, and $16,000,000 to the New-Yor-

Municipal Railway Corporation
and the New York Consolidated Railroad
Company, subsidiaries. It Is necessary
for the holding company to finance the
subsidiaries' requirements In order to
carry out the dual subway contract.

SHADOW LAWN RAID

Mrs. Oppenheim Asks $150,- -

000 From Mrs. Kridel.
Mrs. Jennie M. Oppenheim, former

mistress of Shadow Lawn, the mansion
at Long Beach, N. J., which President
Wilson used as a summer home In 1916,
will present to a Jury In Supreme Court
the evidence upon which she bases her
suit to recover $150,000 from Mrs,
Martha Wallach Kridel for alienation
of the affections of her husband, Myron
II. Oppenheim, capitalist, financier and
former practising attorney.

Mrs. Oppenheim. through her attor-
neys, withdrew Mlerday the motion
made recently to have tho action trans
ferred from the trial term to the special
term of the court, where It would be
heard by. a Justice alone. Justice Tier-r.e- y

granted the application.
Withdrawal of the motion was prob

ably duo to tne aensatlonil evidence
Introduced before Justice Greenbaum a
week ago In Mrs. Oppenhelm'B action
for a divorce. Although Oppenheim was
In court ho did not defend the suit. Mrs.
Kridel, the widow and heiress of tho
fortune left by her husband, Abraham
M. Kridel, silk Importer and manufac-
turer, was represented by counsel during
the hearing.

Detectives employed by Mrs. Oppen
heim related the details of the raid they
made upon Oppenhelm's home after fol
lowing "a strango and beautiful woman"
there. On making forcible entry to Op
penhelm's apartments, they said, they
found Mrs. Kridel, clad In silken neg-
ligee, hidden In a closet. She became
hysterical when the door was forced
by the detecthos nnd two brothers of
Mrs. Oppenheim, It was Btated.

Mrs. Oppenheim lives at tho Hotel
Netherland and Mrs. Kridel live sat 34
West Nlnety-nrs- t street. Justice Green-
baum reserved his decision In the di-

vorce action.

PATERSON SPLITS
ON HAMBURGH AVE.

One Faction Would Rename
Street for War Victim.

The residents of Paterson, N. J., seem
divided on the question of changing the
name of Hamburgh avenue to Pelllncton
avenue In honor of Ray Pelllncton, the
first Patersonlon to be killed In Franca.
who died fighting with the marines at
Chateau Thierry. As a result thero Is a
merry war on, with the Board of Publlo
works the storm centre.

Several months ago. when the change
from Teutonic to American waa sug
gested, the members of the board passed
a resolution on two readings to rename
the thoroughfare Pelllngton avenue, but
Commissioner Robert O. Hughes, ptesi
dent, thought the question should be In
vestigated.

Sines then the Paterson High School
Alumni Association and Student Council,
numbering 3.000 membern: the Jr. O. U,
A. M., John McCutcheon League and
other organizations have sent communl
cations to the board recommending that
It confirm its action.

Commissioner Peter Quackenbush, dis
cussing the matter, said yesterday!

$30,000 WILLIAMSBUBG FIRE.

Crowd I.lnr Brldirr to Watch Fac-
tory Horn,

George Ducker, 443 Kent avenue,
Brooklyn, was on his way home last
night about 9 o'clock when he noticed
that the second floor of the three story
brick factory building nt 432 Kent ave-
nue, near the Brooklyn approach to the
Williamsburg Bridge, was ablaze.

'BUILDERS SCARED

BY RENT AGITATION1

Landlord at Inquiry Says Gen-

eral Protest Is to Blamo

for Houso Shortage.

CAN'T SEE PROFITEERING

Bronx Man Tells of How His
Apartment Now Is 857 When

Onco It Was 80.

Although one apartment house tenant
testified yesterday In Bronx Borough
Hall before the Lockwood legislative com
mittee, which p Investigating housing
conditions here, that his rent had been
raised nearly 100 per cent, since Novem
ber, 1917, Jacob Leltner, who owns forty
apartment houses there and Is agent for
100 others, asserted that charges of
profiteering were unjust.

George Dosher, who lives at 2405
Grand avenue, said he had oald $30 a
month for his six room apartment up to
a year ago last November, when his
rent was Jumped $2. October 1, 1915, he
was required to sign a lease for $39. He
testified. The agent of the building
notified him last June that, beginning
uctoDer 1 next, his rent would be raised
$18, making $57 monthly. Nothing has
been done for the betterment of the
building, according to Mr. Dosher, who
sam that although he had at first been
charged nothing for his telephone ex-
tension he now had to give CO cents a
month for It

The Chemical Bealty Company Is
lessee of the building, the witness testl- -
Jled. Chairman Lockwood announced
that, although the company had been
asked to send a representative to tho
hearing, no one had appeared. "So we
will compel them to appear under sub-
poena at the next meeting," he added.

