Two Soldier Washed Overboard.
The voyage of the Pueblo was sad-

dened by tho loss of two men. who were
washed overboard, when the ship was
In tho Bay of Biscay, about ICO miles
out of Brest. A eea struck the ship
while n number or men were on the
forward deck and Corporal Harry S.
Hovey, Company and Private Joseph
C. Stone, Company H, both of the lB2d
Infantry, wera carried over the rail by
the force of the water. A boat was low.
ered and Stone was picked up, but died
in the ship's hospital from nls injuries.
Hovny was net seen again. '

The troops on board the Pueblo were
all members of tho 143 dlnfantry. Thirty- -
sixth Division, 60 officers and 1.749 men,
mostly from Texas and Oklahoma, They
were under the command of Col. F. W.
Bloom, a" lawyer of Austin, Tex.,, who
won the Croix de uuerre.

On the Louisville, besides the sixty-fiv- e

Drlcies, mostly t rench ana Jngusn Bins
and fourteen children, wero three aerial
photographic squadronsrtlfe Fifth and
Ninety-fourt- h Aero Pursuit squadrons
and a number of casuals,' 1,897 officers
and men, all told, under the command
of Major II, G. Ferguson, formerly at-
tached to the 14 2d Field Artillery.

Col. 'Harry Cutler of Providence, pres-
ident of the Jewish Welfare Board, also
was a passenger on tho Rotterdam.

Col. Follui and his family have been
engaged In war work In France, and
Col. Folks served for a time In Serbia,
where he was decorated by the Serbian
Government "with the Order of the White
Ragle for his work His party were the
first Americans to visit Serbia after the
signing of the armistice.

Just before sailing Col. Folks made a
trip through the wot- - zone of France and
Belgium at the direction of the Red
Cross War Council to procure accurate
data on present conditions. In speaking
of conditions In Europe generally, Col.
Folks said :

"Tho need for American help Is still as
serious in some reglona as It was at any
time during the war. In many respects
the situation went from very baa to
much worse after tho signing of the ar-
mistice. Old governments were over-
thrown and new ones not functioning.
Everybody was dead tired and could not
go on at war pressure. The suffering
caused by the war went on after the
fighting stopped. Just as the expenses
did. Transportation systems that had
Just held out through the war went to
pieces, ana me rooa ana ruel shortage
becamo even more acute. Millions of
refugees began to give up such 'Jobs as
they had and make their way back to
their homes, often walking hundreds of
mllcF.

Suffering Is Still Going: On.
"These things make gettlnir back in

America from Europe seem like getting
out from under a black ovorhanrfnr
cloud which never lifts," Col. Folks con
tinued.

Eighty-nin-e Ships Engaged
in Troop Transport.

Of the 320,000 troops brought home
from overseas last month vessels op
erated by tho Cruiser and Transport
Force of the navy carried more than
300,900, It was announced yesterday at
the office of al Cleaves. This
represents- the work of eighty-nin- e ships,
former German liners, converted freight
ers, and battleships and cruisers fitted as
transports.

Several of the ships, including the Le-
viathan and 'Great Northern, made two
round trips during the month. As to the
number of troops carried since the
armistice wae signed the Leviathan
leads, followed by the Manchuria, Amer-
ica and Agamemnon.
