Needs of Representatives in
Final Deciding Body Are
Put Forth.

RULES BODY ANALYZED

Question of Stymie Rule One
Tangle That Offers Chance
for Cooperation.

What Is to be Amarica’s place In ths
coming years with respect to the gov-
emment of the game of golflT That In
& gquestion which never has heen a mat-
ter of great moment untll (he pressnt,
whan it does appear that the golf boom
Has swept to the fore a suMclent numbes
of golfers, naw courses and clubs to rl=
val numerieallr, and weo bellave In play-
ing strength also, the golfers and coursons
of the tidy little Isle.

We note In & very recent despatch
that twno well known players have been
recommended for places on the rules of
golf committes to take the place of Capt.
Juok Graham and Norman Hunter, both
of whom were killed In France. The
men chosen aro the famad Johnny Ball,
plght time amateur champlon of Great
Britain, and R. }i. Montmorency, a well
known golfer and sportaman, No better
chalcen could be made, but we fesl that
oMt of a membership of sixtesn rhore
than one should come from the United
Btaten.

Hnks has been 8 member of this cumrnll-]
tee for years, but so far as wg know

Hitle of Important legislation has come
up for decialon. Now, howevar, when
ona half of thia contry s divided with
different playing rules for sectional
champlonships, it is cssentlal that dis-
tinet eofforts oe made to stralghten out
the tangle, )

We wvery much doubt whether the
Western Golf Association would change
fe rule In the least aven If the
riules of golf committes at St. Andrew's
adhere to this form of play unless they
ware represented before that nungust
body and given an opportunity not only
to give their reasons for breaking away
from time honored custom but also of
hearing the arguments in favor of thls
and other slight changea

Moreover the great body of American
golfera would hardly care to follow
blindly in the face of any rejected re-
forms pleasing to our golfers when there
fa anly one representative In sixteen,
We have sounded out a score of golfers
in thia respect, pleking out men care-
fully with a view to n broad vislon, and
we have yet to discover one In five who
doen not feel that the Interesta of golf
would ba bettar served with a broader
mnge of advice and counsel.

United States Should He There.

The arguments that distance makes
outside sclections unadvisable Is not
held of suficient walue, for thers are
many worthy golf enthusiasts and keen
thinkers who would welcoms such an
honor and devota all the tims that ia
nacessary to ha a warthy ropresantative
of n golfing body politic so strong as Is
America’a

The minor detalls such s declding
golf disputes and so on could well be
left to local bodies, but the great gues-
tlons would not find the American dele-
gutes far distant from 8L Andrews,

Perhiaps It might be well to refresh
the memories concernlng the manner in
whieh the government of the British
shamplonahips and the game are Car-
ried out, since these are detalls little
understood by many golfers. The Rules
of Golf Committes, which answera all
quesations ariaing about the game, Ia
made up of sixtesn membgra, all of
whom are members of the 'Royal and
Anclent Club at §t. Andrews, But In
this connectlion It should be noted as
well that very few are members exclu-
slvely of 8t. Andrews, that John Bull
fust nominated always represents Hoy-
dake, and !t la the same with most of
the others, the membership belng a mat-
ter of a double membership as much as
anything clase,

Yor the regulation of the amateur
ehamplonshlp thers ars only twenty-
gour clubs In all Great Britain which are
entitled to mend delegates to the annual
mmeeting, which is held at a very oppor-
funa time, namely the holding of the
amateur champlonshlp., It Is mads cer-
tain that any large queation to he pre-
santed before the hody of delegates will
& xiven full publicity hecauss a copy
of tha resolutions must be In the hands
of the secretury three months before the
date of ths annual westing and a copy
ia sent to the secretaries of each club
at once,

Arrangements for the holding of the
opan championships aroe left to the dale-
gates of the c¢lubs over which tha chams-
plonship Is decided In turn, namely, BL
Andrews, Prestwick, Muirfleld, Hoylake,
Bandwich and Deal. Thus It will be
#sen Lhat representation s confined to
& few whosse management has seldom,
If ever, been subjectyu to sarious critl-
clasm. Small bodles with €reat powsrs
wisely wielded more oftan than not for-
bid the trying of fads and experiments,
and peraonally we can see where a great
benefit has acerued to the game through
thesa arrangements, The ypast two
months, however, has produced in Great
Britain not a lttle Khpatience with the
manigement - goling afMalrs because
of tha =alling off of the title play.

