‘Efficiency With Rifle Shows
Inecreasing Results as l
Work Confinnes.

NINE MONTHS®* CAMPAIGN

Mortality List Includes Cat,
Red Bquirrel, Crow, Wood-
chuck, Starling and Hawk.

Nine montha ago Commissioner George
D. Pratt armed one hundred of the State
game protectors with 25-10 Winchester
rifles, whith they were Instructed to
earry with tham at all times when in the
fleld and use for the killing of preda-
clous creatups which destroy game and
other useful wllq ife,

Out of a total game protective force of
131, the hundred man: to whom the rifloa
were assigned were thoss whose dis-
tricta covered territory whers wild life
was most abundant, At the same timae
A list wan sent from the ofMce of the
Consorvation Commisslon to each pro-
tector tabulating the creatures which
were regarded as “vermin" and to which
ho was directed to confine the use of his
rifle,

In a/statement Just lesusd by the Onpe
sarvation Commission It is shown that
no less than 1,606 predatory animals
and birds have been killed by the pro-
tectors since they were provided with
the rifies.

Bird lovers who have reallzed the de-
struotion of bird Ife caused by hunting
house oats (estimated by Dr. A, K.
Fishor of the United Statea Blological |
Burvey as. 5,500,000 birds annuglly In |
the State of New York nlone) will be |
gTatified that these Lnlrmln/hu.d the
mortality lst.

The large number of red wqulrrels and |
crows that have also been taken wiil!
mean much to the preservation of the |
valunble bird life of the State. Dr
W. Nelson of the Unlted States Blologl-
eal Burvey declares that durlng the sum-
mer rod squirrels spend u large part of
their time In predatory nest hunting and |
that “the number of useful and heautiful
birds ‘that they destroy must be almost
Incaloutable.” |

In a bulletin lately issued by the

sylvania the ocrow I8 branded as the
leader of all vermin, “who destroys In-
aividually more birds of all kinds, more
birds’ egms and young pouitry than Rny
other bird that ever flapped a wing."

Woodchucks for Foeod,

With regurd to the woodchucks that
were Killed, Commissioner Pratt ftaten
that not gnly was a very genulne bene-
fit conferred upon the farmer, but some
addittonul food was provided, for in|
MAnY cases theso animals wern turned |
over to persons who wished to cook them
as food,

Another significant faect s developed
In perusing the vermin lst submitted
by the Conservation Commiasion, and
that s the more or less steady riss In
the number of vermin killed from month
to month,

For Instance, In July, 1915, the first
month in which the protectora were pro-
vided with the new rifles only 120 pred-
| atory creatures were killed, wheress In
March 1819, the latest month to be re-
corded, no bess thon 283 vermin wers dls-
posed of—the largest total in tho st

This would Indicate that with con-
tinued practice the protsctors nre be-
coming more proficlent with their guns
and aw time goes by can be expected to
perform even greatar exocution in the
good work of vermin destruction,

Good Example for Sportsmen.

OFf far greater value than the use of
these rifles by one hundred Stite game
protectors will bo the fact of encourng-
Ing, by example, all sportminen to Join in
the vermin campalgn.

No matter how consclentious In the
work of wvermin desteuction they may
be, depletion of the great army of ver-
min that can be accomplished by 140
Erme protectors must be at best g mers
“drop In the buckeL" Not until all
sportamen have enlirted In the campalgn
agalnst vermin can appreclable resulis
be expected,

Already the Conservation Commisslon,
by appenls upon every hunting llcenme
and In other ways, e urging sportsmen
to shoot all ey can ol foxes, onte
hunllng'p}‘u%!l birds, harmtul hawkns,
red squikrrels and other snemles of yse-
ful wild life.

Emphasis will be added. when sports-
meén meet the armed protectors afleld, to
the fact that unremitting warfare upon
predatory creatures (s absolutely neces.

IS MAN ALONE ABLE
70 DISCERN COLOR?

Inconecefvable That Trout
Should Be Denied Power fo
Recognize Insects.

POSSESSED OF KEEN EYES

Interesting View of Color
Blindness Reduced to a
Practieal Question,

By ARTHUR T. BRIOE,

The artlclo In Twm Son of May 1%
relating to color blindneas in trout pés
fers to an Interesting question, but it osn
only be of Interest to the angler when
reduced to m practiea) question. '

Tho practical question Is not whethat
tha trout sees red as red and green ns
greon, &o., but whether they cap differs
entinte In colors horne by the variows
Inmects upon which they feed.

John Daltan  (1700-1844) the oeles
brated English chemlet and naturad
phlloropher, was himself eolor blind and
wan the firat to give a detalled descrip-
tion of the pecullarity now known as
color blindness, described by himself and
studied under the nume of “Daltonism.*

Ho gays of himself: “That part of the
image which others call red appears to
ma little more than a shade of op defect
of light, after that the orangs, yellow
and green seem one color, which des
sconds  pretty uniformly from an ta-
tense to a rare yellow, making what T
should call diffefent ahades of yellow”
Which proves that, though color blind,
he had a discernment of ehades or hues,
and could differentiate hetween them.

Hore wo have the testimony of an In-
telligent human observer that, though
there was much almilarity, he hnd a
sense of shades or hues and could ses
& difference in them.

"

Keen Eyes of Trout.

That is the practlenl question in re-
gard to the trout, nnd It 1 Inconceivabile
that Nature should have endowed the
fish with such wonderfully kesn eyes as
they nre known to possess and yet havs
denled them the power to recognize by
color as well as by form the various
Insects upon which they exist

Indubitable tests have been mads
with the human eye for color blindness,
and the following statement would seem
to Indlcate that the trout has w suffi-
clent senme of color to enable him to de-
cide what 18 wholesomo food to take.

An ocullst of high reputation has
stated to me that In examining conduce
tors for a rallrond company he has ve-
sorted to the following tost:

A man s sent down the track, L
plisd with three lighted lanterns, of red,
Ereen and yellow lights, respestivaly,

Upon the display of one the candidate
Is asked—not “what color ls that?" but
“If you saw that lght what would you
do?™ and so with the seccond and third
In turn,

In subjects known to hava dafects in
colar sight the answer to each question
was invariably correct, showing that
thongh red may have appeared only as
a shade of light, and the yellow a aif-
ferent light, the man could clearly dis-
tinguish the variation and could ses
some distinctlon in eolor, no matter
what it was calfad, applied to Indlests
& certaln line of duty.
