VILLA MAY STEP ASIDL

Stato Departmont to Give

Careful Unofficial Beading
to Message.

Washinqton, aiay 31. While the

Btata Department cannot receive ofTl- -

dally communications from factious In
revolt against the Carranxa Government
In Mexico, a itatement from QeruFllIpe
Angeles, who has taken the nomlrial
headship of the Villa movement, will be
scanned closely and carefully by official
In touch with Mexican affairs.

This communication. Involving a
statement of the alms of the Angel r
'movement and the Immediate plans In
the event of tta success. Is supposed to
be en route from the Mexican border, ad- -
dressed to.the State Department.

Those who know what Angeles had
stood or and to which Villa had sub-
scribed feel that as far as "assurances
go nothing more rcosonablo could be
expected by the United States. The
keynoto of the 'plan Is a' return to. real
adherence to the Mexican constitution
of 1S57 which never has been legally
set astda and which fully meets Interna-
tional obligations; Added to this Is a
specific assurance as to tho protection
of lives and property of all foreigners
and the assurance thtt Industry and the
developing of Mexico's great natural
wealth would be encouraged.

Villa Far From an .Asset.
All of this and more will havo to be

given careful. If . unofficial, considera-
tion by the State Department In antici-
pation at the possible succesa of the
Angeles yilla movement and the neces-
sity of this Government to decide again
what faction or do facto Government to
recognize..

It Is realized even by Pancho Villa's
,most ardent advocates that except for
his military, prowess his connection with
the present movement or with any Gov-
ernment resulting therefrom will operate
against thb recognition of that move-

ment by foreign Governments. There Is
admittedly room for doubt that all of
the crimes charged against Villa really
n ere hla doing. There Is room for grave
doubt that Villa personally cither par-
ticipated In the Columbus raid or waa
Indirectly responsible for it.

Much of the popular agitation against
Villa Is directly traceable to a desire In
certain quarters to divert public opinion
from the crimes and. weaknesses of the
Carranza Government. Neverthcleea
this poPillatfeellng In the United States
will have to-b- recognized. It In believed
here, and the"; sooner the Angeles move-
ment is" dissociated In the public mind
from.' Villa .tbexooner will It find favor
and sujJportS Furthermore- - Villa him-
self in iiothfthe type from which stable
andiorderlygbvernments spring, and If
he b to play the role of dictated-th-

Bar Villa Will Step Aside.
.Theie facts Villa's supporters recog-

nize degree. They claim that
Villa has been and now Is prepared to
irtep Aside except to such extent as his
military power can bo of use to the
Angeles Government. Those conversant
with Mexican affairs and Latin Amer-
ican psychology hope that "before reach- -
lug a decision as to the probable value
of this claim 'Ulale Department ofllclals
will seek the advice of the members of
the belter class of Mexicans who have
been consistently debarred from con-

sideration In all official negotiations
slnco tho. downfall of the Madero regime.

An Interesting development to-d- In
conneotloh with the recent refusal of the
State Department to permit the trans-
port of armed Carranza forces through
American territory for military opera-
tions against- Villa is seen In authentlo
reports on the killing on May 22 pf an
American named White, in the Ynqul

"Tridhur country lit' Sonera. This-killin-

.was promptly Jald to the Indians by the
Carranza Government.

Investigation .developed the fact, how-
ever, that "neither the clothes nor other
other property-b- f the dead man had been
disturbed' by' his "murderers, and the
Yaqul Indian leaders' have" made a, strong
case In favor 'of their contention that
the murder- - "was committed by Indian
soldiers of Carranza or the purpose of
creating ,a situation which would pre-
clude their 'iise In the Chihuahua cam-
paign against Villa.

This contention 1 supported by the
well established fact that a large per-
centage' bffthe, murders and other out-
rages recently committed against Amer-
icans In Mexico have been traced di-

rectly to Carranza soldiers, as records
In the State Departmont show.

cording to Mexicans who have Just ar-
rived here from Torreon.

They ssy tho Vllllstas' axnved force to-

tals 11.000 men and that It is being di-

vided, for use against the thrv.o cities.

Nooaixs. Ariz., May 3 li Under or
ders from Gen. Juan "Torres the troop
trains which arrived at Nogales, Sonora,
yesterday returned south last night to
Ortiz, 2S7 miles south of the border,
where the general arsenal of the State
of Sonora Is located.

Torres gave no his reason for with
drawing trie troops from the border and
countermanding his order ofyesterday.
In which 'anoverland march from Naco
to Chihuahua city was contemplated,
that Carranza had wired from Mexico
city that the situation had quieted In
Chihuahua city.

In a statement to the Associated
Xress Stnor Emtllano Tamez, Mexican
Consul at Nogales, said tho Carranza
government to-d- ay suspended mobiliza-
tion of troops to .Chihuahua city, "there
being no more needed there."

