"Senator Black,"
said Judge Swann, "admitted to me
that the" Rangeburnett Oil Company
had not at any time up to date ex-

tracted an ounce of oil from tho earth
or anywhere else, but told me that Its
prospects were considered good."

"The company has rigs ready to dilll
and will within two or three days be
actively at work on the development of
the leases. And an .this activity Increases
naturally tho stock will advance In
prJce. We regard Rangeburnett at the
present quotation, 50 cents, as tho best
oil stock on the New York curb, and
we urge you to place your orders with
us Immediately."

Referee Bernstein took testimony for
several weeks. The defandant refused
to testify. Mrs. Herreshoft said she
noticed her husband's Indifference to
her for about a year prior to their
separation and accidentally learned of
the other woman.

George E. Wilson, a detective, said he
followed Herreshoff 'from 25 Broad
street, where are the Herreshoff offices,
to the Hotel Astor. where tho Btrange
woman was waiting for him. Wlson
said that the defendant and corespond-
ent went to the Hotel 'Navarre, which
they entered, carrying a valise. Wilson
added:

"One of our men went to the suite
.which Herreshoff and this woman en-

tered and obtained admittance by stat-
ing he was a plumber and had been sent
there to repair a water pipe leak. On
entering he found the defendant and the
'strawberry blond.' " y

Mrs. Herreshoff made no demand for
alimony, saying that her husband has
been paying her $1S,000 a year since
their separation, nnd that she was able
to get along comfortably on this. The
Herreshoffs have three children, all
grown. Mrs. Sarah Lathrop Masnada, a
daughter, obtained a divorce irom ner
husband In Westchester county several
years ago.

signed on order requiring his widow,
Margaret Lebaudy, to show cause why
she should not be removed as adminis
tratrix of his estate and her letters of
appolntmtnt cancelled.

Mmc. Lebaudy killed her husband on
January 11 of this year while he was
attempting to force his way Into her
room at the country home, but escaped
prosecution because she was able to o

District Attorney Weeks that
Lebaudy meditated Injury to their
daughter Jacqueline, 14 years old.
Lebaudy left no will, and when his
widow applied for letter of administra-
tion several weeks after his death they
were Issued to her. If Lebaudy's other
relatives fall to establish their claim
that they are his heirs Mme. Lebaudy
will receive approximately one-thir- d of
his estate and his daughter will take the
residue. Except for the place at West-bur- y,

the estate consists wholly of per-
sonal property, and Is worth anywhere
from $5,000,000 to $10,000,000. ,

The petition asking for Mrs. Lebaudy a
removal and which was filed at MIneoIa
yesterday bears the signature of Mme.
Maria Theresa Jeanne Lebaudy de Fels,
wno uvea in rani, ana was niea rjy
Major Henry A. Uterhart as her attor-
ney. Major Uterhart, who has been on
overseas army duty for a year and a
half, received his discharge In Paris a
month ago.

Lebaudy. who Inherited a great deal

ot money from his father, who amassed
It In the sugar Industry, had only three
blood relatives living. Mme. de Fels,
Robert Lebaudy, a brother, and Jacque- -
line Lebaudy, his daughter. If his lis-
ter, who makes the claim that Jacque-
line has no heritable blood, ! able to
establish It by conclusive proof, she and
Robert Lebaudy will dlvtdV the estate
between them. It consists In the main
of mining properties, of which one 'n
Chile Is particularly valuable.

He explained that Le
baudy s brother andslster fully recoc
ulze that ahe and Jacqueline should be
provided for amply, but consider that
since there was never a formal marriage
between her and Lebaudy, there was no
marriage at an.

Paul A. De Fere. Mme. Lebaudy's at
torney, said yesterdaj- - that he had not
seen- or been Berved with any papers, but
that he had no vestlg. of doubt that
Mme. Lebaudy and her daughter would
no awarded the estate finally.

"There can he no question but that the
relation of huebAid and wife existed.'
he said. "It began almost twenty years
ago and was continuous. Mme. Ijt
baudy can bring plenty of proof and will
have no difficulty In establishing her
ngnts.

Jacques Lebaudy was notorious for his
eccentricities for many years before his
death and was confined several times In
asylums, lie was a keen business man
however, and added greatly to his patrt
mony byshrewd speculation and Invest
ment-- He used to call himself "Em
peror of the Sahara," but always showed
Irritation when any one found amuse
ment In the expression, explaining that
he actually owned a tract In the desert

Senor Don Ignaclo Calderon, the Bb
llvlan Minister, followed with the state
raent that !'the Investment
canltkl would fnfpr nur rnmmnn Inter
ests and contribute rrlore than any other
thing to the Increase of commerce and of
our friendly relations."

GlllettTells of Mexico.
Speaker Glllett drew the obvious con-

clusion from these two statements when
he referred to what "we all have In
mind as the greatest Impediment to-d-

to full fellowship and International trade
on this hemisphere and that Is the pres-
ent condition of Mexico."

