Western Union Projects Line
From Miami to Belem in
Near Futare,

An Intercontlinantal oable. sireiching
3,200 milea from Mlaml, ¥Fla., through
Barbados to Bslem, Brasil, will bs con-
structed within six months, aceording to
an announcement made yesterday bY
Newoomb Carlton, pregident of the West-
ern Union Telegraph Company.

The contract for the new system has
not been slgned, dut an agreement has
been entered into by the Western Union
and the Western Telegraph Company of
Great Britain, which will connect the
United States by cable with the entire
pastern seaboard of South Amerca, and
with the utillsation of overland routes
already In operation provide communiea-
tion with the cities on the western coast
of the southern continent.

Barbadoa will ba the tarminal of the
proposed cable line, the Wesatern Union
bullding the cabla from Miami to Bar-
bados and the British systam extending
its Brasliian and Argentine lines up the
coast from Belem to Barbados. Each
company will have about 1,600 miles of
oable to lay, The American line will not
use the Cuban cables, but new ones will
skirt Cuba and Haytl, and thence pams
between Haytl and Porte Rlco to Bar-
bados. The Western Union has already
secured options on the mnaterial neces-
sary, and will start work as soon as the
contraoct is signed.

“The arrangement with the British
concern,'” sald Mr, Carlton, “will guaran-
tee A non-discriminatory servies 1o
Americans, with a prompt and economi-
cal means of Instituting North and South
American connection. It s an enter-
prise of first importance and will be of
tremendous valus to commercial and
newspaper (nterests.

Hoover, the head of the allled relief
organlaation,

The bread hudget balandes, but the
surplus of the Ameriean crop of wheat
and rye this year will bs nesded. The
statement says that most of the trading
in wheat and rya will be In the han
of the Governments.

Other Npures gained from the survey
made by the organization and various
Governments Indicats that the sugar
crop In Easmern Europe this year will
be 66 per cent. of pre-war normal, the
wheat and rye erop 77 per cent. and
tha vegeiable harvest about normal.
Bince the war, It Is estimated, Burops
has lost 15,400,000 esattle, 89,500,000
hogs and 8,600,000 sheep

After estimating the European con-
sumption of wheat and rye at 2,200,000,-
000 busheln, of which between 700,000,-
000 and 850,000,000 bushels will have
to be Imporfed. the statement continues !

“*The avallable breadstuffa to Europe
from the producing countries will prob
ably He batwean 770,000,000 and R60,-
000,000 buahels, It would appear, there-
fore, that the world's Liread bidget will
bnlance next year, but within narrow
margine, In any event, the present
Indleations are that the Amearican
bumpar wheat and rye crops will be
needed. The principal Importing Euro-
pean CGovernments have all gurantesd
thelr farmers’ prices at higher laveis
than the American guarantes and wll
ara involved in' bread subsidias There
will not be much likelihood of much
private trade in wheat next year out-
aide of Government Luying,

“The Buropean production of sugar
will he apparently about 85 r oent
of the pre-war normal and before the
war Imports averaged 2,250,000 tonm
per annum. The buying power of the
people so greatly affects the conmumptlon
of this commodity that no estimate of
the probable import demands can be
foracast. The crops of potatoes, peas,
beans, cabbage and other vegetables
promise to bo about preswar normal.

“Our survey of the food anlmals shows
that campared to pre-war conditions
there is o net dscreame of 15400,000
ecattle in the 98,300,000 In the herds hee
fore the war; a decrease of 45,508,000
swine from £98.300,00Q and a decrease of
about 8400,000 sheep from the pre-war
total of 108,A00,000. The number of
horses also Jas greatly diminished.
