Giving Up Wires in Part,
He Asserts, Was to Save

Democrats From Blame.

GOVERNMENT MUST PAY

Percy Thomas Assails
in Attack on

Western Unions Heads

Direct reponlbmty for the ry

strike, which Is called
for Wednesday nomine, was placed at
Uia floor of Postmaster-Gener- al Burle-eo-n

yesterday by ofllclals of the Com-
mercial Telegraphers' Union, irho met
In this city to plan the details of the
toaBtout.

Tercy Thomas, deputy Internationa
president of the union, emphatically de-
clared that the only rea'son Mr. Burle-o- n

returned tho control of tho wires
Ut the Western Union and other com-
panies at the time he did was to have
th strlko fought by privately owncJ
companies Instead of tho United Stated
Government. Ho added that Inasmuch
as the financial arrangement with tne
Western Union continues to be tho earn.!
ma when it was eovcrnmentally con-
trolled, the Government will iay for the
strike. Sir. Thomas said:

"The reason why Mr. Burleson re-
turned control of the wires to air. Carl-
ton, president of. the Western Union, was
because he feared a strike would take
place and wanted It. to take place undjr
tho Western Union. 60 that the Deiro-cratl- o

Administration would not be hald
responsible. As a matter of fact, the
8 per cent Is still paid tho Western
Union under ruaranty of the financial
arrangement entered Into when the Gov-
ernment took over the wires. If the
entire Western Union shut down, tUt
company would still get its S per cent,
from the Government. Burleson Is hand
In glove with tho Carlton-Va- il combina-
tion, and now they may fight labor as
hard as they want to at the expense of
tho Government.

The Wire Operating Board Is abol-
ished, and of course tho men operating
that board havo gono back to their re-

munerative snaps; but the Wire Con-
trol Board, composed of Burlesoa'
friends. Is not abolished.

Burleson's Connc Criticised.
Government operation never had a

chance. Men absolutely oppossed to
publlo ownership of telegraph and tele-
phone systems were put in charge of
uiese industries by a man professing to
believe In Government ownership. Gov
ernment control of the wires could have
been pushed forward to practical, suc-
cessful operation, and would havo been
ffreatly to the Interests of the people
or our country, but was killed by those
opposed to It, who wero singularly
placed In control, for nt the very birth
of Its opportunity it was thrown nmonc
me money lions. Government messages
And messages to the gneral public and
newspaper despatches were delayed even
to the limit of the day by tho operating
officials, and the public which has no
time to Investigate causes was critical
of the results of the Govern-
ment control. There has "hot beerr-- day
eincti the war began or before whn if
telegraph and telephone official had
paid good wages to their employees and
given them good treatment that excel
lent service could noL have been fur
nished to the people by the companies.

Jnion officials purpose watching the
Western Union methods of handling
business. If they are able to handle any
business at all during the strike, for
the Government had not brought the
Western Union to trial on tho Indictment
of last year for sultcasing messages,
L e,, aendlng telegrams from one point
to another by train through the medium
of messengers."

Mr. Thomas corroborated the state-
ment made In The Sun that more than
100 operators had been discharged Sat-
urday when It was ascertained by the
chief operator that they would strike
when the walkout was ordered. He said
the number was 135. As a result of the
dismissal, he said, a Government cir-
cuit remained uncovered by operators
for several hours and tho business of
the public generally was permitted to
suffer. He eald a number of operators
were sent to Southern points to tako
ho place of those who went on strike
uid that this delayed delivery of mes-

sages.

Bad Declared They Would Strike.
Neweomb Carlton, president of the

Western Union, pointed out yesterday
that the men and women who wero dis-
missed had been let go not because they
were members of the Commercial Teleg-
raphers Union, but because tiiey de-

clared their intention to join the strike.
Mr. Thomas replied that this was but

one of the many violations of Mr. Burle-
son's many pledges of protection to
union men.

Answering Mr. Carlton's statement
that there are only 710 members of the
union in the United States employed by
the Western Union who would be af-
fected by a strike order, Mr. Thomas
declared there are more than that num-
ber in Mr. Carlton's main office. He
would not state how many there were in
the Eastern section, over which ho is
president.

At the meeting of telegraphers yes-
terday afternoon It was decided to en
list the sympathy of the Typographical
Union and other labor organizations
which have to do with telegraphers'
work, to protest against the employ-
ment of non-unio- n labor.