Mr. Leltner of 435 West 119th street,
who said he had been In the real estate
business In The Bronx for twenty-seve- n

years, figures the present cost of build-
ing at 60 per cent, more than before
1914.

Tells of Changed Conditions.
'The trouble with this rental proposl-tlon.- "

said he, "is that at one time we
had three apartments for one tenant
Later we had two apartments for each
tenant and then one. Now we have two
tenarts for each apartment"

Mr. Leltner declared that "almost all'"
the Increases In rents had been Justified.

"There were some unjustifiable In-

creases?" asked Senator Lockwood.
"No. I say this : The raises In every

Instance were Justified, but In some of
them they exceeded the Justification. Is
that making It clear? They all had to
be raised."

Asked If he thought the agitation
against high rentals was Justified, Mr.
Leltner said :

"No. It might have been if the spe-
cific cases could have been taken up.
but by going around nnd shouting alt
over the city and saying every landlord
Is a profiteer, and this and that It Is
that which affects the market."

"Now Mr, Leltner, Is It not a fact
that lack of building is due, not really
to the agitation, but because real es-

tate men have been holding back because
of tho lncreasod taxes and cost of
building?" .Senator lockwood asked.

"No. The agitation as to rent has as
much to do with It as the coit of
building."

At present, the witness asserted,
apartments renting for $8 n month
would have to bring $12 If the ven-
ture wero to be profitable. He doubted,
he said. If he was realizing four per
cent, upon his Investments. Mr. Lelt-
ner agreed to show his books to the
committee. He testified that he
thought ten per cent, would be a fair
return.

"We are not figuring on what the
traffic will bear," the witness protested.
"We are trying to get a fair, legitimate
return on the money Invested and I be-
lieve that Is the sentiment of every
real estate owner. People are going to
Janitors y and siylng, 'If yau can
give me an apartment in this house 1

will give you $20.' Now we are not tak-
ing advantage of that situation nnd
will not. People arc willing to give $50
for four rooms, but wo rent y

for $38."
J. Clarence Davles, a real estate oper-

ator, thought that the best method of
remedying present conditions was to
have building conducted by "strong
corporations which will build on more
than a shoestring." He said that he
was against either the State or city en-
tering the building field, but that the
"crux of the situation" was to have the
Federal Government aid builders by
making loans on advantageous terms.
Municipal Court Judges, he thought,
were "Inclined" to favor the tenant
more than the landlord.

The reason for funds not flowing moro
freely Into the mortgage money mar-
kets, according to Dr. C. Albert Becker,
president of tho Bronx IlorouKh Bank. Is
because investors "tan buy railroad
bonds and other securities and get n
larger Income with less trouble." He de
clared that he was ngalnst the proposi-
tion to exempt from taxation the income
on mortgages up to $40,000.

Technicality 1 h Help to Trnnnln,
Justice Robitzek in the Bronx Munic-

ipal District Court dismissed yesterday
the dispossess proceedings against Har
ry Vlcllng and thirteen other tenants
of the house at 2078 Arthur avenue.

Famous Educator's Fortune
Tied Up in Will Litigation,

Ho Asks $50,000.

ODD TANGLES IN SUIT

Forced to Surrender All His'

Property in Order to Pay
Interest on Notes.

Henry Lane Eno, educator of national
reputation and research associate of tha
educational staff of Princeton, describes
in affidavits submitted yesterday to Sur-
rogate Cohalan the strange trick fate
has played upon him, making It neces-
sary for him to petition the court for an
order directing the administrators of his
uncle's estate to pay him $50,000, as he
finds himself, In his own language,
"without means while nominal heir to
approximately $2,000, 00C."

tate was bequeathed to him. Eno al-

leges his uncle waa Incompetent at tha
time the will filed was executed, while he
vta-- i competent when he made out the

The action was tried before Surrogate)
Cohalan and a Jury- - In 1915 and .Eno's
conteptlon ws.s sustained. An. appeal
ngalnst thin finding was taken and It is
now pending before the Appellate Divi-
sion of the Supremo Court.

Recently the previous will which Eno
contended existed was discovered. This
was offered for probate, but Eno states
that because of the litigation over the
other document Its probation Is held up.
The petitioner and his children are bene-
ficiaries under the tecently discovered
will, Eno to the amount of one-fift- h of
the residuary estate, or about $2,000.-(-0- 0.

Pending the outcome of the appeal

own property. Including his estate at
Bar Harbor, Me., hut also the entire
etate he had Inherited from his father,
which Included the house at 8 East
Sixty-fir- st street and one at 17 East
Sixtieth street: also a country estate at
Westport, Conn., various other real prop-
erties, a valunblo library and Prince-
ton book plates, nil valued at $500,000.

Ho states that he has moved to Prince-
ton, where, while exercising the most
rigid economy, he has not been able
to plve his children the care and ad-
vantages to which they have been ac-