Some FPractical Queotations.

In thia connection let me quote A sec-
tlon of n Intter addressed Lo Harold H.
Hilton, editor of Golf IHustrared :

“T write becauss I belleve I am ex-
preasing tha views of most of the golfers
in this country. Could not the powers
that be be approached with a view to
finding out If the diMculties In the way
of holding ohamplonships are Insur-
mountabls? America and Ireland, with
somewhat more modern, and, I might
say, superior orsanisations, have had no
diMoulty in arranging thelr champlon.
ship programmen. As far as the pros are
eoncerned all want It to & man. And
this |n the year of peace!

Most golfers will confess to the deal
that one set of rules for tha world Is
the only proper form for play; the var-
ance in our own country. the authority
vested In the Royal and Anclent frgm
time Immemorial, the acquiescence of
the other clubs aproad, the new place
which America has in world affalrs and
in golfing, power 0f numbers and skill
alike, make It seem nocessary for a
proper representation upon & golfing
body worthy of the position now held
by the United States and Canada.

We belleve that the time Is near when
a request for a conference might well
be made and future plans for the world'a
golfing rules promulgated. Not for the
sake of power, but for the proper pre-
senting of the problems which cenfront
us here.

Dempsey Receives Hints
On How to Whip Willard

Flood of Advice as to the Best Method of Capturing
Title Offered Gratis—Corbett Submits a Suggestion
—Unprecedented Rush for Position of Referee.

Not only does publlo sympathy, go out
to Jack Dempsey becauss he s phywsi-
cally smaller than Willard, but many
well meaning permons have lsunched a
eampalgn of Instruction for the chal-
lengeor, the object of which ia to give him
helpful hinota on the most effective
method of subdulng the gigantio title
holder,

From the day that tha lightwelght
David brought down the behemoth Geo-
linth publie sympathy has.ever favored
the smaller man or the «under dog. It
therefors, Is not surprising that the
publio should leas toward Dempsey,
who In six inches shorter and will be
outweighed fifty pounds by the cham-
plomy

There Is not the allghtest Houbt that
B majority qf the peopie of Amorica
would llke to see Dempsey win, not be-
cause thay pe Pomuly admire him more
than they do” the titls holder, but for
the reason that the champlon's opponent
is handicapped as to sise, Dempasoy
has no Jegnl ground for complaint, be-
causs no man s compelled to battle in
ths heavywelght divislon unless he nso
desiren. Therefore, having challenged
the champlon, Dempaey wiliingly as-
rumes the burden of extra weight and
slse possessed by his opponent. Never-
thelena the peopls, meeing the physical
disproportion of the boxers, give expres-
eion to the hope that the littla fellow
muy be returned the viglor,

So far as the personality of the boxers
is copcernsd there Is little to chooss bie-
tween them. Each Is chlafly vencernea
in his own advancement In his profes-
slon -as pugllist and can be regarded
merely as a ring fighter,

Advice for Dempaer.

This view of the case in not shared by
the general run of humanity, and there-
fore tho flood of advice to Dempsey on
the best way to whip Willard, Many
of the wsuggestions are armusing, for
naturally those unfamillar with ring
combats could hardly be oxpscted to
know how to direct the efforis of an
experienced pugliist.