Aoua Prixta, Sonora, Mexico, May
Jl. Passengers arriving from the In
terior of the Stato report that Villa
followers are concentrating In tho neigh-
borhood of Tonlchl, a railroad Junction
about twenty kilometers west of' the
Chihuahua State line.

According to the passengers all for-
eigners are leaving that section, fearlnc
violence at tho hands of numerous bands
masquerading under the Villa banner,
and as a result mining orjeratlona arn
being paralyzed.

The police were notified shortly after
8 'o'clbck 'by Nathan Lensky, 217' Bel
mont avenue, Brooklyn, that a .scream-
ing girl had been taken forcibly Into v
taxi near Paynter" avenue and the Boule-
vard. Lensky said ho was on his way
to work In tho Hvenswood section of
Long Island City when he saw a taxi
drive rapidly up to the crub and a
young man Jump out and seize the girl
by one nrm.

Mrs. Nicholas Brogau Rescued
From Lako on. "NViloy Es-

tate in Groornvlc.il.
An accident which resulted In the

drowning of two Boy Scouts brought to
a gloomy end an outing which several
hundred were having yesterday at Ited
Bank, N. J,

The boys, mostly members of tho
Monmouth County Boy Scouts, had
pitched their tents on the bank of the
Shrewsbury River and were enjoying
themselves at various outdoor pastimes
when John Bunkhurst of Long Branch
went Into the water In midstream from
a. small rowboat Whether he fell or
dived In is not known,' bit it was soon
evident to the other boys that he could
not care for himself.

Alfred Kausch. 15. son of .Mrs. Anna
.Kausch of Brooklyn, who was a visitor
at the party. Jumped in to save his
friend, but founjl' himself equally unable
to swim In the midstream waters. Both
boys wont down whUe two other boys
left In the boat, George 'Holmes and
John Abeles, both of Long Branch, made
futile efforts to rescue them.

The bodies of Kausch and Bunkhurst
were, recovered, but efforts at resuscita-
tion failed.

Entangled In Fish Line.
Another Saturday drowning reported

was that of Thornton Lent, IS, of Stam
ford. Conn., who became entangled In a
fish line while swimming In the Rip- -
powan River near his home and was un
able to extricate himself.

Mrs. Nicholas Brogan. wife of the
superintendent of the W. Herbert Wiley
Sanitarium at Greonwlch, Conn., had a
very narrow escupo when a bont. cap- -

sired, throwing her Into a large artificial
lake on tho Wiley estate. Hho succeeded
in r.llmrlns ta the stakes of an iron
bridge until Miss Agnes Hpcllman of
Cos Cob, an expert swimmer and sports-
woman, came to her rescue, Mrs. Bro
gan was In a condition
when taken ashore.

Charles Oliver Bearce, seven-year-o-

son of Mr. and Mrs. Oliver II. Bearce
of North White Plains, was drowned
yerterday afternoon while fishing In the
northern part of the White Plains reser-
voir.

' Girls Try to Ilesouel
The boy, with a number of playmates,

took his position on a rock overhanging
tho water. Two girls who wcro about
twenty feet away from him hoard a
splash and rushing to tho edgo saw
htm disappear under the water. Neither
could swim and when ho came up the
first time they made hn. Ineffectual at
tempt to reach him with a pole.

One of them
dived down and brought up the body,
The boys made an effort :to .resuscitate
Bearce and when they were unsuccess-
ful called Dr. W. D. Moodle of Valhalla.
Dr. Moodle worked over him for more
than two hours but could not restore
him Mr. Bearce Is travelling In Cali-
fornia and does not know of his son's
death.

FIFTEEN PRISONERS

SEEK TO ESCAPE

Boys in House of Refuge Beat
. Keeper Sonselcss and

Pice.

SEVEN. NEARLY DROWN

Their Boat Is Sinking "When

Overhauled by Harbor
Police.

Fifteen boy prisoners in the House of
nefuge on Randalls Island provided that
Institution with six hours ot unabated
excitement early yesterday morning by
nn attempt to escape from the Island,
which but for their lack of proficiency
I ntho arts of swimming and boat han-
dling would have been the most suc-

cessful Jallbreak of the year. But the
water lying between the island and the
shores ot Bronx county waa their un-

doing and now they must answer for an
assault upon a keeper whom they beat
Into insensibility and with whose keys
they were able to get out of doors.

Thomas Downs, a veteran keeper, was
making his rounds a few minutes after
midnight yesterday when he came upon
an open door leading from a corridor to
one of tho divisions where thirty boys
were quartered. He entered the division
to And out what was amiss and as soon
as he steppedlnstde was struck on ono

Ida of his head with a hammer and
felled. A dozen boys pounced on him
then, tied and gagged him and took lhs
keys.