In part Mr. Glllett's remarks- follow:
"I and all of us In the United States

appreciate very much the sympathy
which wo experienced from some of the
South American republics during tho
recent war which led them to unite and
to risk their fortunes with ours. That
certainly has Induced on our part a
warmth of feeling and of sympathy
which we had not felt before, and It
was natural, and It seems to me neces-
sary, for, nfter alt, all the countries on
this hemisphere have now the same prin-
ciple pf popular government. We are
all alike In trusting to the people. We
believe that Jt' Is the people that shall
rule, and at the same time K think all
our experience will hring home to us
that In popular government as In every
tether kind of government, our hopes of
prosperity and progress He In the con-
stant supremacy of the law.

'"The neople make the law and the
people must obe' the law unttl the peo
ple In a legal manner change the law.
We want the supremacy of law and we
all fear the despotism of the mob Just as
much as the despotism of the trrant

"The undercurrent of all the countries
ought to be now the same nnd there
should be nothing that separate' us.
America has not the slightest feeling of

envy or hostllltyto any of our brefhren
oh this continent For one there is not
a foot of land on this hemisphere that I
covet or would take for the United

There Is not an Influence which?tates. try to exert oventhe other coun

Senor
Cambo, leader of the autonomists, nnd
four of his partlslans are heading the
election list with the majority of 30.000.
Senor LeToux, ,thc Radical leader, was
returned.

Pablo, Igleslas and Senor Bestelro,
Socialists, have been elected In Madrid.
Others elected In the capital were four
Republicans, one Dissident Liberal nnd
one Maurlst.

Melqulades Alvarex. leader of the Re
formlst party, was elected at Ovledo.
Senor Albn, former Minister of Finance
was defeated In two constituencies. He
was also a candidate at Valladolld. but
his election there Is doubtful.

BOLSHEVIK PLOT

AGAINST U. S. BARED

roncr Purporting to Dcsignato

HaroldC. kcyes as Lcninc
gcnt Found.

What Federal authorities consider to
be evidence of a far reaching Bolshevik
plot against this Government was un-

covered yesterday with the selrure of a
paper purporting to be a commission
lssued by Nicholas Lenlne to Harold C
Keyes, a member of the I. W. W. and
former secretary or the League of Co-
ntentions Objectors In this city.

The paper' ramo Into the Government's
hands In a mysterious manner. It wns
p.t first said that a wonjan hnd acci-
dentally discovered It when she picked
up a lost wallet at Grand Central Sta-

tion. An Investigation at that terminal,
hocver, discredited this report, nnd It
Is believed that tho paper was recovered
by secret operatives who have been
watching the activities of Keyes,

Commission Is All Embracing,
The "commission" as the paper Is de-

scribed bears the date of April 11. 1918,
and purports to come from Pctrograd.
It appears to convey great povers to
the holder, stating that he is the per- -
bonal representative of the head of tho
Soviet Government and that nis worn is
ol Auch n secret nature that even tht
Bolshevik organizations of this country
pit to know nothing about It. it reads
ao follows:

Tho bearer. Harold G. Keyes, Is a
trusted friend of the Government of
Russian Soviets. He Is personally In-

trusted with an Important secret mis-

sion In tho United States. It Is my
wish ' that ho neither communicate
nor reveal his official secret mission
to. any one of the existing organiza-
tions now working In the Interest ot
the Soviets In America. He has been
Instructed not to use this letter of
commission except In an emergency.
All concerned will govern themselves
accordingly. Nicholas Limine.
This naper was printed in both Eng

lish nnd Russian, and It was said that
with It .the operatives seized letters of
credit of startling size.

Following this find, It became known
yesterday that Keyes has been on a
Government suspect roll for some time
and that operatives have reported that
he has been receiving large quantities
of mall from various parts of the coun
try. This led a while ago to a sus
ntclon that he was engaged In extensive
propaganda wont oi some Kinu wnicn
reuulrcd much correspondence witn
nRpnts In other parts of the United
States.

Arrested ns Draft Plotter.
Federal authorities have known him

as an unll-dra- ft schemer, and It was In
this 'capacity that he was arrested by
ngents of tho Department of Justice In
the early days of the war. He was a
member of the "Young Democracy," but
was dropped for some unknown reason.
He was nlao dropped from the Brother-
hood of Hallroad Trainmen, a patriotic
organization that wo'ild not brook his
radical tendencies. Ho has written for
radical publications at times, and has
attempted to Insert himself Into labor
bodies with little success so far as
known.

At the official fceadquarters of the
Bolshevik!, the ofirces of the Russian
Soviet Government Bureau at 110 West
Fortieth street, the report of the Gov-
ernment's discovery caused great sur-
prise.

J. C. K. Martens, head of the bureau,
said that he had ne,ver heard of Keyes,
and that he could not understand why
Lenlne should carry on operations be-

hind the backs of his regularly author-
ized representative, as tho paper w'oflld
tend to Indicate. '