The strike order sent out by Mr.
Thomas yesterday affects managers, su-
pervisors, clerks, operators, mechanics,
linemen and Inside and outside wire-me- n.

The demands are: "Tho right to be-
long to a labor union without restric-
tion; collective bargaining through
trade unions, and not through associa-
tions organized by the company to de-
feat the alws of the workers; reinstate-
ment of all workers discharged In recent
times for legitimate trade union activi-
ties; increases In pay sufficient to meet
Increased cost of living since 191G;
rules governing working conditions
whereby the rights of the workers will
be defined and justice to them guaran-
teed."

KONENKAMP MAKES
SELF-DEFENC- E PLEA

Accuses Burleson of Not Pre-
venting Men's Dismissals.
Chicago, June 8. Reports of dis-

charge of union operators by the West-
ern Union Telegraph Company follow-
ing the call Issued last night for a
nationwide strike, on Wednesday of tele-
graph' and telephone employees Ijad
been received, fronr aH pacts of the
country, H. J.Konenkampt international
president of the Commercial Telegra-- n
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phers Union of America, said y. He
arrived from the East y and ad-
dressed a meeting of union men In the
afternoon. He said he expected 70,000
workers would be affected by tho strike.

"I have received reports that the
Western Union has discharged ISO of
our men In New York, a number in
Chicago, Ualveston, Denver and other
cities," he said. ,

"To tho men nt the meeting I stated
that we had to strike In be-

cause of tho tactics of Postmaster-Gener- al

Burleson In permitting our peo-
ple to be discharged right and left wlth
out giving any protection and giving us
no chance, for a wage adjustment or
arranging for collective bargaining. I
told them my efforts In the East had
been absolutely unproductive and thero
was nothing left to do but strike."

Mr. Konenkamp said everywhere the
members are assuring him they will do
all thoy can to make tho strike effec
tive. Humors thit tho time for the
strike had been advanced to
were unrounded, he said, and there was
no thought of changing tho catl as Is
sued yesterday.

GARRANZA KIN TO

BE AMBASSADOR

YV ashington Hears Gen. Agtu-In- r

Will Bo Envoy to
United States.

Sptcial Dtipatch to Trs Set.
Washington, June 8. According to

Information reaching here. Gen. Candido
Aguilar, Carranza's Is even-

tually to take charge of the Mexican
Embassy in the United States, relieving
Tgnaclo Bonlllas.

This plan has been coming to a head
for two months. It Is understood, with
out tho State "Department being apprised
of It Tho matter Is of little Interest to
the State Department officially, but pri-

vately Is a matter of amazement to of
ficials there Aguilar Is one of the type
of Mexicans who Is fitted least for a
diplomatic post, according to those who
know him and know of htm and his
record. Prior to the Madero revolution
and during part of the Madero regime
Aguilar was a hostler on an estate In
Vera Cruz, having charge of some
blooded horses and a number of cows.

Soon after this he becamo an officer
in the Madero forces, rising to the rank
of Major, and slnco his marrlago to the
daughter of Carranza, the rank of Gen-
eral has been given to Aguilar, who has
been in charge of the Vera Cruz district
lately.

Two explanations are suggested hero
for Aguilar being given the Mexican
mission to tho United States. One Is
that the failure of Ambassador Bonlllas
to secure permission from the State
Department for the transport of ta

troops through American ter-
ritory in order to try to offset tho rapid
campaign of the Villa element In north-
ern Mexico has angered the "First
Chief."

May Hare Been a Thorn.
The only other explanation advanced

thus far Is that Aguilar may have proved
a source of embarrassment to the Car-
ranza Government, but this Is not given
a great deal of credence because If
Aguilar embarrassed Carranza in his
ministrations in the Vera Cruz oil fields
he certainly would be of little account as
a diplomatic envoy to tho United States.

Reports reaching here through con-
fidential sources are to the effect that
the Villa forces under the active leader-
ship of Gen. Felipe Angeles are in con-
trol of a considerable area of northern
Mexico and that an important series of
military operations may be looked for
beginning probably within a week. It
was not disclosed, however, whether
Angeles will extend his operations down
toward Mexico city and the Carranzista
strongholds or will fceek to establish
Vlllista control of the border.

It la not denied that all of the ter-
ritory about Torreon and Chihuahua is
now under control of Angeles and his
men as was reported In Mexican des-
patches eeveral days ago.