One of the opinlons, however, comes
from Jim Corbett, and owing to the
fact that he onca hald the heavywelight
champlonship his advice is entltled to
respoctful conslderation. In substance,
Corbatt declareas that If hes were to fight
Willard he would endsavor to Induce
the champlon to “come to him.™

Poasibly an expert in felnting such as
Corbett was might be able to get Wil-
lard to lead, although many will doubt
ity feasibility. 1f Willard aver did any
lending in the bouts In which he has
particlipated, It was not noticeabls to
tha onlookers. In all hls coptesta In
this vicinity ha has studiously avolded
anything that remotely resembled a lead
and has hit only counter blowa.

In ten rounds with Luther McCarty
and fn ten rounds with Frank Moran
Willnrd was gulitless of aggression,
and he escaped unscathed because his
opponenta in thoss two bouts lacked
the akill or the hittdhg power to compel
the big chap to fight 1 have serious
doubts as to the ability of Corbott
his Lest to conx Willard to lead, and
this opinlon Is based on the resuly of
Corbett's first encounter with Jim Jef-
fries, o man who was as loath to lead
as is Willard.

Dempsey May Sancceed.

Corbett and Dempsey are two widely
differing typea of boxsrs and while Cor-
bett with his skilful ring tactica was
unsucceasful with Jeffrles and would
have besn with Willard, yet Dempeoy.
the pugiliistic antithesis of Corbett, s
decidedly apt to compel Jeffries to
emerge from his shell and fight, The
challenger will not achlave this result
through feinting or foot work, Corbetl's
specinltien, nor yet wi'§ he uncoll Wiis
lard's bulk with tha shift which Fits
used In obtalning an opening.

Should Willard take to his feet when
Dempssy rushes, the champlon would be
almost certaln to lose hia tige, an the
decision would go to his opponent for
REgTessiveness,

Aggressiveness Will Win,

Even If the champlon managed to hold
Dempsey away with his left, it would
avall the title holder nothing, for ag-
greasiveness ugnin would turn the bal-
ance in Dempeey's fRvor,

Therefore it would appear that Wil-
lard either must Aght or run, and \f he
pursues the latler coursa he will loss on
points. If he fighta, he will at least
have the c¢hance of getting home a hay-
maker In the mixup, Hut any attempt
on the champlon's part 10 keep his Juw
out of the danger xone and avold a true
tast of abllity will be to his discredit and
result in a declslon mgainat him

Looking at the subject from nll points
of view, 1t does not sesmn that elther man
can avold a clash mt short range
Dempeey will not, becauge It Is Ll glyle
of milling to xet to close quarters as
quickly as possible and to hit as rapldly
und hard as he knows how.

Willard's tactics always have been
diametrically opposite to  thoes of
Deémpaey, but tha champlon never befors
has met B0 apsressive, strong, speedy
and hard hitting a fellow as Dempuey
The title holder will therefors ba com-
pellad to shift his wstyle (o meet the
challenger on the latter's ground

Rush of the Referces,

If there is a man In America who can
distinguish between on uppercut and a
sawing who has falled to apply for the
position as referes of the chwmplonship
battle has should al once recelve a medal
for the omission, There are so few men
qualified to declde a winner un pointa
that there |s danger of an incompetent
gotting the poaition. Each of the boxers
will try to have a personal friend ap-
pointed to the place, thus having an
anchor to windward If the contest Koes
the limit and Is closa

Thare have been so0 many blundering
decisions In imporant bouts and so many
delibarately incorrect rulings that the

Hpe I8 not thers to sava &
champlon from defeat nor to lay out a
plan of battls for the boxers.

Should Be Intelligent,

The lats Billy Madden once drew up
a set of rules, the third clause of which
provided that “the referees shall all be
honest.” While that s doubtiess an
friposaible condition, yst the refsres of
the Willard-Dempsey battle should be
intelligent and free from the titls ador-
ation that besots the clam

Many referses permit themselves to
be swayed by the clamor of the specta.
tors, and some of the third men In the
ring taks Into consideration a bloody
nose or & black eye In making their
decisions. One referes once declded In
favor of m boxer who scored one knock-
down, although he had been declsively
outpolnted In nine of the ten rounds.