The boy who had the keys called on
all the boys in the ward to follow him to
freedom and fourteen acknowledged his
leadership promptly. The ones who did
not were locked in with tho prostrate
keeper when tho fifteen others took their
leave and were warned that If they
made an outcry some of .their escaping
fellows would return and punish them.
But within twenty minutes somo of them
took heart and began stamping .on the
floor and a half dozen'keepera responded
to tho alarm.

and two police boats had their

trained on the Island shores with-
in half an hour. Soon afterward a score
of policemen arrived by motorboat and
with employees of the Institution began
a search of the.

But In the dark the boys had managed
to find cover and none ot them attempted
tq escape by water until after the sun
began to rise, dimming tho
of the patrol boats. Then one of the
fugitives swam to a rowboat moored off
shore, and returning with It to the island
took six of his aboard.

But with, seven In It the boat to
Its gunwales, and In the swift river cur-
rent soon was taking water. When
police boat overhauled It It was awash,
with four boys clinging to It and tht
other three struggling In the current
Policeman John Bheehan had to go over-
board to drag In two ot the boys, Lulgt
Domenlco and Harry Kelley, were
unable to swim. A third boy was saved
by William Grogan, one of his compan-
ions.

Two oher boys who had tried to make
their getaway by swlmmlnf Bronx Kills
sank In soft mud closer under the Ran-
dalls Island shore and were keeping
thetr heads above water with the great-
est difficulty when the police hauled
them out All those who had not left
land were found finally In a half finished
building, at the north end of the Island.

The condition ot Downs, the keeper,
who who beaten, Is serious. He was cut
and bruised alt ,about his head and body,
and Dr. Nelson Crowe, chief medical off-
icer at the Institution, considers It likely
that he Is from a fractured
skull also. A hammer and chisel lay
beside htm when he waa found by tht
other keepers.

The fifteen boys were held In the Har-
lem court yesterday to await the result

Injuries. They will have a
hearing June 16. After being held they
were given their choice of going back to
Randalls Island or waiting meir nay in
court In the Harlem Jail. The vote to
remain In the Jail was unanimous,

Bills Protecting Potash, Dyes

and Gloss "Will Bo In-

troduced.

.Washington, May 31. Unexpected
opposition to tho repeal of the iluxury tax
section of the war revenue bill developed
to-d- In the House, and sponsors of
several other proposed repeals, ready to
offer substitutes, forced postponement of
final action until next week..- Its sup-
porters, however, said adoption was. cer-
tain. ,

Representatives Cannon, Republican
(III.) : Thomas (Ky.), Blm (Tenn.),
Democrats, led the attack against the
repeal, which waa unanimously proposed
by the Ways and Means Committee and
easily had passed the In the last
Congress. Chairman Fordney, Republi-
can, and Representative Kitchln(N. C),
ranking Democrat ot the committee,
urged repeal.

Opponents, however, In attacking the
proposal, declared that It would only re.
moe costly articles, Including wearing
apparel, from taxation, which could b
borne without financial Injury to con-

sumers. Advocates of the .repeal de-

clared the tax was levied In time ot war
to discourage expensive purchases and
prevent their manufacture, but admitted
that the loss of 385,000,000 revenue ex-

pected to result from the levy would be
keenly felt by the ttteasury.

Industries to Be Protected.
During debate Chairman Fordney an-

nounced that separate tariff measures
designed to protect American Industries
developed during war would bo of-

fered soon to Congress by the Ways and
Moans Committee. He named the potash,
the dye andithe laboratory glass Indus-
tries as among those to receive first con-

sideration. He declared also his desire
to shift the excess profit taxes from cor-

porations to stockholders, assorting that
such action would encourage industry
and increase employment

Considerable political discussion waa
Injected Into the debate. Representa-
tive Moore (Pa,). Republican, charged
the Administration with extravagance,
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criticised President Wilson for his trip
abroad and his. alleged, failure to con.
suit Congress leaders. Representative
Hull (Ten.). Democrat, retortod that
"professional politicians chronically
playing politics were as bad the

W. WV' and welcomed close scrutiny
of the Democratic party' part In the
conduct ot the war.

The suggestion that the President had
received advice while abroad from Henry
White. Republican momber of the Peaco
Commission, was questioned by Repre-
sentative Longworth (Ohio), Republi-
can, who said such statement "must have
been wrong."

Longrrorth Gets Sarcastic.
'Only tho Other day heard," said Mr,

Longworth, "that number of friends
had collaborated In buying a box of toys
to send to Mr, White to give him some-
thing to do while Col. House and tho
President were attending to the affairs
of the Peacs Conference."

Representative Garner (Texas), Dem-
ocrat, said "Mr. White wolud not toler-
ate .any such indifference to him
member of that commission, and
not remain on it if. he did not get more
to than to play with bunch ot
toys."