The War Department late
had received no message from the Com-
manding General of the Southern De-

partment, to whom was referred for ad-
vice the request from Gov. Hobby of
Texas for permission to mobilize two
brigades of State cavalry to protect the
border.

May Patrol Border.
Members of tho Texas delegation in

Congress wero of tho opinion that the
Governor had In mind an eventual patrol
of the border, but nothing immediate
and pressing despite the wording of his
telegram.

It Is known that It Is a part of the
Villa-Angel- es campaign to convince the
American authorities that Villa, had
nothing to do with the Columbus raid
or any of tho other border depredations
commonly attributed to villa bands. As
recently related In Tin Sun, Villa Is
willing to stand trial in the United
States on this charge and prove his
complete innocence,

Becauto of this deBlrc to convince the
American Government of tho Intentions
of Villa and his followers toward all
foreigners, and Americans in particular,
it is believed here that an effort will
be made to seize control of the entire
border to demonstrate practically this
fact.

PLAN FINISH FIGHT

IN WINNIPEG STRIKE

Employers Reject Mediation
Board Plan Agreed to by

Metal Workers.

UNIONS TIGHTEN FRONT

Citizens' ' Committee Deter-
mined to Crush Present Cen-

tral Labor Conncil.

Winnipeg, fJan., June 8. Indications

point to a fight to the finish In the gen
eral strike. Tho plan of settlement pro-

posed by the trainmen's mediation
board has been agreed to by the metal
workers, but, according to Mayor Grey,
the employers have decided not to ac-

cept It. The employers demand an open
shop with final decision of disputes by
a commission.

The citizens' committee of 10,000 Ib de-

termined to crush the strike If It takes
all summer. It realizes that Winnipeg
has been set back at least one year
industrially by this strike, that 120,000,-00- 0

In building has gone past recall,
and that the only satisfaction In sight
for all the trouble and expense the city,
province and committee havo been .put
to Is in squelching this movement by
every means, including the use or the
military forces.

Make Far Iteachlnir Plans.
No persons but thou In toucli with

the situation realize the determination
of the commltteo to carry out Its plans,
All private business has been given up
by hundreds of leading citizens, and all
their energies and money are being de
voted to this one object. They will not
brook any outeldo Interference, and they
are In dally communication through long
conferences with local ana provincial
authorities, including the military. Civic
help is Ignored, except as it affords some
assistance In training their enas.

The question of express and freight
shipments are not considered. Postal,
telephone and telegraph facilities are
Ignored. Only one thing counts annih-
ilation of the Trades and Labor Coun
cil of Winnipeg as at present con-

stituted. The City Council Is left to work
out certain minor details such as food
supplies and local pollco protection.

At a meeting to-d- the general strike
commltteo completed plans to continue
the strike If neceeeary for another two
weeks. Funds are ample aid are flow
ing In from many sources. The Mln
neapolls Trades Council sent word of its
interest and sympathy and offered
financial assistance. This is tho common
style of aid received daily from many
organizations.

Labor to Tighten Itanka.
Tho police force strike committee

states that it will not sign the city ulti-
matum. Further tightening of the union
ranks will take place Strik-
ers claim that the 'dally press is not re-
porting correctly the number of unions
out In sympathy In the chief centres and
that the state of the tleup Is worse than
In Toronto, Calgary and Vancouver.

Strikers claim that the railways are
more badly affected In their shops than
they will admit, that rolling stock and
locomotives are In bad shape, and that
locomotives are coming in from all parts
of various systems to handle the western
business. The railways deny this, Clerical

help. It Is stated. Is working in rail-
way roundhouses. President Beatty of
the Canadian Pacific Hallway made a
close study of the situation before leav-
ing for Montreal this afternoon.

Cno thing is certain, the outside world
can settle down to watch the bitterest
flcht waged against union labor In this
section which will not end until com.
plete victory Is secured by one side or
the other. There will be no recurrence
of this Issue next year or tho next,
either.

The health of the community Is
good. No Ice, bread or milk

deliveries have been made for four
weeks and none will be for some time.

Commercial telegraphers voted again
yesterday not to go back to work.

houses will play in attempting to brinir
pressure on the Senate.

It is the firm belief here of some of
the members of the Foreign Relations
Committee that much valuable. Informa-
tion may bo obtained by turning the
spotlight of publicity on the connection
between International financiers and the
league covenant. According to present
Indications prominent Americans high In
the councils of financial institutions
which are pressing for immediate ratifica-
tion may spend uncomfortable hours be-

fore tho committee. Senator Borah, for
example, believes there are some men
In the United States who would "sell
their country to trade with Germany."
The argument that unless the treaty is
signed there will be no financial rela-
tions or trade between the United States
and Germany will be met by the ques-
tion "who Is the man who wants to
trade with Germany?"