Therefore Mr, Rickard will do well
to watch carefully the selsction of a
roforee and make sure he is compea-
tent, for a faulty decislon would be n
body blow to boxing, which apparently
onoe more Is high In popular favor.

Jack Dillon, who a few years ago
was 8o formidable am to be mentioned
a5 a possible opponent of Willard and
who decisively defeated Frank Moran,
has fallen unon evil times pugilistically.
Although he lost form In a marked de.
gree last year the Hoosler vefused to
retire and kept on fAghting. Reczently
at Memphls he met with a defeat that
ahould convinces him his day Is past.
He wan knocked out in the second reund
by Phil Harrison of Chicago, & man
that Dillon stopp® in the first round
severanl yeara ago.

It 18 a diMecult matter to convines the
avernge hoxer that his fighting days are
ended, and Dillon |s particularly stube
born In that respect.

“Good Big Man'" Theory.

The champlonship match has resulted
in the resurrection of that motheaten,
llogleal ring adage, "A good blg man
will always beat a good little man.'
This phrase is being overworked by
those who are unable to advance any
other reasons In favor of & victory by
Willard.

Of all tha good, bad and Indifferent
ririg mlogans past and present that In
reference to tha superiority of a “good™
blg man over a “good” little man is the
stupidest. The only justification for its
use would be In case of a match between
two boxers who were oqual in all re-
spects except physicnl proportions. That
is to say the big man might be 6 feet 2
inches tall, welgh 215 pounds and have
a long reach. The other might be 6 fect
8 Inches tall, welgh 173 pounds and hava
a comparatively short reach, Yet In nll
othar respents—hoxing skill, defensive
work, hitting, ring generalahip, rpeed
end courage—the men  are  equally
matched. It might be a reasonable as-
that the larger man would
have an ndvantage, although It I8 ques.
tionable If his eize would vesult In his
being made a heavy favorite in the bet-
ting, It also s questionabls If the
emaller man would not have fust as
good A chance of geiting over & declding
punch as the big man. It would depend
on the sort of tactlca used by the big
chap It he made a rushing fight his
opponent would have an equal chance
to win. If he used his welght in clinch-
ing he might weaken hie small epponent
and win through sheer walght, and {f he
made o long rangs fight hs might win
on polnts without putiing himself
danger

However, no matches have ever been
mnde in the heavywelght division in
which the opponents were equal in all re-
Apects except size. Jim Corbett welghed
178 to 212 by Sulllvan, vet Caorbett's
wonderful cleverness overcama Sulllvan's
sine.

Charlle Mitchell welghed 160 pounds
to 210 by Suylllvan, vet the ring craft
and courage of the little Briton enabled
to hold Bulllvan to a thirty-nine
round draw,

Fitzsimmona weighed 170 pounds to
154 by Corbett, yet Fite scored a knock-
out in the fourteenth round.

The only instancea in which the good
big man theory has brought consolation
tn Ity advocates was when Jefiries beat
Fitz, Corbett and Sharkey, The boller-

maker won over his smaller opponents |

golely because of his lron frame nnd
chilled steel jaw., Both Fitz and Shar-
key hit Jeff on the Jaw {requently enough
and with sufficient force to drop an ox.
but Jeff hardly blinked. Corbett out-
bozed Jeft as a teacher and a novice
pupil, and but for the fact that Corhatt
wore himself out thumping Jeff the title
would have changed hands.

The “big” man “lule" man fallacy
doess not Nt Into the Willard-Dempaey
picture at all Dempasy axcels Willard
In youth, speed, aggressivenesa and ac-
curate hitting. Willard has the hulk,
and that also will be a handicap to the
champion.