An Important point which will be em-
phasized by way of attempting to estab-
lish a link between big financial Interests
and the treaty leak will be the obvious
necessity of big business knowing details
of the treaty text before unqualifiedly
Indorsing It. Big financial Institutions,
it is pointed out, cannot afford to act on
a mere summary or on hearsay evidence
as to how tho treaty provisions will af-
fect their future ventures abroad. They
must admittedly know precisely what the
terms arc. It Is regarded as significant
that since the leak the pressuro far quick
ratification from some quarters has ad-
mittedly becomo very pronounced

To Merit Gertnan Influences.
Ab tho scope of tho Investigation Is

not limited, it is understood that vari-
ous questions which have particularly
interested borne of the Republican Sen-
ators will be brought up. Effort will
hi made to ascertain the relationship
between certain financial advlvers of
the German Government and tho men
who have framed the financial sections
of the treaty. Questions may be asked
ns to tiio Influence which international
financiers have had in the frumlng of
tho League covenant. Tho fact that
thf- - league aims to keop world affairs
In what has been described as 'a petri-
fied stale of status quo" Is cited by
seme Senators as obviously to tho spe-
cial benefit of International financiers
for big business Interests with the hack-
ing of the League council will havo an
enormous Insurance for their interna-
tional speculations and investments.

It Is fully expected that Inquiry will
bo made as to who Is now financing the
Ixague to Rnforre Peace apd where the
mcney is coming from to pay the In-
creasingly heavy expanses of the propa-
gandists who are Mrlvlng to create sen-
timent among the American people for
the league.

form and became a member of the
gu.ird of honor. At tho same time scores
of others, all equipped with hair trigger
automatic revolvers, volunteered them
selves for service.

All these precautions were In addition
to those taken by the various branches
of the Government secret service. Not
conte.it with the scrutiny given by the
Government sleuths to all visitors, tne
college huthorUtes assigned men to
watch tvery entrance to the wide spread-
ing grounds of tho Institution. No man
or women not Identified was permitted
In the place.

while we have been trying to conciliate
America by making concessions to the
President wo find that we have been
caught in the American party machine.

"What we have regarded ns generous
concessions to American views have been
represented in the United States as' ex-

amples of British cleverness and man-
agement. The prevalent complaint
against Wilson and his party Is that
they have let themselves be bamboozled
by us that John Bull has led Uncle
Sam by the nose. We cannot disguise
from ourselves that It la from accusa-
tions such as these that national quar-
rels often begin.

"We hopo that the true friends of
Britain among the Republicans, such
as Root, Murray Butler and Gen. Wood,
will see that no real misunderstanding
arises. The men we have named are
undoubtedly strong but
we hope that they and others like them
will make It clear to their countrymen,
that, be Wllson'B policy right or wrong,
it certainly is not dictated by Britain,
but rather accepted by Britain because
It is American.

"We ask that our relations with
America be not sacrificed to the desire
to deal a shrewd blow at the enemies
of the Republicans. All Americans real-
ize that our losses have not been small,
and to add to them the loss of the
good will of our kinsmen would be an
unspeakable calamity. Good Republicans
and good Democrats surely will do their
best to keep Britain out of their party
cmbrogllo."

The recent complex situation In Eng-
land exhibits unusual twists, the reac-
tionary element accusing Premier Lloyd
George of weakening and the laborltes
howling that he Is cruel and over firm
tn his attitude toward the enemy. Tho
Liberals nro attacking the peaco terms
on the ground that they are econom- -
Ically faulty. All are accusing Wilson
of throwing down his principles and or
using too great Influence on British dele-
gates, all of which is resulting In fervid
criticism ot the United States.

DETROIT TIED UP BY

STREET CAR STRIKE

Not a Wheel Turning in the
City Mayor Flays

Golf.

Detroit, June 8. This city Is com
pletely without traction service and
there Is no promise of a settlement
of the three-cornere- d controversy be
tween the Detroit United Railway Com
pany, Its striking carmen and the city
council. State officials threat-
ened court action to relieve the situa-
tion, fearing expansion of the tleup to
Include a large part of southern Mich
igan. The strike became effective last
night.

Attorney General Groesbeck Intimated
that unless the three factions

reach an agreement he will
ask a court order compelling operation
of the lines until an adjustment can be
effected, on the ground that the street
railway company Is solvent.

Not a car wheel turned within the cltv
to-d- and there were no conferences of
tho opposed interests. Mayor Couzens
spent the day on the rolf links, it wno
reported at his home. The City Council,
to which the company and the carmen
looked for a settlement of the contro
versy, failed to meet, and both the men
and the compnny stood hy their de
mands, declaring the situation un
changed.

Mayor Couzens said he Would
make definite recommendations to the
council morning. There have
been no disorders.

Meanwhile the tleup threatens half a
dozen cities served by Intrrurbans from
Detroit, Intcrurbans from nearby cities
operated as ar as the city limits only

Thousands of automobiles were
totally inadequate to meet the demand
for service, while the prospect is that
a majority of the workers will walk to
their employment or reniE' i
at home.

The striking carmen demand a wage
increase of 27 cents an hour, but are
understood to be willing to accept a 10
rent Increase, which the company denies
It can give unless 3 cent fares on cer-
tain lines and reduced worklngmen's
tickets are recalled and n straight 5
cent fare with 1 cent for transfer
granted, The council Ims agreed to
recall the 3 cent fare unJ extra tick ts
on Burrcmler or franchises, but refusis
to grant the transfer charge.

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STATE INSURANCE

LAX, SAYS CONNOR

Investigator Asks Governor to
Havo Complete Inquiry

Into Bureau.

RATES LOW, POLICIES FEW

"Wyncoop Service" Said to

Havo Means of Inside In-

formation as to Risks.

Albany, June S. Severe criticism of
the management of the Stato Insurance
Fund by the State Industrial Commis-
sion la contained in a report to Gov.
Smith, made publla by Jere-
miah F, Connor, appointed by tho ex-
ecutive to Investigate tho affairs of the
commission.

The State fund now Insures approxi-
mately 8,760 employers, according to the
report, and Its rate Is approximately
14 2 per cent, lower than the rates of
the stock companies. "It claims to have
16 per cent, of the compensation Insur-
ance business of New York Stato
'roughly speaking to use an expression
of the manager," reported Commissioner
Connor. "Fifty per"cent, of this busi-
ness Is carried In special groups re-

ceiving special treatment so that the
fund generally carries only about 8 per
cent, of the compensation insurance of
the Stale."

The fund on January 1, 1918, the re
port states, had assets amounting to
nearly Jo, 500,000, nnd It a apparent
that the financial condition of the fund
'at the present Is In an enviable posi

tion." It Is said Hint additional divi-

dends In favor of the employers In
group to the extent of a mil

lion dollars could be declared and the
fund still be solvent beyond a question
of doubt.

Commissioner Connor asserts that tho
fund has been "woefully weak" In its,
ability to collect premiums, stating that
there were approximately 1,600 can-
celled policies from July 1, 1914, to date.
In which the payrolls havo not "been
audited nor bills rendered for the
amount due. In addition, he reported,
about a month ago thero were 600 cases
of cancelled policies In which payrolls
had been audited but In which bills had
not been sent out.

Much space In the report Is devoted
to ono of the special groups In the State
fund where the employers In this group
have a contract with G. W. Wynkoop,
who does business under the name of the
Wynkoop Service, under which an 'em
ployer In return for certain services.
Including the prevention of accidents
and handling of claims, pays the Wyn
koop Service one-ha- lf of the dividends
declared by the State Insurance Fund.

"In my opinion the Wynkoop trans-
actions with the State Insurance Fund
are wrong from every standpoint" Com
missioner Connor reported. "In tho flrsl
place every servlco performed by thn
Wynkoop Sen-Ic- e for the employer
should be performed by the State Insur-
ance Fund Itself."

Numerous employers In the State fund
have been approached by representatives
of the Wynkoop service Just as their
policies were about to expire. Commis-
sioner Connor reported. "This suggests,"
ho said, "at least a system under which
the Wynkoop eervlce Is tipped off by
some one when favorable risks In the
fund are about to expire."

Many complaints have been received
by Commissioner Connor, who eays that
he Is satisfied that there Is "an unrea-
sonable delay In making payments to In-

jured workmen out of the State fund."
He also reported that the fund "pays far
more attention to getting work for fa-

vored doctors than It docs for paying
compensation to tho claimants." Alleged
favoritism In fixing premiums also Is
charged.
